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He is the New F'N Show & perhaps the most misused man in WWE history, Jerry Lynn stepped into the studio for a special interview conducted by Wade Needham and below are the highlights:

-- Jerry was asked to share his memories while working with the ECW crew, and he said one of the funniest moments was when Sandman was walking around backstage buck-naked. When Sandman came out for his match with Tommy Dreamer, Sandman then pulled his pants down to moon the crowd, and Dreamer pleaded with him to stop, but Sandman pulled down his underwear and fell to the mat and couldn't get up. Jerry described it as a turtle on it's back trying to flip back over.

-- The injury factor was brought up, and Jerry said that his worst injury (as he said just like Mick Foley stated in his book) would have to be a torn abdomen. He said with that injury, he couldn't breathe hard, couldn't laugh or anything and it was very painful.

-- His time in the WWE was brought up, and Jerry said he didn't understand why they through him on TV as a heel without any background to it. He said even as a heel, when he'd work shows, the crowd would pop for him anyway and he couldn't get heel heat.

-- He said that his time in the WWE wasn't pleasant, as he saw people "stab" each other in the back. He also noted that some guys would pull road agents aside to pull politics, but he wouldn't point to any certain names.

-- During his time on the WWA Tour, Jeff Jarrett talked to him about the NWA-TNA starting up and asked if he was interested, and Jerry said he would love to work for TNA. Jerry said the original plan TNA had was for Jerry to turn heel, and AJ Styles to be the babyface during his "motivational" shoot speeches about AJ not paying his dues. Jerry said that didn't turn out to be the case, because lots of hardcore wrestling fans saw some truth to the promos, and cheered Jerry & booed AJ.

-- A rehash question from the W-W Audio Show was brought up to Jerry, that being the craziest gift he's ever received. Jerry said the craziest gift had to be a Fly Swatter in the shape of a Flower that a fan from New York had given him.

-- Fan Interference was brought up, and Jerry talked about this one fan during a show where Jerry was taking on Sean Waltman (known as the Lightning Kid at the time), and the fan picked up his chair, but Waltman grabbed it from him and Jerry got back in the ring. Jerry was then back to the outside later in the match, and the fan got up and Jerry told him to move but then the fan got him in a choke hold. Jerry then gutwrenched him on the concrete, and backstage the promoter told Jerry he should press charges before the fan does. Jerry then explained wrestlers are responsible if fans are injured during the matches on the outside of the ring, but in the ring they're fair game.

-- When asked how Indy Bookers can contact Jerry for shows, Jerry said most people get his number from people and they call him and he does his own bookings. Jerry then said he'd give his email to Wade Needham later this week, and he'll give it out to any Indy Promoters looking to book Jerry.

The interview was definitely one of the best in the history of the W-W Audio Show, as it was short with tons of facts and got straight to the point without beating around the bush on issues.
