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And that woman giving a dagger hid him behind the door itself. And after these things with Candaules sleeping and slipping out from behind and having killed him, Gyges had both the woman and the kingdom. And he had the kingdom and was confirmed by the oracle at Delphi. For when the Lydians took badly the suffering of Candaules and they were in arms they and the supporters of Gyges and the remaining Lydians, they came together into the same thing, if the Oracle should declare him to be the king of the Lydians, then he would be the king, but if not, the rule would be given back to the Heraclids.  The oracle confirmed and Gyges in this way was king. Pythia said these things, that vengeance will come to the Heraclids in the fifth generation of Gyges. The Lydians and the kings of them made no account of this word, until indeed it was fulfilled. In this way the Mermnadans held the kingship having destroyed the Heraclids, and Gyges having become king sent offerings not small to Delphi, but as many offerings of silver as there are, most are at Delphi to him, and besides the silver he dedicated boundless gold and other gold of which it is especially worthy to make mention, golden mixing bowls six in respect to number were dedicated by him. These stand in the treasury of the Corinthians having 30 talents in respect to weight; but to one using a true word the treasury is not of the state of the Corinthians, but of Cypselus the son of Eetion. This Gyges first of the barbarians whom we know dedicated offerings at Delphi after Midas the son of Gordias, the king of Phrygia. For Midas also dedicated a royal throne on which sitting he gave justice, being worth seeing; and this throne lies in the very place where the gifts of Gyges are. And this gold and silver, which Gyges dedicated, is called by the Delphi the treasury of Gyges which is from the nickname of him having dedicated it. 
The Story of Arion

Periander was the son of Cypselus, this one having revealed the oracle to Thrasybulus. And Periander was the king of the Corinthians.  And the Corinthians say (and the Lesbians agree with them) that a very great marvel happened to him in his life, that Arion of Methyma having come to land at Taenarum on a dolphin, being a harper second to none of those being at that time, and being the first of men whom we know having made and having named and having taught the dithyramb in Corinth.  For they say that this Arion, spending much of time with Periander, longed to sail to Italy and to Sicily, and having made much wealth he wished to arrive back at Corinth. He started now from Tarentum, trusting in no one more than the Corinthians he hired a ship of Corinthian men; and they on the high sea plotted throwing Arion overboard to have his wealth; he hearing this begged, giving over the wealth to them, and begging for his life. He did not persuade them, but the boatmen commanded either for him to kill himself, so that he might obtain a tomb on land, or to leap into the sea as quickly as possible. Arion forced into the straits begged, since it seemed best to them, to allow him standing in full dress to sing in the rowing benches; and having sung he promised to kill himself. For pleasure came to them if they were about to hear the best singer of men, and they went out from the prow to the middle of the ship. And putting on full dress and taking the lyre, standing among the rowing benches he went through a spirited air, and the air having been completed he cast himself into the sea just as he was in full dress. And they sailed to Corinth, but they say that a dolphin taking him up brought him out at Taenarum. And going on the land he continued to Corinth with his dress and arriving he told everything having happened. And Periander from disbelief held Arion under guard letting him go nowhere, and he held carefully to the boatmen; and when they then came, having been called they were questioned if they might say anything about Arion. With them saying that he was safe in Italy and that they left him doing well in Tarentum, Arion appeared to them just as being he jumped overboard; and they being astonished being questioned were not able to deny. Both the Corinthians and the Lesbians say these things, and there is a bronze statue of Arion not large in Taenarum, a man being on a dolphin.
The Accession of Croesus

And with Alyattes having died Croesus the son of Alyattes received the kingdom, being of 35 of years in respect to age, he who attacked the Ephesians first of the Greeks. And afterwards he attacked in turn each of the Ionians and the Aeolians, bringing some accusations to some and others to others, indeed of those of whom he was able to discover greater ones, accusing them of greater things, but to the others of them bringing trivial ones.

Visit of Solon to Croesus. Stories of Happy Men

And with much time passing and with nearly all of those dwelling on this side of the Halys river having been subjugated; for except for the Cilicians and the Lydians Croesus held all others subdued by himself; with these having been subdued and with Croesus having added them to the Lydians, they arrived at Sardis being at the height of its power in wealth both others and all of the wise men arrived from Greece, who happened being at that time, and as each of them arrived, and indeed Solon the Athenian man, who having made laws for the Athenians commanding him was abroad for ten years, having sailed on the pretext of sightseeing, so that he might not be compelled to release anyone from the laws which he made.
