New base and victory icons instructions:

Download and open the zip file to My Documents.

Once opened, you will see several folders containing the new bases and victory icons

Highlight the ones you want to use and move them to the appropriate WF/EFII/RS/DG folder.

NOTE: DO NOT MIX AND MATCH SAME NAMED ICONS ACROSS THE DIFFERENT GAMES.   EACH ICON FILE IS INDIVIDUAL FOR EACH GAME EVEN THOUGH THE NAME MAY BE THE SAME!!!

If you wish, you can back-up each icon you are replacing.  Below is a description of each nationality and the changes made to them.

SWASTIKA DISCLAIMER: IN NO WAY ARE THESE ICONS MEANT AS SOME SORT OF A POLITICAL STATEMENT.  I MERELY MADE THE SWASTIKA ICONS BY REQUEST AND OFFER THEM IF YOU WISH TO USE THEM.  IF THE SYMBOL OFFENDS YOU, PLEASE DO NOT USE IT.
Belgium: changes the roundel to an appropriate Belgian flag on the victory icons, info-box icons, turn designator icon and on the bases for the units in all 3D modes.

Egypt: changes the roundel to an earlier Egyptian flag used until the mid 1960’s (the white crescent and stars on a green field) on all bases and icons.
Finland: changes the roundel to an appropriate Finnish flag on all of the icons and bases.

France: changes the roundel to an appropriate Tri-color flag for all of the icons and bases.

Germany/Soviet Union: changes the color of the German victory icon and base to a darker grey rather than the original sky-blue.  Also for the Soviet Union, changes the victory icons, info-box icons, and turn designator icons to red with a yellow hammer and sickle. 

Great Britain/Commonwealth: changes the roundel to a Union Jack flag for all bases and icons. (Sorry, I could not make individual ones for Australian/Canadian/Indian/South African, etc.).

Greece: changes the roundel to an appropriate Greek flag for all bases and icons.

Iraq: changes the triangle symbol to an Iraqi flag used from the 1930’s –1960’s for all bases and icons. (I don’t know where they found the triangle symbol; none of my research turned it up).

Israel: changes the Star of David symbol on victory, info-box, and turn icons to a proper ‘hollow’ style (just like the 3D base).  Also corrects the size of the turn icon to fit properly.   

Italy (Allied): changes the incorrect Italian flag to the correct one (the color order was reversed) on all bases and icons.

Japan: cleans up the bases for 3D mode (you can now see the separations between the rays of the rising sun symbol).  Also changed the victory icon color to a more appropriate white.  Changed the info-box and turn designator icons to rising sun style flags.

Jordan: changes the roundel with triangle to a proper Jordanian flag on all bases and icons.

Norway: changed the bar symbol to a complete Norwegian flag for all bases and icons.  Also made the info-box and turn designator icons slightly smaller to be more in line with the other nationalities.

Poland: changed the “Purina” style symbol to an appropriate pre-Communist flag (it has the red-backed eagle on the white upper field) on all bases and icons.

Romania (Axis): changed the victory icon color to a darker shade of grey to differentiate it from the Allied Romanians in case both nationalities are used in the same scenario.  Also added a grey background to the info-box and turn designator icons.

Syria: changes the roundel to a proper Syrian flag with three red stars for all icons and bases.

USA: changed the white star to an appropriate Stars-and-Stripes flag for all bases and icons.

Vichy France: changed the roundels on the victory icons to a Tri-color flag with the symbol of the Chief-of-State for Vichy France (a stylized axe with the base surrounded by stars).  Changed the roundel to have the same symbol in the center.

Yugoslavia: changed the base and icons to have a darker cross, with a yellow St. Sava cross in the center to add more detail

WF Swastika: changes the German victory icons to have a swastika banner on them.  Also changes the info-box and turn designator icons to have a swastika on them.

EF Swastika: same as the above, except for EF II/FotR.  The Soviet Union is also changed to the hammer and sickle previously mentioned.

And that’s about it ( Some of these (the Soviet, Japanese, swastika, and Commonwealth) are version 2.0, the rest are still version 1.0.  Let me know if you liked them.  Feel free to contact me with suggestions or comments at:
