RELEASE, ACKNOWLEDGMENT, ASSUMPTION OF RISK,
WAIVER AND INDEMNIFICATION AGREEMENT

s h | B Definitions.

(a) Fancy Hill Farm (“FHF") is the name under which Fancy Hill Stables, Inc., a
Virginia Corporation, conducts business. For purposes of this document, any reference to FHF shall be
deemed to encompass its officers, directors, principals, management, employees, volunteers, agents,
representatives, independent contractors and any Equine Professionals retained by or acting on behalf of
FHF.

(b) Related Parties means the owners of other property or assets which are used by (or
the use of which has been arranged by) FHF. This Release and Waiver shall encompass all such persons or
entities, their principals, officers, directors, management, employees, volunteers, agents, representatives,
independent contractors and Equine Professionals. References to FHF shall include related parties.

{c) Release and Waiver means the document titled “Release, Acknowledgment,
Assumption of Risk, Waiver and Indemnification Agreement”. :

(d) Eguine means a horse, pony, mule, donkey or hinny.

(e) Premises means all of the property of FHF, including land, barns, indoor arena,
buildings, riding and training rings, cross-country course and riding trails, together with any other property
the use of which has been arranged by or on behalf of FHF for Equine activities.

(1) Equine Professional means a person or his agent enga%ed, whether or not for
compensation, in (i) instructing a Participant, (ii) renting or otherwise making available to a Participant an
Equine for the purpose of riding, driving, or being a passenger upon an Equine, (iii) renting or making
available equipment or tack to a Participant, (iv) renting or making available any facilities, including land,
to a Participant, (v) conducting shows, clinics, competitions or any other Equine Event, (vi) the training of
an Equine or, (vii) any other Equine activity engaged in, sponsored by or conducted by FHF. An independent
contractor engaged in any of the foregoing activities, whether retained by FHF or by a Participant, is an
Equine Professional for purposes of this Release and Waiver.

(g) Engaged or Engages in an Equine Activity means: (i) any person, whether mounted
or unmounted, who rides, participates in shows or clinics, is involved in the sale or purchase of an Equine,
handles, trains, drives, instructs, assists in providing medical or therapeutic treatment of, or is a passenger
upon, an Equine; (ii) any person who participates in an Equine Activity, including auditors, but does not
necessarily ride, handle, train, drive, or ride as a passenger upon an Equine; (iii) any person visiting, touring
or utilizing an Equine facility, whether or not as part of an event or activity; or (iv) any person who assists
a Participant, Equine Activity Sponsor or management, in an Equine Activity.

(h) Equine Activity includes (i) shows, fairs, competitions, performances, events or
parades that involve any or all breeds of equines (and any of the Equine disciplines, including dressage,
western, hunter and jumper), horse shows, clinics, horse trials, grand prix jumping, cross country, eventing,
combined training, rodeos, driving, pulling, cutting, polo, steeple chasing, endurance trail riding and western
games and hunting; (i1} Equine training, instructional or teaching activities, including riding lessons or
instruction; (iii) the boarding of Equines, including all activities attendant to boarding; (iv) riding, inspecting,
or evaluating an Equine belonging to another, whether or not the owner has received monetary consideration
or other thing of value for the use of the Equine or is permitting a prospective purchaser to ride, inspect, or
evaluate the Equine; (v) transportation of an Equine; (vi) rides, trips, hunts, or other equine activities of any



type, however informal or impromptu, that are sponsored by, conducted at or participated in by FHF or
sponsored by an Equine Activity Sponsor; and (vii) conducting general hoof care, including placing or
replacing horse shoes or hoof trimming and providing or assisting in breeding or therapeutic veterinary
treatment. Such activities also include those (whether or not for profit) which FHF organizes, arranges,
participates in, makes its Premises available to or provides facilities for, including pony clubs, 4-H clubs,
hunt clubs, riding clubs, school and college-sponsored classes and programs, therapeutic riding programs,
or any other similar or related activity.

) (i) FParticipant means any person, whether amateur or professional, who engages in an
Equine Activity (including as an observer, spectator or auditor), whether or not a fee is paid to participate
in the Activity, The term encompasses recreational activities as well as all other Equine activities.

() Equine Activity Sponsors means any person or his agent who, for profit or not for

grt}ﬂt, sponsors, organizes, or provides the facilities for an equine activity, including pony clubs, 4-H clubs,

unt clubs, riding clubs, school and college sponsored classes and programs, therapeutic riding programs,

and operators, instructors, and promoters of equine facilities, including but not limited to stables, club-
houses, ponyride strings, fairs and arenas at which the activity is held.

(k) Intrinsic Dangers of Equine activities means those dangers or conditions that are
an integral part of all Equine activities, including;

(i) Equines are dangerous and often unpredictable animals.

(it) Equines have a propensity to behave in dangerous ways which may result
in injury, harm or death to persons on or around them.

(iii) An Equine's reaction to such things as sounds, sudden movements, weather
conditions, L}[I'.Fﬂ.l'l'liljﬂl' objects, persons or other animals including birds,
reptiles and insects, is not predictable.

