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Tonight I want to speak to you on "The Atomic Bomb in God's Prophetic Plan." Someone wrote me a letter saying, "I'd like to know what you think about the atomic bomb and the current events taking place today." I was in Virginia when they dropped that first bomb, then the second, and there, as everywhere else, the event made serious repercussions.

Now let's turn to II Peter, chapter 3, and read a passage, then I'll take my text from Matthew 28:18.

It is Peter writing, filled with the Spirit of God. Remember, Peter had been on the Mount of Transfiguration and had seen Jesus in His glory. A short while before that, Jesus had said, "There are some of you right here who will not die until you see the Son of Man coming in His glory," and six days later, He, with Peter, James, and John, went up to the Mount of Transfiguration. There suddenly He was transfigured before them and His garments became as white as light. The light of the atomic bomb was about the light of the sun itself. Jesus shone just like that. He became as white as light in that glorious moment, and those three men saw Him in His glory, the glory that will be revealed to OUR eyes when He returns. So the writer is Peter, an authority on the Coming of the Lord; Peter, one who was filled with the Holy Spirit on the Day of Pentecost and preached a great sermon, and saw 3,000 souls converted.

Here in II Peter 3, Peter is writing of the Lord's Second Coming. He had seen a rehearsal of it, there on the Holy Mountain. He says: "Beloved, I write unto you; in both which I stir up your pure minds in way of remembrance: That ye may be mindful of the words which were spoken before by the holy prophets, and of the commandment of us the apostles of the Lord and Saviour, knowing this first, that there shall come in the last days scoffers, walking after their own lusts. And saying, Where is the promise of His coming? for since the fathers fell asleep, all things continue as they were from the beginning of creation. For this they WILLINGLY are ignorant of . . . . " There is such a thing as willful ignorance. I met a man the other day who took me aside after a service and said, "I wish you would pray for me that I might be able to read the Bible. I can't read the Bible." I thought in my own heart, "Brother, with all the schools that are round about, you ought to be able to read the Bible." There was a big man as helpless as a little child. We try to have public education in reach of everyone. Yet a few people are wilfully ignorant! A person ignorant of God's plan is WILFULLY ignorant. We have Bibles, and God means for us to know what will take place, know something of the trend of the times, and have intelligence in these matters.

"For this they are wilfully ignorant of, that by the Word of God, the heavens were of old, and the earth standing out of the water and in the water." This was the beginning of creation, by the Word of God. Don't forget, we still have a God in heaven. He was the One who made this earth, and He will keep it and work out His plans. Nothing is going to slip up on Him. He knows what He is doing.

Verse 6: "Whereby the world that then was, being overflowed with water, perished; But the heavens and the earth which are now, by the same Word are kept in store, reserved unto fire against the day of judgment and perdition against ungodly men. But beloved, be not ignorant of this one thing---”   He turns from the tremendous theme of the destruction of the earth with fire, and calls us "Beloved." Isn't it a wonderful thing that even when speaking of the heavens and earth burning with fire, He calls the saints, "Beloved." Beloved of whom? Beloved‑--of God! GOD'S beloved don't have anything to worry about. Let the whole earth be swallowed up, we don't have anything to worry about. Let the earth be burned up, we still don't have anything to worry about. We are children of God, and He takes care of His own.

So He says, "But beloved, be not ignorant of this one thing, that one day with the Lord is as a thousand years." God is not in a hurry. We try to hurry God, but He has a schedule to keep. He doesn't run a day ahead, and He doesn't run a day behind. God is exactly on time. God has a plan. He has a blueprint. He has a schedule. God is eternal and He is looking at this thing from the standpoint of eternity. DON'T LET ANY PASSING THING, EVEN AN ATOMIC BOMB, UPSET A CHILD OF GOD! God is on the throne. You don't have to worry about Him. He's right on time. Only when He gets ready will He set in motion the great machinery of the last days. And when He does, it will click according to His perfect will. Remember that one day with the Lord is as a thousand years. And a thousand years are as one day. He is eternal. Now listen to verse 9: “The Lord is not slack concerning His promise.” He isn't tardy. That is what that word means. The Lord is not ‑tardy! He is never a little too late Things never get our of His hands. I heard a great Bible scholar accuse God of tardiness, saying that God presented the Kingdom when Jesus came, but since the Jews turned it down, the Kingdom had to be "postponed," as though anything so great as the Kingdom in God's plan could be diverted! This Bible teacher's idea was that if the Jews had accepted Jesus at His first coming, the Kingdom would have been introduced right then and there, but since they didn't, the Kingdom had to be "postponed" till the Second Coming. Ah, beloved, the Lord does things ON TIME.

