THE COMING JUDGMENT
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Psalm 50

I want to speak to you now about the coming judgment of the world as described in the Word of God. It is a sad commentary on the world that the MORE the world rushes on toward judgment, the LESS the Word of God is BELIEVED IN!

In Psalm 50 we read definitely of the judgment to come. "The mighty God, even the Lord, hath spoken, and called the earth, with the rising of the sun and the going down thereof. Out of Zion the perfection of Beauty God hath shined. Our God shall come and not keep silent. A fire shall devour before Him It shall be very tempestuous around about. He shall call to the heavens from above and to the earth that He may judge His people. Gather my saints together unto me, those that have made a covenant with Me by sacrifice. And the heavens shall declare His righteousness For God is Judge Himself." Those six verses in Psalm 50 describe to us pictorially, graphically, the coming great judgment of the world and GOD as the Judge of the world.

THE MIGHTY GOD, the LORD, HATH SPOKEN. Friends, if God has spoken, then we ought to listen to what He has to say.

His speech has world‑wide significance. It affects every being on the earth. There is no person, in any country, of any color or race or profession or standing, but that that person, that individual, is AFFECTED by the speech of God. Because of it all are going to be judged. The rich man will be at the judgment, the poor man will be at the judgment; the professional man will be at the judgment; the man who sweeps streets will be at the judgment; the white man and the colored man; the red man and the yellow man; God is no respecter of persons. He has spoken to ALL. God's speech has world‑wide significance. The Mighty God has spoken unto MEN. Oh, what a sin it is today that multitudes are going their own way as though God has never said anything at all! They are paying no attention to His Book, to what He has to say.

Franklin D. Roosevelt had the privilege that no president before him ever had‑--the privilege of speaking to millions all over the earth. His famous fireside chats reached literally MILLIONS of listeners. The voice of Franklin Delano Roosevelt was heard around the globe. His speeches had world‑wide significance. So also it was with Winston Churchill, the famous prime minister of Britain. Millions of listeners hung upon the words of that eloquent orator. The same can be said of Mr. Truman and General MacArthur, on television. Their voices went out to literally millions of listeners. Other speakers today are reaching worldwide coverage. But all of these are NOTHING compared with the message of the Mighty God!

We may forget what Mr. Roosevelt, Mr. Truman, Mr. Churchill, General MacArthur and others have said, but God have mercy on the man who doesn't listen to what GOD, THE LORD HAS TO SAY! Why? Because you are going to meet His words at the judgment. That is one thing that people forget: that they have got to meet GOD'S WORD in judgment! You can ignore Him; you can shut Him out of your mind; you can refuse to have anything to do with Him; BUT, friend, YOU WILL MEET GOD AND HIS WORD IN JUDGMENT, and YOU ARE RUSHING TO THAT DAY.

So God has spoken.

He has spoken to man.

His speech is of world‑wide significance.

Next, HIS AUDIENCE. GOD has the greatest audience in the whole world. The Mighty God has spoken and has called THE EARTH, from the rising of the sun till the going down thereof. From the east to the west, around the globe. He has called the whole earth to stand at attention! He has something to say to everyone. God have mercy on anyone who refuses to hear what He has to say! Every man and woman, boy and girl MUST LISTEN, OR PERISH. May each one of us say, "Speak, Lord, for Thy servant heareth." In our language today we would say, "Speak, Lord. I am listening. My attention is upon You. I have halted in my tracks. My head is up. I am giving You my attention. I am listening, Lord. Tell me, and to the best of my ability, I'll do what You say do."

That is what Samuel meant in Holy Scripture when he said, "Speak, Lord, for Thy servant heareth." And God has lifted him up as one of the greatest men of all time in His own glorious estimation! Samuel was a man of prayer. From a little lad, Samuel said, "Speak, Lord I am listening to You. To the best of my ability, I'll obey Your Voice."

My heart literally aches as I come fresh from the pages of the study of the Word of God and see the masses traveling up and down the highways, on the streets, in the shops, in business houses, in houses of entertainment, most of them listening NOT unto what God has to say! They have no inkling of the JUDGMENT THAT IS COMING, the moral laws of God Almighty or His commands. They have no compulsion, no concern whatever, about FIRST LISTENING TO HIM, then carrying out in life what God the Lord has said.

I say unto you, it is not just the HEARING, friends, but it is the OBEYING of the Voice of God that will pay off in the Day of Judgment. GOD IS SPEAKING TODAY. ARE WE HEARING AND OBEYING?

Now the APPEARING of God is likened unto the rising of the sun, for God WILL COME! Verse 3: OUR---GOD---SHALL--- COME." "Out of Zion the perfection of beauty God hath shined," as the rising of the sun in the morning, dispelling the darkness by casting its rays upon the earth. Our God SHALL COME and will not keep silence! He is going to SPEAK! He is going to speak in WRATH! Some people think they can live any old way they want, lie and steal and curse and commit adultery and read dirty literature and have impure minds, and that God will just keep quiet about it at the Judgment, that everything will be all right, that He will not bring the sins of thought, word and deed into the light. Friend, if you think that, you are kidding yourself! You--‑YOU--‑are going to come into JUDGMENT! YOU are going to give account for your words and thoughts and actions and your breakages of the law of God, your ignoring of His Truth. HIS HOLINESS will not permit Him to keep silence. His broken law will not permit Him to keep silence.

My heart bled as I read in the newspaper that there are 92,000 ILLEGITIMATE children fathered by American, British and French soldiers over in Germany. You can say all you please in defense of these men and their temptations, and I sympathize with the testings and trials these men are going through‑--my heart aches for them and I pray for them‑--BUT GOD SAYS, "THOU SHALT NOT COMMIT ADULTERY!" AND GOD MEANS IT! America is DISOBEYING that command of God. People all over the world today are living in lust and they are rushing to a God Who will JUDGE their sins! What a time it is going to be when sinners stand before God to be judged for having BROKEN HIS LAWS! God will not keep silent! His holiness will not permit it. He MUST enter into judgment with those who do not observe His laws. He cannot forever look in silence upon the sins of the people.

Friend, listen. What I have said, I have said in love. My heart goes out to everyone! This is an hour of desper​ate need in our nation. I know it is a problem, with our men away from home and the women left alone, with temptations of the world, the flesh and the devil, lust everywhere you turn.  But I am saying to you, God have mercy on us if we are disobeying the laws of GOD! For our God shall come in judgment, and he will not keep silence in judging our sins!

THERE IS ONLY ONE WAY OUT, and that is to COME TO THE BLOOD OF THE LORD JESUS CHRIST. There is a passage I love to quote to my own heart, and to the people, and it is the ONLY HOPE for you or me or any​one else. First John 1:7 "For the blood of Jesus Christ, His Son, cleanseth us from all sin." There is no other place to find forgiveness and exemption from judgment. Won't you fall on your face before God right now, and, conscious of your sins and the judgment to come, say to Him, "God, be merciful to me a sinner. I claim the blood of Jesus Christ to cover my breakages of Your Law. I claim His Blood in cleans​ing and forgiveness. When I get up off my knees, I promise to read my Bible and read Your teachings and in​structions, and I'll try to the best of my ability to obey Your laws and trust the Lord Jesus Christ and live a life that is pleasing to You. And when I come to the judgment Christ will be my Saviour and Advocate. I trust Him now as personal Saviour and Lord." Will you do it, friend? Will you do it?
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
