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I Thessalonians 5:19

SINS AGAINST THE HOLY SPIRIT

This morning we are going to study some of the sins against the Holy Spirit of God. The first reference we find in I Thess. 5:19 which reads:

"Quench not the Spirit. " Now, in the Greek this means, "to extinguish," or "to put out like a fire." The Holy Spirit is represented to us in this Book as "a fire." The text means "quit pouring a bucket of water on the Holy Spirit!"  The Holy Spirit is not only the Illuminator, but He is a fire to burn out all dross, and to cleanse us and bless us.

John said, "I indeed baptize you with water unto repentance: but he that cometh after me is mightier than I, whose shoes I am not worthy to bear: He shall baptize you with the Holy Ghost, AND FIRE. (Matt. 3:11)

"Baptize you with fire" ‑‑IMMERSED IN FIRE ‑‑ fire AROUND you and IN you.  Wherever you find the Holy Spirit, you will find warm souls and hot hearts. Some natives said to a missionary leader on the foreign field, "We want you to send us some missionaries with HOT HEARTS." We can stand anything but coldness. We MUST HAVE FIRE! Wherever the Holy Spirit is, there are "HOT HEARTS."

A preacher said, coming up to the microphone to speak, "Is this thing HOT?" 
What did he mean by that? He meant that there was an audience out there, and the only way he could get his message out to them like it should be gotten out, was through a "HOT" microphone. God can't get His message to a lost world unless there are some Christians with hot hearts. We need fire in our cold hearts that the Holy Spirit alone can give! We are going to be hot in our soul when He comes. If our hearts are COLD, it is because we have QUENCHED the Holy Spirit. When you were first converted, you were HOT. We have plenty of Christians today who are not doing those things. WHY? Because they are cold, IN HEART, and MIND and Soul!  What we want to see is the FIRE OF GOD. The only way the fire can burn in us is to have the Holy Spirit.  When we have the Holy Spirit burning and dwelling in our hearts, we will be hot, and not cold. If we have Him, we are hot. If we are cold, we do not have Him. Without Him we are going to be cold. If we are cold, we have thrown a bucketful of water on Him. "Keep the fire burning," on the altar of your heart.

In II Tim. 1:6 Paul says to Timothy: "Stir up the gift of God which is in thee." The word translated "STIR UP" is anadzopurein from ana ‑‑ up, dzo – to live, pur – fire -‑ ein present infinitive representing continuous action. So Paul literally said to Timothy: "Keep the fire blazing up on the altar of your heart!  Don't let it ever die down!" My brother, my sister, keep the fire blazing on the altar of your heart. Is the fire on the altar of your heart blazing up?  Or, do you have a few red coals?

I heard a preacher tell of a scholarly Christian friend who appeared very sad and upon asking the reason had this reply. "In my search for scholarship, I have let the fire and passion for lost souls die out on the altar of my heart." Oh, God, forbid!

"Quench not the Spirit." (I Thess. 5:19) Now, what happens when we quench the Spirit?  The fire goes out and we become cold.

First, purges our sins. NOW, WHAT DOES THE SPIRIT DO FOR US AND IN US?

"When the Lord shall have washed away the filth of the daughters of Zion, and shall have purged the blood of Jerusalem, from the midst thereof by the spirit of judgment, and by the spirit of burning." (Isa. 4:4)

God says there is something wrong with Israel now. She is filthy in her sins. "I will purge her from her sins by the Spirit of judgment and by the spirit of burning.” "Spirit of JUDGMENT” ‑‑ we read that God is going to judge their sins.  When the Spirit enters the sinner's heart, he exposes sin, convicts, confession is made by the guilty party and that heart is cleansed, and the glory of God abides in that heart.

When we don't heed the voice of the Spirit and take sin to us, we grieve the Spirit, and become filthy. How we need the Spirit of judgment about sin! Let me illustrate. Dr. Scofield is reported to have said: "I have had for the past ten years the constant presence of the Lord, and His Spirit in my soul. I don't say that I have lived a perfect life, but I do say that whenever sin of any sort approached my soul, I judged that thing and put it away and the blessing kept coming unhindered! Constant confession meant constant cleansing. The Spirit put His finger on every sin and he wisely judged it and put it away. We better heed the tender voice of the Holy Spirit when He speaks to us about sin, for it is mighty easy to quench the Spirit. Just one evil thought will do it, one evil thought -- unjudged, I say will do it. When sin cones, we should say, "Holy Spirit, cleanse me from this sin." You say that is folly. I am telling you that the Spirit is the HOLY Spirit, and will not tolerate sin. Most of our hearts are "cages of unclean birds," and the spirit is quenched by an evil thought we do not judge. Tolerate sin ‑‑ then be separated from God. Judge it, God abides.

