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These are days in which the world is seeking peace. People everywhere are reading what is written on the subject of Peace. But REAL PEACE is found only through the Word of God. We need to look there for the Truth. I pray that the Lord will show us the secret of peace as we look into His Word.

Now I am reading to you from First Corinthians, the fifteenth chapter. "But now hath Christ been raised from the dead, the Firstfruits of them that are asleep. For since by man came death, by man come also the resurrection of the dead. For as in Adam all die, so also in Christ shall all be made alive.”

All mankind is divided into one of these two classes: either you are in Adam or you are in Christ. If you are not a Christian, you are in Adam, and you will die, and that death is eternal death. But if you are in Christ you are not in Adam and you will be made alive in the Lord Jesus, and that life is eter​nal.

"But each in his own order. Christ the Firstfruits, then they that are Christ's at His coming. Then cometh the end, when He shall deliver up the kingdom to God, even the Father, when He shall have abolished all rule and all authority and power. For he must reign till He hath put all His enemies under His feet. The last enemy that shall be abolished is death. For He put all things in subjection under His feet. But when God saveth all things are put in subjection, it is evident that He is excepted Who did subject all things under Him. And when all things have been subjected under Him, then shall the Son also Himself be subjected to God that did subject all things under Him, that God may be all in all."

Here we have a tremendous state​ment. We read first that GOD HAS SUBJECTED ALL THINGS TO CHRIST. All things have been subject to Christ, arrayed unto Christ. Christ has the authority over all things. Christ is the Master over all things. He is Master over the animal world; He is Master over human beings. Everything in this world is subject to Him. God has designed it that way.

CHRIST IS GOING TO RULE. There are multitudes today who do not pro​fess Him. They are lost in sin and do not know Him as Saviour. We do not see all things subject to Him. But the day is coming when He shall reign and everything will be put under His feet. After everything has been made sub​ject to the Lord Jesus, put under His authority, then Christ will subject HIM​SELF unto God, Who shall be all in all. Now that is God's Plan.

In that word "subject" we find the secret of peace. There is no peace without subjection to the Lord Jesus Christ. We must be subject to Him if we want real peace.

First of all, a person must ACCEPT JESUS as Saviour. As long as a person is not subject to Christ, he is subject to the devil.

Here is the testimony of W. D. Dock​ings I want to give to anyone not living for the Lord. He says, "I am now 92 years of age. I served the devil for 46 years and for a similar period I have been the love‑slave of the Lord Jesus Christ. Often when serving the old master, the devil, I knew what it was to lack food and clothing. But since I have been saved, my Heavenly Father has loved me too much to neglect me. For the sake of the Gospel, I have been dismissed from my employment, but God's promises have always been fulfilled. My God shall supply all your need according to His riches in glory by Christ Jesus. For the future (al​though I am 92 years of age) I am not looking for death, but for the re​turn of the Lord Jesus Christ. I have the Blessed Hope of His appearing. To those who are unsaved, I say, ‘Change masters now!’ I speak from experience that time and strength spent in the service of Satan means loss and sadness and death. CHANGE MASTERS NOW." That is the testimony of a man who changed masters and found in Christ a blessed Master.

Friend, there will be no peace for you, and no peace for me, unless we trust Him as our MASTER. We must accept Him as our Saviour, and as our Lord. We must subject ourselves to Him.

The second thing that brings peace is SEPARATION FROM THE WORLD. We cannot live for Christ and for the world at the same time.

A certain titled British gentleman was converted. He loved the Lord but he was not well taught in the Scriptures. He thought he could continue in some of his worldly engagements and still maintain his testimony. Some weeks after he gave his heart to the Lord, he accepted an invitation to a very worldly party. Upon his arrival, a guest greeted him with these words: "I'm so glad to see you, and to know that it isn't true." "I beg your pardon, he replied, "but I don't understand you. The guest re​plied, "Well, rumors went around that you had been ‘converted’ a few weeks ago. I am so glad you are here, and to know, therefore, that the rumor was unfounded." The Christian man said, "But it IS true." He thought for a moment and said, “I see that you think this party is no place for a CHRISTIAN to be. You are right. You will never again see me at such an affair, nor will anyone else.” Bidding his host and hostess good‑bye, he departed from his last worldly engagement.