(iv)  Hazards are presented by surface and subsurface conditions, including
objects on, under or protruding from the surface, both latent and patent.
Hazards are also presented by rocks, cliffs, hills, ditches, fences, trees,
stumps, logs, bridges, holes, debris and other obstacles.

(v) Collisions may occur with other animals or objects.

(vi)  The potential that other persons may act in a negligent manner that may
contribute to injury to the participant or others, such as failing to maintain
control over the Equine or not acting within the participant’s ability.

1. Scope/Virginia Equine Activity Liability Act.

(a) Scope.  Signatory acknowledges that he/she has been placed on notice and is
cognizant of the intrinsic dangers attendant to all Equine Activities, including examples set forth in this
Agreement; Signatory specifically agrees to Assume and be responsible for all attendant risks; Releases FHF
from any and all suits, actions or claims of any kind; and Waives any and all rights to sue, maintain an action
against or recever from FHF for injury, death or damages resulting as a party to or Participant in any Equine
Activity, Neither FHF, any Equine Professional nor any Equine Activity Sponsor shall be liable for any
injury, death or damages suffered by a Participant which results from the intrinsic dangers referred to in this
Agreement, including those enumerated in the Virginia Equine Activity Liability law. No Participant nor
any Participant’s parent, guardian or representative shall have nor shall not make any claim against or recover
from FHF or any other person or organization for injury, loss, damage or death of the Participant resulting
from any of the intrinsic dangers of the Equine Activities set forth in this Agreement and those set forth in
the Virginia Equine Activity Liability law.



(k) Virginia Equine Activity Liability Act. The Virginia Code provisions relating to
Equine Activity Liability are incorporated into and made a part of this Release and Waiver. Those provisions
shall not, however, be construed to limit the scope of, or the protection provided by, this Release and Waiver
which is intended to extend and provide additional protection from liability to FHF.

3 Acknowledgment, Assumption of Risk, Release, Waiver, Indemnification.

(a) Acknowledgment. The undersigned Signatory acknowledges, understands and
agrees that the taking of riding lessons, the participation in events, and all other Equine Activities in which
Signatory engages are intrinsically dangerous. This acknowledgment encompasses spectators, auditors,
officials, workers and any other persons who may be in the vicinity of an Equine and includes property
damage as well as bodily injury.

(b} Assumption of Risk. Signatory unconditionally assumes the risks of all such
dangers, including the intrinsic dangers of Equine Activities and those set forth in this Agreement.
i
: (c) Release and Waiver. Signatory also releases FHF from any liability of any kind
or nature resulting from any Equine Activity engaged in by Signatory at, or sponsored by, FHF (whether or
not as a Participant) and specifically Waives all rights, including any right to sue or recover any damages or
costs incurred as a result of any such Activity, including damages or costs occasioned by defects in fencing,
animal enclosures, vehicles and equipment being operated on the Premises, unevenness of terrain or other
condition of the Premises, together with negligent behavior on the part of other persons, Participants or FHF.
Mo Participant or their parent or guardian may maintain an action against or recover from FHF or any other
party for injury to, death of, or damages sustained by a Participant engaged in any of the Equine Activities
set forih in this Agreement.

(d) Indemnification. Signatory unconditionally indemnifies FHF, any affiliates, their
successors or assigns, and holds them harmless from and against any and all claims against any of them for
personal injury, property damage, or any other claimed damage, whether or not occasioned by their conduct,
including negligence, which arise out of Signatory’s participation in any Equine Activity on the Premises
or any use of the facilities, equipment on any portion of the Premises made available to Signatory by FHF.
Signatory further indemnifies them from and against any claims arising by reason of the Equine owned,
leased, trained or otherwise used by Signatory and agrees to be responsible for all guests, including
instructors, trainers, farriers, vets or others which Signatory brings, invites or causes to be brought, onto the
Premises and indemnifies FHF against any costs or damages caused to FHF or claims, costs or damages made
or sustained by others on the Premises as a result of the actions of such guests or invitees.

4, Responsibility for Equine. Signatory understands and agrees that Signatory shall be
responsible for any Equine brought or caused to be brought onto the Premises, whether or not owned by
Signatory and whether for boarding, training, lessons, evaluation, showing, a clinic or any other use of any
facilities or Premises provided by FHF. Signatory further waives any and all claims against FHF for all loss
or damage, including theft, illness or injury to the Equine and assumes responsibility for and indemnities
FHF against any injury, damage or loss to it, its personnel or any third party, occasioned by the Equine, its
riders, or by Signatory’s trainers, agents, employees or persons brought on the Premises by Signatory.

A Other.

(a) Participants Ability. FHF is notemployed for purposes of determining whether the
riding ability or experience level of persons participating in lessons or any other Equine Activity are
sufficient or adequate for the Activity engaged in or the Equine being utilized; nor is FHF on the Premises
for the purpose of ensuring that persons participating in Equine Activities exercise the proper standard of
care around the Equines.

) (b) Helmet. Wearing an approved helmet with complete harness (including chin strap)
at all times while riding is an important safety factor. Signatory has been advised and instructed to purchase
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