Do you believe the unbelief of the Jews (in rejecting Jesus) was unknown to the Lord? Do you believe that such a thing slipped up on God? KNOWN UNTO GOD ARE ALL HIS WORKS FROM THE BEGINNING OF THE WORLD. Our God is a great God, not a little God The whole nation of Jews cannot turn Him aside. They cannot get in His way! Why, God is GOD! "In the beginning, ELOHIM created the heavens and the earth." Elohim means, THE MIGHTY GOD. He is above everyone else and all the world. “The Lord is not tardy concerning His promise, as some men count tardiness, but is longsuffering to usward, not willing that any should perish, but that all should come to repentance." God wants everybody to be saved. That is why Jesus has not yet returned. When the Lord comes, the Day of the Lord is going to be instituted, and God is going to start cleaning house, and will not stop until everything contrary to His will is in the Lake of Fire. So, in one sense, the Lord's coming is being delayed until the last soul becomes one of the body of believers. But it is a delay already planned in God's schedule. His coming will be right on time, and will be as a thief comes in the night. The world will not be expecting Him, and when He does come, terrific judgment will fall.

What will happen at His sudden coming? Verse 10: "The Day of the Lord shall come as a thief in the night; when the heavens shall pass away with a great noise, and the elements shall melt with fervent heat, the earth also and the works that are therein shall be burned up. Seeing then that all these things shall be dissolved, what manner of persons ought, ye to be in all holiness of conversation and godliness, looking for and hasting unto the coming of the Day of God." This passage forms a background for the passage I will use at the end of this sermon.

My text is Matthew 28:18. After His resurrection, our blessed Lord met His disciples on a mountain. Over 500 of them gathered together and SAW the Lord--‑500 witnesses to His resurrection! Jesus has already been crucified, remember, and has risen from the dead. Now verse 18: "Jesus came and spake unto them." Thank God we know something about that! Jesus has spoken to me TODAY. Has He spoken to you? "Oh," you say, "the Lord doesn't speak to me." Do you ever get quiet enough for Him to speak? Do ,you ever get quiet and ask Him to speak to you? God will speak to anyone who will get quiet enough to listen! God will speak to anyone who will come to Him in confession of sin, and in full surrender of their lives to Him, and will get in the Old Book.

When Jesus came and spake unto them what did He say? "Listen! "All power is given unto Me in Heaven . . . ." Is that all He said? Is His power limited to Heaven? Jesus says to an archangel, "Do this," and it is done. He says to Gabriel, "Do that," and it is done. He says to all His angelic creatures, "Do thus," and they obey Him. Yet, concerning things of earth, would you say, "God's hands are tied. He's padlocked. He's handcuffed. He cannot do anything about it. Men rage and snort and do just as they please and God has to put up with it." Is that so? Listen: "ALL POWER is given unto me in Heaven---AND---EARTH.”  This was spoken 2,000 years ago, but it is in the eternal present tense. And Jesus adds, "Therefore, go." We are to go into all the earth and evangelize and make disciples, and He promises to be with us till the consummation of the age. He will come again, He promises, and will take over the power and cast everything contrary to His will into the Lake of Fire. I'm glad ALL POWER belongs to my Saviour! He is the sovereign of the universe. God the Father has declared that the kings of the earth shall do homage to Him, the Son of God! God has said, "Be wise, O ye kings; be instructed, ye judges of the earth; kiss the Son,” that is, do homage to the Son, come like the prodigal son to Jesus, and confess your sins and iniquities, and bow in submission and allegiance before Jesus Christ! The Saviour of the world is the sovereign of the universe!