"THE SPIRIT OF BURNING" ‑‑ not only do we need Judgment, but POWER to be cleansed and have sin burned up, and the Spirit does it, and gives victory over evil thoughts, suggestions, and words. "The Spirit of burning!" This is a solemn truth. This word, "BURN" is a great study.

John was a "burning and shining light" ‑‑ not shining and burning, but "burning and shining:" Burning costs life, Life is self. John gave himself. Jesus gave Himself. Self! What is self? Self is the most precious possession you have, Christian, and the poet had it right when he said:

“I lay in dust LIFE'S GLORY dead,

     And from the ground there blossoms red, 

  LIFE that shall endless be."

LIFE'S GLORY  is SELF ‑‑ your own will, your entire being. To lay in dust means to give it to the will of God! When Jesus told His disciples that He was going to die, Peter said, "Stop talking like that. You are the Messiah. We won't stand for it.” That is what he said. "Be it far from thee: this shall not be unto thee." (Matt. 16:22) Jesus said: "Peter, you are talking like the Devil. I must go and die. You are not thinking the thoughts of God, but of men." The doctrine of man ‑‑ what is it? It is SPARE THYSELF! What is the doctrine of Heaven? It is GIVE THYSELF! What is the doctrine of heaven? It is GIVE THYSELF! Is it costing you anything to serve the Lord? Where are your scars, brother? We get along pretty well, don't we? GIVE THYSELF is the doctrine of heaven. SPARE THYSELF is the doctrine of Hell. We must "BURN". Does not the Holy Spirit's abiding give us power and grace to be willing to "BURN" for Him? It is necessary that we burn if light is to be given out. Burning is destructive. The lamp wick burns up as it gives light!

Jesus said: "Except a corn of wheat fall into the ground and die, it abideth alone: but if it die, it bringeth forth much fruit." (John 12:24) The flesh doesn't like to die. Jesus said: "If any man will come after me, let him DENY HIMSELF – say “NO” to SELF! and take up his cross and follow me." (Matt. 16:24)  We sing about the cross, and talk about the cross! A cross is the most shameful thing the earth has ever seen. It is a place of SHAME and SUFFERING. What does this verse mean? It means that you are to take up all the SHAME AND SUFFERING that is entailed to walk humbly with your God, and follow the Master. Many are not willing to do it. Are you? The reason we are not getting souls is because we are not willing to die.

Paul said, "I bear in my body the marks of the Lord Jesus." (Gal. 6:17) What is it that Paul is saying here? He is saying, "I labor to wearisome effort," and it costs life to labor and win souls! Paul had visible scars. Yes! But, many a child of God has gone to a premature grave with internal scars! A body wasted in wearisome effort for Jesus! They can say also, "I have scars!”

Have you any marks? Where are your scars? What is it costing you to serve Jesus Christ? Is it putting you out any to be a Christian? Is it costing you anything? Sacrifice?

Jesus said, “He that loveth father or mother more than me is not worthy of me: and he that loveth son or daughter more than me is not worthy of me.

"And he that taketh not his cross, and followeth after me, is not worthy of me.” ( Matt. 10:37,38)

To follow the Lord Jesus we must be willing to leave ALL. It isn't any fun to leave loved ones and home, but many a child of God does it for Christ! Here is a Christian who has been home all of my life, and never separated from home for a very long time. To leave home and family brings a hurt deep down in the heart. Brother, may we be willing to go through anything for Him. We don't want to meet our Lord with empty hands! The "spirit of burning." Are you burning? If the Spirit is in you, you will be burning for Christ.

NEXT THE SPIRIT GIVES A SPIRITUAL MIND AND POWER  TO CARRY OUT HIS WILL IN THE FEAR OF THE LORD.