God's Word says in Second Corinthians 5:17, "Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creation. Old things are passed away. Behold, all things are become new." They ARE new!

Friend, you may be a Christian, but you will never have peace as long as you are engaged in WORLDLY affairs. There is only ONE happiness for a true Christian, and that is found in living the NEW life in Christ.

But there are Christians who HAVE separated themselves from the world, and THEY ARE UNHAPPY. To them, we bring this final word. It is the word SUBJECTION--‑to the will of God, SUBJECTION--‑to the providences of God. Living moment by moment, JUST FOR THE LORD. ACCEPTING what He sends for the moment. Not wor​rying about the future.

Here is the testimony of Madame Guyon, who was one of the finest Christian women the world has known.  "Few are the souls who give themselves up faithfully to God, to the order of His providence, as it is developed mo​ment by moment. They have too much a will of their own." As long as we WANT something and God does not give it to us, how can we be happy?  We must watch our will, our desires.  They must be subject to the perfect will of God, moment by moment. We are to accept readily and fully that DAILY BREAD, whatever it may be, as God's providence. It is here we find the oc​casion of so many falls. The other day I had a phone call from a lady whose home has been broken now for at least eight years. The final crack‑up is coming now. The home has been gradually deteriorating over the years, lack of companionship and happiness, gradual breakdown, and now divorce and separation. She kept crying, "But all my life I have wanted a HOME! I've wanted a CHRISTIAN home! I don't want my HOME broken up!" Well, I had to remind her that her home was al​ready broken up. Her home was broken when love went out the door. When there is no longer delight in one another, and fellowship, that moment the home begins to break. Oh, yes, you can ENDURE such a relationship--‑maybe for months--‑maybe for years‑but gradually it brings ill health and broken spirit and broken mind and finally a destroyed body. Now, it is difficult for this Christian lady to submit to the providence of God. Somehow, in GOD'S PROVIDENCE that thing has taken place. I don't understand it. She doesn't understand it. She is a child of God. 

There are a lot of things we cannot understand. People often ask me, "Why did this happen to me? Why am I sick? Why did my child die? Why my father or mother passed away prematurely? Why am I having this broken body when others are healthy? Why is my child an invalid while other children are out playing, with joy and happiness?" But friends, we will not be happy while we are asking WHY. We will be happy only as we surrender moment by moment to the will of God. We will be happy only when we take what God sends our way and say, "Father, so it seemeth good in Thy sight." Until we can say, "Thy will be done, in this particular thing." It wasn't easy for Jesus to go through the agony of Gethsemane. Jesus cried out in anguish of soul, "Father, if it be Thy will, let this cup pass from Me. Nevertheless‑‑" Don't get rid of the NEVERTHELESS, friends. Don't say, "Oh, God, take this cup from me! I can't drink it! It is too bitter. I don't WANT this cup!" Friends, we must not dash the cup to the ground. We must take it. We must say, "Nevertheless, NOT MY WILL, but THINE be done." It was God's will for Jesus to go to the Cross. So in the garden, God did not take away the cup, but He did send Him strength to bear it. If we can say, "Father," and if we can say, "Thy will be done," and subject ourselves to His loving will, then we will have peace.

What we want may not be what God wants. What we desire may not be what God desires. Our ambition may not be what God wants us to have. We see some Christian blessed by God, and we say, "Why doesn't God bless ME like that?" Friend, such can never bring peace. We should say, "Father, I thank Thee for what Thou dost give me. I thank Thee for Christ dying for me. Thank Thee for the sacred Scriptures. Thank Thee for saving my soul." When we see what God HAS DONE for us, it helps us to subject ourselves to His will.

Maybe you have a broken home. Maybe you have a broken body. Maybe you don't understand why. But if you are a real child of God, you can have peace in your heart, as you subject yourself to God, as Jesus subjected Himself to God.  “And when all things have been subjected unto Christ, then shall also the Son Himself be subjected to God.” Isn't that a wonderful picture? Trust GOD without question. Receive what He sends your way. Say, "Even so, Father, as it seemeth good in Thy sight."
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