We have been thinking about the atomic bomb and the POWER now in man's hands. This great discovery has scared statesmen and religious leaders and people all over the earth. We marveled at the operation of radar, one of the most marvelous things this war has produced. Then we trembled at the thought of jet propulsion of airplanes, shooting through the skies at terrific speed. Some of us thought, "Well, that is about the limit of man's findings." Then along came the robot bomb, and the rocket bomb. Now there appears this terrifying atomic bomb, and everyone, everywhere shudders at the thought of its possibilities in the future, because men are now at work on the ATOM. As you know, the word ATOM means an indivisible thing. We read of Jesus' coming in a moment, in the ATOM of an eye, in the twinkling of an eye, an indivisible period of time! Whoever first named the atom called it so because it was thought to be indivisible. But men have found out much about the atom and only God knows its future! Man is limited, even limited in his knowledge, and only God can reveal more unto men.

That the atomic bomb is a terrible thing there is no question. One of the archbishops in the Church of England said that we ought never to have used this terrible bomb. And a group of religious men wrote to the President of the United States and said it was a definite SIN for us to unleash this terrible power on the human race, because, we are told, that unleashed power can easily disintegrate the atmosphere and kill every human being on the face of the earth! The question arises, "Will man destroy himself with this bomb?" Are we in danger of that right this moment? We are worried about the secret getting out. We ourselves do not want to bomb anyone off the face of the earth, but we are afraid that our enemies, or would‑be enemies, might do just such a thing.

Oh, what horrible power! We have read that when those two bombs were dropped on the two Japanese cities, nearly 450,000 people were utterly destroyed! They died a death that no one else in history had ever died. Their bodies just disintegrated. The story is now being told of what happened to those bodies, how they were terribly and miserably burned, and how many bodies just evaporated into thin air without knowing where they were going or what was happening to them. We cannot fully conceive of what this POWER can mean. They tell us that it is the same kind of power that keeps the heat in the sun going all the time. Can man handle that much power? Our hearts tremble if we look only at this side of the question. So the question comes, "WILL man destroy himself?" The answer is, "N0. Man will not destroy himself. Nor will the earth be destroyed‑that is, NOT BY MAN."

Man's power is limited. It is not written of any man, "All power is given unto me in heaven and on earth." That statement was made by the Son of God; to Him alone belongs that power. He is not going to let that power fall into the hands of any man or group of men. Only by His permission was that atomic bomb revealed to men. It will be God who will give power to discover other things. All knowledge is of God. And man's power is limited. "But," you say, "What about the Devil?" The devil's power is limited. The Bible teaches us that. When I pick up the Book of Job and read chapters 1‑3, I am thankful that the Devil cannot touch Job, cannot get within fifty feet of him until God permits! God permits the Devil to test godless men. But the Devil is absolutely helpless to touch a human being unless God permits it. When you accept Jesus as your Saviour and trust the Lord and live for Him, the Devil cannot touch you. He is paralyzed, unable to touch any of God's children. Sinner friend, you'd better get into the hands of the Lord before it is too late, because you are right now in the hands of the devil.

God has all power. We have a phrase in theology called "The Providence of God." Someone has defined it as "those works of God whereby He has preserved and governed every creature and his actions." I can quote much Scripture bearing out that statement. The providence of God means those works of God whereby He preserves‑--PRESERVES the human race. It is the Lord that giveth. It is the Lord that taketh away. Men cannot take away. It is God who governs and preserves every creature and his actions. That includes, beloved, the scientists who discovered the atomic bomb! And their actions. GOD SEES BEFOREHAND, and PROVIDES for what shall take place.

Now let us think about all power being in God's hands. Hebrews 1:3. He up​holds all things by the word of His power. Then Colossians 1:17. "In Him (Jesus Christ, the Son of God) all things

consist," or, "hold together." It is Christ who holds together everything. Creation cannot disintegrate until Christ gives the word. It is impossible for this earth to be blasted or for every creature to be destroyed until the Lord Jesus Christ gives His consent. In Nehemiah we read the glorious truth that everything created in heaven and on earth and in the sea, HIS HAND hath made them all, and HE PRESERVETH them all. It is won​derful to realize the Providence of God.  

It is God who decrees where you are born, what your circumstances will be in life, when and where you will die. God decreed whether you would be born black or white, He decreed whether you would be born sick or healthy. God decreed whether you would have certain talents or not. God gives you your gifts. To some, He gives one thing; to others, He gives something else. God does all that.  I didn't ask to be born into the Hendley family. I didn't ask to be born white and American. I didn't ask to be born into my circumstances. God took care of all that without asking me a single thing. God is SOVEREIGN God. He is ruling the world. 