"And the Spirit of the Lord shall rest upon him, and the spirit of wisdom and understanding, the spirit of counsel and might, the spirit of knowledge and of the fear of the Lord." (Isa. 11:2) THE SPIRIT OF WISDOM AND UNDERSTANDING IN DIVINE THINGS! Our minds are to be used for our Lord ‑-- not in the things of this world ‑‑‑ dealing with and in spiritual things. "The spirit of counsel and might" or, strength to carry out that thing which we know we ought to be doing.

Then there is the relationship to God ‑‑ "the spirit of knowledge and of the fear of the Lord", or, Divine knowledge in the deep things of God. Regeneration is by the power of the Holy Spirit.  He takes the things of Christ and makes them real and precious to us. I was a church member from twelve years to twenty years, but brother, Christ didn't mean anything to me until I was born again. "The spirit of understanding, the spirit of knowledge and of the fear of the Lord."

What makes one man fear God, and another not fear Him? The answer is, "The Holy Spirit." "Make him of quick understanding” is literal ‑‑"He shall draw his breath." "He shall draw his breath in the fear of the Lord.”  The fear of the Lord was the atmosphere of his very life. The life of Jesus was lived completely in awe and reverence and carefulness to live out the will of God.

What happens when the Spirit of God is upon us? When the Holy Spirit is upon us, He takes the things of God and makes them real to us. By rejecting Him we kill the blessings Which He has for us.

NEXT:  HE INSPIRES PRAYER.

The next thing that we want to consider is the “spirit of prayer" ‑‑ the "spirit of grace and supplications" ‑‑ "And I will pour upon the house of David, and upon the inhabitants of Jerusalem, the spirit of grace and of supplications: and they shall look upon me whom they have pierced, and they shall mourn for his only son, and shall be in bitterness for his firstborn." (Zech. 12:10)

I want you dear friends to see this. We are not going to get very far for a revival until God pours out the "spirit of prayer" ‑‑ "The spirit of prayer and supplications for grace" (lit.)

Paul says: "Brethren, my heart's desire and prayer to God for Israel is, that they might be saved." (Rom. 10:1) Paul had a deep prayer in his heart for Israel ‑‑ "the spirit of grace and supplications." He agonized before God. Where is agonizing today? "‑‑the Spirit itself (Himself) maketh intersession for us with groanings which cannot be uttered." (Rom. 8:27) Groanings that cannot be uttered, unto the Lord. When the Spirit is dwelling unquenched in the believer, he will have a passion for the lost world, groans of the Spirit for a lost world will be in his heart! We will have a revival when we pray. It will come, but we must have "the spirit of grace and supplications." Abel Olary used to roll on the floor in agony over lost souls. This same burden always precedes an outpouring from God!

You say, "Do we need to beg God for a revival? No! Let’s get right with the Spirit, and the inevitable consequence will be a burden for this lost world. The first response of a new born soul is a love for another soul. J. Campbell Morgan said, "The first response of a new born soul is to win other souls to Christ, but something like this, if a person does not put that love in operation, he loses it. If you do not express that love for another, you will lose it ‑‑ "quench not the Spirit." (I Thess. 5:19)

We preach and preach to unsaved souls, but until the Christians get stirred up, we can't depend upon them to bring the unsaved in to hear the Word. Many do not do it ‑‑ they have lost their passion for souls! No passion for a lost world!

When I see a man on the street corner, kneeling and praying with a lost soul that is an indication that that man loves souls ‑‑ he has a passion for souls! You say, "I 
don't believe in that." Brother, Jesus did! Paul did! The disciples "went everywhere preaching the Word." They believed in it! Divine fire! Divine fire!  We need the Spirit of agonizing prayer. "Quench not the Spirit." (I Thess. 5:19) 

NEXT: THE SPIRIT BRINGS  HEAVENLY JOY INTO THE CLEANSED HEART.

Now, let us turn to Hebrews, chapter one, verse nine, where we read: "Thou hast loved righteousness and hated iniquity; therefore God, even thy God hath anointed thee with the oil of gladness above thy fellows." "‑‑oil of gladness" ‑"oil of joy!" That is the Holy Spirit.