In the Psalms we read, "Let all the nations say, "Jehovah reigneth." God is saying that. It is in the present tense. It does not say that in the distant future, God is GOING to reign. He IS reigning, NOW. "But," you say, "There is so much sin in the world." Yes, God is permitting sin to test you and me, and see whether we will choose sin or holiness.  Sin is a test. This present world is a testing ground. God can remove sin when He gets ready. God could take the breath from every sinner tonight, and tomorrow could be a day without any liquor stores, and other places of evil. God could clean up tomorrow without a bit of trouble. Someday, He will do exactly that, and there will be a new heaven and a new earth, wherein dwelleth righteousness. But life now is a testing time, and God is still on the throne.

In Amos 3:6 God says, "Does evil come upon a city and the Lord hath not done it?" That means that every evil that comes upon a city, the Lord has done. Evidently the Archbishop of England had not considered that when he remonstrated with us about bombing Japan. God says, "I did that." You say, "Oh, Preacher, you are not going to blame God for that!" Friends, God is back of war. This war is for punishment. God built a hell for men who won't submit to Him. God Almighty is not going to put up with a little man sitting over there in Japan who says, "I am God, I am the son of heaven," and have men prostrate themselves before him! If there is one thing GOD is against, it is IDOL WORSHIP. In First John we are warned to guard ourselves from idols. The idolatrous Japanese have been beaten, and whipped, and flooded, and God only knows what else will happen to them if they don't yield to the Son of God and open to the Gospel. That little two‑by‑four man over there is not going to get the glory due to Jesus, the Son of God! That is why Japan has had so many earthquakes that shake the very life of her islands. God has been warning that nation. He is against idolatry, and will one day clean up over there, I don't know how He is going to do it. I hope He will give Japan another chance. I hate to see them going to Hell. The bombing of Japan? God says, "I am the one who did it!" You ask, "But what about the kings of the earth?" In Proverbs we read that the king's heart is in the hands of the Lord as the water courses, and He directeth it wheresoever He will. Did you ever read that? Just as men out in California can bring water down out of the mountains into the deserts, and turn them into gardens, so God can take a king's heart and turn it any way He desires, making it a desert or a garden, as seemeth good to Him. And not the heart of a king, but YOUR heart and MINE.

We are dealing with God! Don't forget it! All authority is His. I was reading in the Psalms the other day where David cried, "Ah Thou, Most High, Most High! Most Holy One!" One who is higher than anybody else! Above the highest man are the angels; above the angels is GOD, far above everybody else. Everything is beneath His feet. Don't tell me anything is going to slip up on Him! Don't tell me a little man or group of men will destroy His plans and purposes! God is still on the throne. I'm glad I know something about the sovereignty of God.

In Ephesians 3, we read that God has an eternal purpose, which He purposes in Christ Jesus. God has a plan. He had a plan in the Garden of Eden. Man sinned. But did God give up? No, He went right on and planned something further. The Flood came to earth and destroyed the human race except for eight persons. Then came the days of Israel and Abraham. The children of Israel went down into Egypt, and God brought them out, making them a great nation under Moses, and brought them into the Promised Land. They continued to sin against God. God had a plan for Israel, but Israel failed God. God raised up the Judges and punished Israel. Then He raised up the Kings. Again there was desperate sin. But through it all God had a plan, the COMING of the GREAT MESSIAH. The Old Testament closes with the word, "curse." Is that the end of the story? The Hebrew Bible ends there, with the word, "curse." (Thank God for the NEW TESTAMENT which closes with, "The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ be with you all.") And God has not stopped. There comes a voice from the wilderness, crying, "Prepare ye the way." John the Baptist preached the first and second coming of Jesus. Right behind him came Christ, the Son of God. He came unto His own, but His own received Him not. What did they do? Some received Him, but many rejected Him and He went to the cross.

The nation of Israel rejected Him, just as God had foretold by the mouth of Moses 1400 years before Christ was born. There is no such thing as a "postponed" Kingdom. Jesus Christ knew He was going to be nailed to a cross. He was nailed there by the determinate counsel of God, but wicked hands crucified Him in God's plan. He was nailed there on the Cross for our sins! He was crucified in order that we might be saved. Oh, it is a wonderful thing to go back and read of those old prophets foretelling the coming of the Redeemer, the Lord Jesus Christ, who went to Calvary and paid the penalty for our sins, and was raised from the dead, and then sent out Gospel preachers all over the earth! 