"For the kingdom of God is not meat and drink; but righteousness, and peace and joy in the Holy Ghost." (Rom. 14:17) "peace with God ‑‑ joy in the Holy Ghost"  A person can have a burden and passion for souls and joy overflowing at the same time. Paul said, "The real kingdom of God is JOY; David was filled with the Holy Spirit, and joy, when he was dancing before the Lord, and brother, his was the right kind of dancing. Dancing for joy! Yes, David had real joy in the Holy Ghost as he danced before the Lord. Now, what Paul is saying is, "When the Holy Spirit comes into your heart, there will be real joy deep down." Brother, it is all over the pages of this Book. When you have the Holy Ghost in your heart, there will be joy and "The joy of the Lord is our strength". No joy! No power!

 Next: THE HOLY SPIRIT MINISTERS GRACE TO OUR HEARTS.

The Spirit of grace ‑‑ "Of how much sorer punishment, suppose ye, shall he be thought worthy, who hath trodden under foot the Son of God, and hath counted the blood of the covenant, wherewith he was sanctified, an unholy thing, and hath done despite unto the SPIRIT OF GRACE." (Heb. 10:29)

Sinners grieve the "spirit of grace." The Spirit who ministers grace is God doing for us WHAT WE CANNOT DO FOR OURSELVES. In the sinner's life it is the grace of God coming down: "Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new. (II Cor. 5:17) In the life of the Christian this same truth applies. AFTER YOU ARE CONVERTED, YOU WILL STILL NEED GOD to do for you what you cannot do for yourself.  We can't do anything for God's eternal glory except by grace. We must have been GIVEN Power. We are running around working for the Lord ‑‑ without any power! We are POWERLESS!  In Isa. 64:4 we read "God works for the waiter" ‑‑ God WORKS!

A colored man was asked the question: "Are you saved?" To which he replied: "Yas suh. But, you know I don’t like this modern religion."

"Why don't you like this modern religion? he was asked.

"It ain't got no grace in it," replied the old colored man.

The world wants to see God. Today the world is saying: "You Christians say that you have the Lord, show Him to us." They say, "Show us the supernatural in your lives. Demonstrate." When the Church gets on fire, the world will be attracted and hungry hearts will be satisfied. It is the same in this town as it is in any other town, yes everywhere, deep down in the sinner's soul is a cry for God. We all must say with Augustine: "Our souls can't rest unless they rest in Thee." That is true. They can't do it. The Spirit  ministers grace to us.

NEXT: HE BRINGS THE GLORY OF GOD INTO THE HEART AND LIFE!  THE RADIANCE OF THE DIVINE PRESENCE!

"The Spirit of Glory" ‑‑ "If ye be reproached for the name of Christ, happy are ye;  for the Spirit of Glory and of God resteth upon you: on their part he is evil spoken of, but on your part he in glorified." (I Pet. 4:14) 

What does that mean? Glory means the wonderful blessing of God rests upon you.  When we are saved,  and do not quench the Holy Spirit, "the spirit of glory" fills our soul. Let us now turn to Eph. 2:4‑10, which is one of my favorite passages:

"But God, who is rich in mercy for his great love wherewith he loved us,

"Even when we were dead in sins, hath quickened us together with Christ, (by grace ye are saved;)

"And hath raised us up together, and made us sit together in heavenly places in Christ Jesus:

"That in the ages to come he might shew the exceeding riches of his grace in his kindness toward us through Christ Jesus.

"For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God

"Not of works, lest any man should boast.

"For we are his workmanship, created in Christ Jesus unto good works, which God hath before ordained that we should walk in them."

All through the everlasting ages of eternity God is going to show us how good He can be to us. That's what He means by "the exceeding riches of his grace." He is the only one who can minister grace t o us now on the way!

He is also called:

2. The Spirit of "Adoption ‑‑ He gives the witness of our sonship ‑‑ that we are indeed adopted and placed in the position of a full‑grown son! "He hath sent forth the Spirit of His son into your hearts, crying, Father." (Gal. 4:6)

3. The Spirit of Faith ‑‑ The Spirit is the only one who can give abundance of faith and confidence in the living God. Faith to lay hold of the promises.  Faith to trust and serve and give utterly.

4. The Spirit of Prayer ‑‑‑ we don't pray unless we pray in the Spirit. Jude says, "Praying in the Holy Ghost" (Vs. 21). Only the Spirit can inspire real prayer. We go to our prayer rooms cold. ''We kneel and wait to seek His face. Soon our hearts begin to thaw and God's presence becomes real. It is the Spirit making God real to our hearts!