He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved." "He that believeth not--‑" What does this mean? It means that many shall not believe! "He that believeth not, shall be damned." That is the message for this age. Jesus never said that this age would receive the Gospel. He said that this age would grow worse and worse, and would go out in the night‑time, such as in the days of Noah, and of Lot. There would be wars and rumors of wars until the very end, and things would become so bad that unless Jesus came, there would not be any flesh left alive. I will not be surprised, if, in another twenty years, we have another war which will eclipse this one in horror and destruction. Oh, men cannot handle the future without Jesus! 

Meanwhile, God is calling out a people for His name. One of these days the last soul will be born again, converted. Some preacher, some missionary, Some Christian worker, will win that last soul to Jesus, then‑the LORD WILL COME! Do not worry about the atomic bomb; Jesus is coming! Rather, be "worried" about the coming of Jesus, because you don't read that the atomic bomb causes all families of the earth to beat their breasts, but at the coming of Jesus that will happen. The masses are rejecting the Son of God, but He is coming, nevertheless. He will descend from Heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel and the trumpet of God. The dead in Christ shall rise first. Hallelujah, I have a mother and father and baby brother in the cemetery, and they are coming UP! I'm going to see them again. That will happen as sure as we are here. 

We can trust God's blessed, unchangeable Word. When Jesus comes, He will snatch up only the believers, and take out of the cemeteries only those who were trusting Him. He will leave the ungodly and wicked here to suffer tribulation. Jesus may come tonight. Would you be ready to meet Him? Talk about the excitement of the atomic bomb‑there never has been any excitement like that which will take place when Jesus returns to take His own to the skies. We are not going to Heaven first, we are going to meet Him in the air and be reunited with our loved ones. While we are up there with him, down here on earth will take place the Great Tribulation, the greatest period of trouble the world has ever known.

We have been talking about man destroying himself. No, he won't. But I do read in the Bible that there will be such a bloody time during the Tribula​tion Period that 800,000,000 people will

die in 42 months! I have checked the Scriptures for what the Lord has to say about it, and this does not refer to the atomic bomb. When that fourth seal is broken, and the pale horse is released, and death and hell follow, a fourth of the earth will be destroyed. That is 400,000,000 people. And how are they destroyed? By the sword, by hunger, by beasts of the field, and by death. The only place you can fit the atomic bomb into the picture is in the word, death.  But I don't think He is talking about the atomic bomb there. Perhaps He is.  Maybe the atomic bomb will kill those 400,000,000 people. There will be some destructive power that we know nothing about. There is a difference between 450,000 people (killed by those two bombs on Nagasaki and Hiroshima) and 400,000,000 people. Such an atomic bomb may be used, but it will take more than an atomic bomb to have such wide​ spread destruction. In Revelation, we read of a third of the earth being de​stroyed, and that is 400,000,000 more people. So 800,000,000 people will die in those 42 months. The earth will be decimated. Perhaps the atomic bomb will be used there, but even so, the whole earth still isn't destroyed.

Not a thing is said about the destruction of the earth in the Tribulation either by anti‑Christ or by man. It is said that demons will be released on the earth. Thank God for the hope we have in Jesus. When that trumpet blows and my Lord shouts and the saints go marching in, I want to be in that number. I want to go UP when Jesus comes. Nor will you want to be left behind during this awful tribulation period. You may be saying, "Well, I will live any way I please, live a worldly life, go to the shows, smoke cigarettes, play cards, never win any souls to Jesus, and I'll still be caught up with Him in the air, because I'm saved by GRACE. We'll be saved regardless of our condition." Maybe that is the way you feel about it. I'm not going to argue with you. All I know is, I am fearful about this matter. 