5. The Spirit of Judgment ‑‑ "the spirit of judgment, and by the spirit of burning." (Isa. 4:4)

6. The Spirit of HOLINESS ‑‑"And declare to be the Son of God with power, according to the spirit of Holiness, by the resurrection from the dead.” (Rom. 1:4). The Holy Spirit is the only one who can produce real Bible holiness. In this passage it doubtless means Jesus was proved to be the Son of God by His holy living, but the Spirit indwelt him! No holiness apart from the Holy Spirit!

7. The Spirit of Glory ‑‑ "for the spirit of glory and of God resteth upon you." Pet. 4:14 

8. The  Spirit of Truth ‑‑ "‑‑when he the spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth" ‑‑ John 16:13). The Spirit of God is the only Person who can present the eternal abiding truth of God. When we quench Him this grace will be missing in our hearts, and we will be walking around cold, and indifferent.

Now, in the second place, let us consider some of the:

SINS THAT QUENCH THE HOLY SPIRIT

First, YOU CAN VEX HIM (Isa. 63:10).

G. Campbell Morgan said: "I don't comment on a book of the Bible until I have read it through fifty times." Oh, brother, how we need to know this Book! Think of it! Fifty times! We don't know much of this Book now! In Isaiah 63:7,8, the prophet is crying out, and pleading for Israel:

“I will mention the loving kindness of the Lord, and the praises of the Lord, according to all that the Lord hath bestowed on us, and the great goodness toward the house of Israel, which he hath bestowed on them according to his mercies, and according to the multitude of his loving kindnesses.

For he said, surely they are my people, children that will not LIE; so he was their Saviour."

There is a beautiful passage found in I Tim. 1:12 which is parallel to this passage in Isa. 63:8). "God is counting me faithful." He is "counting me faithful.” Are you faithful? He is counting on you. He has something for me to do that Moody couldn't do. He has something for you to do. God is “counting me faithful" ‑He is counting you faithful. He was counting on Israel. God said, "You promised to love me and to serve me."

Now, let us look at verse seven in this sixty‑third chapter of Isaiah:

"For he said, Surely they are my people, children that will not lie: so he was their Saviour." "Children that will not lie!"

When we accept Christ, we say that He is our Master, and that we are His slave, and say: "Your will shall be mine!"  But, my brother, do we mean that? Do we carry that out?

Let us take another look at this sixty‑third chapter of Isaiah:

"In all their afflictions he was afflicted, and the angel of his presence saved them: in his love and in his pity he redeemed them; and he bare them, and carried them all the days of old.

"BUT THEY REBELLED, AND VEXED HIS HOLY SPIRIT: therefore he was turned to be their enemy, and he fought against them." (vs. 9 and 10)

"They rebelled, and VEXED HIS HOLY SPIRIT" ‑‑ what did He do then? He turned and became their enemy. The word, vex, means to hurt, pain, grieve. What Israel did then, we can do today. We can make Him unhappy, miserable! We can hurt, the Holy Spirit ‑‑ pain Him ‑‑ grieve Him ‑‑ by rebellion.

What happened in the life of Saul? We read in I Sam. 16:14: "But the Spirit of the Lord departed from Saul, and an evil spirit from the Lord troubled him." We can't be on the fence. Back of human life is the spirit world. There are two opposing factors: The Devil and the wicked spirits, and God and the Holy Spirit. Back of all humanity there is the spiritual world, pulling the ropes of the heart. Either God or the Devil is controlling your life. You don't believe that, do you? It is so! When a person is not doing the will of God, that person is not sitting still, but he is doing the will of the Devil. The Devil's will is for you to keep your mouth shut, and don't trouble his work of damaging souls 'round about you. Oh, the battles we have fought with the Devil. One man says, "Sure there is a Devil, for I've done business with him, and I know him! And, he knows us too! If we don't watch and pray the Devil would have our Christian ministry ruined in thirty minutes. He wants to shut these lips of yours and mine. The Devil is not worried about the backslidden Christian, but when a Christian begins to get some souls, then he is up against "a roaring lion." They "VEXED HIS HOLY SPRIT." 