The Apostle Paul was, and he beat his body black and blue and lived a holy life lest he be a castaway. What does that mean? I don't know, but it scared Paul and it scares me. Then I read in Philippians where Paul said he wanted to attain unto a certain resurrection that he would not gain by grace, but by his own works. That scares me, too. And I say, "Well, Paul, if you believe in the surrendered life, I will believe in it, too. "I will surrender my life!" I believe this: that whatever is coming when the Lord comes, there will be a place of shame for those of us who just play. There are some warning Scriptures about it. It is better to play safe, and surrender everything we have to the Lord, and give up everything questionable, and get busy for God! To be in Christ is to give up all known sin. The only people I know who are really looking for the coming of the Lord are those who are winning souls to Christ and doing what they can for Him. One of these days Jesus is coming for His own. I want to be in the number. You can call it heresy if you wish, but Paul said, to watch and pray always that we may be accounted worthy! I don't want to hear the Lord say, "You cannot enter into the joy of the Lord." I want to be READY.

At the close of the Tribulation Period, Jesus will come again to earth with His saints. Meantime, the Judgment Seat has taken place where all the believers have given an account of their lives since conversion. (That will be a judgment, not a picnic. If you have anything in your life that you are ashamed of since you accepted Jesus, you'd better get it all straightened out, brother, before that Judgment comes. Oh, I want to be ready on that day! I don't want to be ashamed, and have my whole Christian life reviewed before the Lord, tested by fire!) When the Lord comes down the slant of heaven, back to this earth, what will happen then? He will engage in the Battle of Armageddon. And you talk about atomic bombs, why, the Lord will have something that will totally eclipse the atomic bomb in power! We read that all of a sudden their eyes shall sink back into their sockets, their tongues into their mouths, and the people will just DECAY on their feet! That will be disintegration, to die right there on the spot by the plague of the Lord. There will be wars until the very end, when Jesus comes. The Book says so. And in that great battle in Palestine, He is going to destroy the nations of earth. It will take seven months to bury the dead. Then the Lord will tell an angel to bind the devil and cast him into the bottomless pit. The Lord will then go to Jerusalem and rebuild the temple and remain there. And the nations shall come up during the glorious Millennium, the thousand years of peace such as the world has never known. There will be a golden era when the knowledge of the Lord shall cover the earth as the waters cover the sea.

Then what happens? After the Thousand years, the devil will be let loose. Now, the devil is here only to test you, brother. That is all. You don't have to yield to the devil. You can walk with God or the devil, as you choose. When he is let loose after the Millennium, he is going to tempt men and find whether they love God or the devil, and evidently he will find just as many godless people then as he finds today, for we read that there will be a multitude, as the sands of the sea, who will follow the devil. The devil and his crowd will come up against Christ there in Jerusalem, and FIRE will come down out of heaven, from God, and destroy them all. The devil will be cast into the Lake of Fire where he will be tormented day and night forever and forever, with ALL THAT REJECT CHRIST! 

And then what? It must be there, beloved, that I Peter 3 comes in. If there is an atomic bomb outside of the tribulation period when 800,000,000 die, here it is. Let's read it to get the wording absolutely correct: "The day of the Lord shall come as a thief in the night, when the heavens shall pass away with a great noise." They tell us that those fliers over Hiroshima raced their motors as fast as they could go and they had to parachute that bomb, that they might get out of the way. They were ten miles away when the thing blasted. It was such a horrible experience that one of the men cried out, "MY GOD, MY GOD!" A column of smoke leaped up thousands of feet, and nothing of the city could be seen beneath the pall of smoke. But here is the destruction of the earth and everything in it---disintegration, annihilation. 

The real smashing of the atom! "The day of the Lord shall come as a thief in the night, and the heavens shall pass away with a great noise, and the elements shall MELT.”  The elements! You saw the picture of that tower in Mexico that cradled the atomic bomb, with the scientists miles away. When the bomb had exploded, and the time came for the men to go back and investigate, they saw nothing but a crater. What had happened? What happened to the great steel tower? It had MELTED WITH FERVENT HEAT. There is coming a day when this earth shall melt, with fervent heat. You know it takes HEAT to vaporize steel. And it will take HEAT to vaporize the earth and everything in it. "The earth also, and the works that are therein shall be burned‑up! Seeing that all these things shall be DISSOLVED.”  Steel, iron, rocks, grass, everything material shall be dissolved.

Turn now to the Book of Revelation, and you will find a picture of the Great Judgment Day. The heavens and earth will be out of sight, and the soul of every creature will be poised in space before the throne of God.