NEXT YOU CAN GRIEVE HIM.

"Wherefore putting away lying, speak every man truth with his neighbor: for we are members one of another." (Eph. 4: 25) Stop your lying!”

"Be ye angry and sin not: let not the sun go down upon your wrath:”

"Neither give place to the devil.”

"Let him that stole steal no more: but rather let him labor, working with his hands the thing which is good, that he may have to give to him that needeth.”

“Let no corrupt communication proceed out of your mouth, but that which is

good to the use of edifying, that it may minister grace unto the hearers.”

“AND GRIEVE NOT THE HOLY SPLIRIT OF GOD WHEREBY YE ARE SEALED UNTO THE DAY OF REDEMPTION.” (Eph. 4.26‑30).

Stop grieving Him! "Grieving," means to "pain Him at His heart." What are some of the things that pain Him? First, lying ‑‑ "put away lying." "Be ye angry"—and if you don't get angry at the Devil's work, you grieve the Holy Spirit. Isn't that what the Word says? When should Christians get mad? You can get mad at an automobile going down the streets on the Lord's day, selling the people on an airplane show. And, brother, there is something wrong with you if you don't get mad about it. Get mad! At what? If you don't get mad when you pass these liquor stores, you pain the Holy Spirit of God at His heart. Brother, there is such a thing as righteous indignation! Jesus got mad. He didn't have a smile on His face when He drove the money‑changers out of the temple. No, Jesus wasn't sweet when He said: "Ye serpents, ye generation of vipers, how can ye escape the damnation of hell?" (Matt. 23:33) 

If Christians don't stay sensitive to sin, then they grieve the Holy Spirit. God is against sin. Get angry, but don't sin. That means, don't nurse that thing too much, but be sure you go to your knees in prayer, so that it will not develop into sin.

"Don't give place to the devil." What does that mean? Let me illustrate. The French and the Germans are enemies at war. A Frenchman goes out and takes place in the battle, realizing that it is important from the standpoint of the safety of the nation. The enemy charges, and drives the Frenchman back, and thus the enemy gains the position. He gave place to the enemy! This is one of our chiefest sins. We let the Devil drive us back from doing that what God wants us to do! Are you witnessing for the Lord, defending His Word,  His work, His testimony and His salvation. Does the Devil want you to? No! No, he wants you to keep silent. Does God want you to witness? Yes! If you fail to do what God wants you to, you are giving place to the Devil. Kind of searching, isn't it? If you are giving place to the Devil, you are grieving the Holy Spirit of God.

"Quit your stealing." If you don't, you grieve the Holy Spirit.

"Let no corrupt communication (no rotten speech) proceed out of your mouth." "Rotten speech"-‑​speech having a little odor to it, you know! Some Christians never curse, but nevertheless, use speech which is not becoming to a child of God. A little shady! I heard recently of a group of Christians in a meeting, when all of the women left the room, one man said, "I have been waiting for the women to leave the room, for I have something to tell you."

Another man spoke up and said, "The blessed Holy Spirit is here, and He is cleaner and purer than any woman, however, pure she may be, and if it won't do in the presence of the women, it won't do in His." Watch your speech!

Let all bitterness, and wrath, and anger, and clamor, and evil speaking, be put away from you, with all malice:

"And be ye kind one to another, tenderhearted, forgiving one another, even as God for Christ's sake hath forgiven you." (Eph. 4:31,32)

"Kindness" ‑‑ where is kindness today, brother? Kindness! Praise the Lord for that!

THE RESULT OF QUENCHING THE SPIRIT:

What is the result of quenching the Holy Spirit? OUR HEARTS BECOME COLD toward spiritual things. PRAYER loses grip on our souls. The juice of the Word is forgotten, and we forget to treasure it up, and there is no joy in it. We for​get to "meditate in it day and night.” We lose our desire to win souls and to speak for Christ.

A.B. Simpson, sitting in his study one day, picked up a book titled, "Christian Victory." He sat down and read it. He read about victory, power and blessing, fruitfulness, and discovered that he did not have it, but he was determined to have it!

He said, "I tried to get all voices out of my mind and heart, and to get quiet and still. But many voices would speak to me. There was the voice of family, and the voice of duty, the voice of church, the voice of sermon passages, and a thousand different voices to give me victory.
