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THE UNPARDONABLE SIN

I am speaking to you now on "The Unpardonable Sin.”  Someone has well said, "Sow an act, reap a habit; sow a habit, reap a character; sow a character, reap a destiny.”  That is just another way of saying that attitudes tend to become fixed, and habits to become crystallized.  That is true in spiritual matters.  There are some people who do not believe that there is any such thing as an "unpardonable" sin.

I was preaching in Dallas, Texas, some years ago, and a dear man of God who had a broadcast on a 50,000-watt station permitted me to broadcast day after day for two weeks, and when I had finished, I had covered nearly all the main doctrines of the Christian faith.  This man told me, "Preacher, I can take every thing you have preached about.  I believe every word of it‑--except one thing.  You preach that God will give up men before they die.  I cannot believe that.”  Well, he was an elderly man, and I didn't argue with him for that reason.  Another reason was that my business is not to argue, but to preach the Bible, and the Bible is filled with this solemn truth, that there IS an UNPARDONABLE SIN.

Now I want to read you a number of Scriptures.  I shall give you at least a dozen or more in the body of this message.  If you this hour are WITHOUT CHRIST, you are in DEADLY DANGER, and I pray that you will listen to the Word of God and that you will heed and make sure of your salvation!

God Will Laugh

Now in Proverbs, chapter I, God says, "Because I have called, and ye have refused; I have stretched out my hand, and no man regarded; But ye have set at nought all my council, and would none of my reproof; I will also laugh at your calamity; I will mock when your fear cometh."

I tell you, brother, I don't know what that means, unless it means that when a man rejects Christ with all His overtures, after all His invitations, and then dies WITHOUT CHRIST, and then goes down into Hell a lost soul and begins to scream for mercy, he will get nothing but a laugh.  I don't want God laughing at me when I come down to the end of my way.  I want Him on my side! 

God Will Not Answer

God says, "when your fear cometh as a desolation and your destruction cometh as a whirlwind; when distress and anguish cometh upon you.  Then shall they call upon me, but I will not answer; they shall seek me early, but they shall not find me: For that they hated knowledge and did not choose the fear of the Lord.”  Notice, God says, "Because I have called and you have refused, then shall they call upon me, but I will not answer."

God Refuses Entrance

Then in Hebrews, the third chapter, verse 7: "Wherefore (as the Holy Ghost saith), Today if ye will hear his voice Harden not your hearts, as in the provocation, in the day of temptation in the wilderness: when your fathers tempted me, proved me, and saw my works forty years.  Wherefore I was grieved with that generation, and said, they do always err in their heart; and they have not know my ways.  So I swear in my wrath, they shall not‑--" (they shall NOT, THEY SHALL NOT) "enter into my rest.”  When God Almighty says you shall not enter into Heaven, you shall not enter in.  When He SWEARS you shall not, that makes it emphatic.  There comes a time when God gets mad about this thing and says, "All right, you don't want my salvation, you don't want Heaven, you don't want eternal life, you'll never have it.”  And God will withdraw His  Spirit and you will NEVER be saved.  That is a tragic thing.

Unbelief The Cause

Verse 17.  "But with whom was He grieved forty years?  Was it not with them that had sinned, whose carcasses fell in the wilderness?  And to whom sware He that they should not enter into His rest, but to them that believed not?  So we see that they could not enter in because of unbelief."

They just kept on in their unbelief, disbelieving God, until God said, "All right, you shall not have salvation."

Sins Against The Holy Ghost

Now Mark 3:28, 29, "Verily I say unto you, All sins shall be forgiven unto the sons of men, and blasphemies wherewith soever that they shall blaspheme: But he that shall blaspheme against the Holy Ghost hath never forgiveness," (still alive, but cannot be forgiven) "but is guilty of an ETERNAL SIN."

Those passages are just as conclusive as they can possibly be.  A man one time had the common idea that anytime he got ready, God would be waiting for him, with outstretched arms, ready for him to fall into them and be saved.  All of a sudden, as this man was sitting in his mother's living room one morning, smoking a cigarette, God spoke to him, and this terrible Scripture came to him: "My Spirit shall not always strive with man.”  He fell on his face in agony and began to cry to God, and sobbed to God to save his soul.  God reached down and saved him.  That man is a preacher now in Australia.  That man has many a time moved an audience, saying, "When I get to heaven and look on the books.  I am going to find out that that morning was my last opportunity to be saved.  If I had turned it down, I never would have been saved.  It was my last call.”  He knew in his soul it was his last call.  That is what threw him into such agony.  He was awakened to the fact that God is not always going to be waiting, pleading with sinners to COME.  God has some rights, friends.  God has some rights.  If you DO NOT WANT His salvation, one of these days He will turn away.

What Unpardonable Sin Is Not

You say, "Brother Hendley, what is the Unpardonable Sin?”  Well, let's see what it is NOT.

Not Cursing

It certainly isn't cursing and swear​ing, because if it were, Isaiah would never have been saved.  Isaiah saw the Lord one day, high and lifted up, in the tem​ple, and he cried out, "Woe is me, for I am a man of unclean lips!  I dwell in the midst of a people of unclean lips; for mine eyes have seen the King, the Lord of hosts.”  When a man looks God in the face, there is a sure cure for swear​ing and profanity and cursing and dirty jokes.  A man will always wipe his mouth clean when he sees God.  If you ever see God, you will get clean in lips and speech.  It is always that way.  Isaiah was converted.  So the Unpardonable sin is not profanity.

Not Adultery

Somebody says, "I know what it is.  Preacher, It is adultery.”  As I read this Bible, I think that perhaps next to idolatry, adultery is the greatest sin in the eyes of God.  It is an awful thing when a man and a woman defile their minds and their consciences and their souls and their bodies.  It is a terrible, terrible sin.  But even that can be forgiven.  In John 8 we read the record of a woman taken in the very act of sin, dragged by the Pharisees into the Presence of the Son of God.  They said, "Master, Moses said to stone her to death.  What do you think?”  Jesus just stooped down and wrote in the sand.  They kept testing him with, "What do you say?”  They thought they would trap Him.  Jesus said, "He that is without sin among you, let him cast the first stone.”  And, convicted by their own consciences, they began to slink away, and left that miserable woman looking Jesus in the face.  As he lifted Himself up, he looked her squarely in the face, and said, "Woman, where are thine accusers?  Does no man condemn thee?”  And she said, "No man, Lord.”  And Jesus said.  "Neither do I condemn thee.  Go, and sin no more.”  Many a poor, defiled soul and body found peace in those words of Jesus Christ.  So the Unpardonable Sin is not adultery.

Not Stealing
The Unpardonable Sin is not stealing.  I know a man who stole $3,000.  He tried to cover it up and finally when they discovered it, they could lay the blame on two men, and they couldn't discern which of the two men was guilty, so both the men were dismissed.  Of course, one man was under a shadow.  The guilty man came to me and said, "I stole that money.”  They couldn’t pin it on him, but oh, that burning condemnation in his mind and heart!  God is not going to let anybody get by with sin.  We must always pay the price.  He came to me and said, "Will God forgive me?" and I told him that God would if he would make it right the best he knew how.  I told him he would have to go back to that other man.  He would have to clear the other man's name.  He had to go back and make it right as he could!  God will forgive thievery.

Not Murder

You may say, "I know what the Unpardonable Sin is, Preacher.  It is murder.”  No, murder is terrible, and it must be an awful thing to have the blood of a human soul on your hands.  I know a man who said he couldn't be saved.  He came to my meeting one night and told me he had the blood of two men on his hands.  I said, "Christ died for you.  His, precious blood can cleanse you from that blood on your hands, if you will only put your trust in Him.”  Two nights later, that man came back with a shining face and said, "I am saved.”  And he began to work around our tent there.  Listen.  David was a murderer and he is in Heaven.  Saul of Tarsus was a murderer and he is in Heaven.  So the Unpardonable sin is not murder.  To be sure, when a man hangs on to his sin when God says to give it up, IT WILL LEAD INTO THE UNPARDONABLE SIN.  But any sin I have just mentioned is not, in itself, the Unpardonable Sin.

What Unpardonable Sin Is

You ask, "What is it, then?”  The Unpardonable Sin is the constant, willful, REFUSAL to accept Jesus Christ as, your Saviour, the REFUSAL to hear the call of God to accept Jesus Christ as your Saviour, and God's offer of His great salvation.  God the Father sits on the throne of this universe governing all things.  God the Son came down and died for our sins.  God the Holy Ghost is going out throughout the entire earth offering to men salvation.  And to the amazement of God and angels and men and demons, MEN TURN DOWN HIS WONDERFUL SALVATION A N D SAY NO TO THE INVITATION OF GOD.  My friend, there'll come a time when God will WITHDRAW THAT OFFER and then it will be TOO LATE.  He is not going to offer it always.

I read you that passage about blasphemy.  A man said to me the other day, "Preacher, what does `blasphemy' mean?”  If you will look into your Greek Lexicon to find that word, you will read that "Blasphemy" means "to speak lightly or profanely of divine things.”  Most people in Jesus' day were committing the Unpardonable Sin.  They turned their back on Him.  They refused Him, they despised Him, and they hardened their hearts, till they could actually speak against the Son of God.

You say, “Brother Hendley, I never speak against Jesus Christ or the Father, so I must not be in any danger.”  Listen, that is an advanced stage of the Unpardonable Sin.  You don't begin that way.  All you have to do to commit the Unpardonable Sin is refuse to hear God's Call.  God says over there in Proverbs that when He calls, some will not answer.  "I called and you refused.”  God says there will come a time when He will refuse to hear when a man calls HIM.  Oh, brother, that is fair!  If a man and woman go on day after day, and God is calling, and they TURN DOWN His call, why should they EXPECT God to keep on calling?

Someone says, "When God calls me, I will answer the call.”  How ridiculous that is‑--"WHEN God calls me!”  A man came to me and said, "If God ever calls me, I am going to answer the call.”  I said, "God has been calling you, man, for at least thirty years!”  You want the Scripture?  I just read it: "The Holy Ghost saith TODAY.”  EVERY DAY the Holy Ghost calls you to salvation, raps at your heart's door.  You have turned Him down if you are still unsaved.  You have said "No" to the call of God.  Brother, that is a tragic thing.  You remember that passage in Hebrews 12, "Take heed, brethren, lest there be in any of you and evil heart of unbelief in departing from the living God."

I don't want you to misunderstand me for a minute, friends.  I don't want any slight on God's character.  I don't want any slander on God's character.  The Unpardonable Sin is NOT GOD DELIBERATELY AND ARBITRARILY DEPARTING FROM YOU.  The Unpardonable Sin IS YOU DEPARTING FROM GOD TILL HE GIVES YOU UP AND THERE IS NO HOPE.  THEN GOD DEPARTS FROM YOU.  God never departs from a man until He has offered him salvation and begged him and "taken him by the shoulders and looked into his face and said, PLEASE be saved!  PLEASE don't go to Hell!  PLEASE come to Heaven and live with Me!"

But brother, what do men do?  They just go on as though God didn't live.  I tell you, anyone hearing this message and who is rejecting Jesus Christ, IS IN DANGER THIS VERY HOUR OF THE UNPARDONABLE SIN.  When God departs, it's Good‑bye Forever.  God swears, "You shall never enter into My rest" You'll NEVER GET IN.

Let's look at the other Scriptures.  You remember Pharaoh.  Five times he hardened his own heart.  Then God hardened Pharaoh’s heart.  Pharaoh did the first hardening, friend.

Then, in Hosea we read, "Ephraim is joined to his idols, let him alone.”  What does that mean?  Let him alone, Holy Spirit!  Let him alone, don't bother him anymore.  Let him go!  Brother, I tell you, it is a SAD DAY.  '

You remember King Saul.  He got into trouble and he tried to pray and God wouldn't answer him.  You remember the tragedy.  The Spirit of the Lord departed from Saul and he KNEW IT NOT.  The next day he died on Mount Gilboa.

Oh, when I come down to die, I want to talk to God and get an answer!  I tell you, if you grieve His Spirit away from your heart, you'll never get an answer!  That is a tragic thing.

God Gave Them Up

In Romans the first chapter, we read three times that because they did not like to retain God in their knowledge, God gave them up, God gave them up, GOD GAVE THEM UP!  God gave them up to a reprobate mind.  That means God gave them up to their own ways, and they could never be saved.

Impossible To Repent

In Hebrews, chapter six, we read that, “it is impossible for those that have once been enlightened and have tasted of the heavenly gift, partakers of the Holy Ghost---if they fall away--‑it is impossible to renew them again to repentance, seeing they crucify to themselves the Son of God afresh and put Him to an open shame.

There are people who are still alive, but it is impossible for them to repent.  There are people all over Atlanta, Georgia, who never will be saved.  There are people all over Atlanta, Georgia, who cannot honestly say, "God, be merciful to me a sinner!”  It is impossible.  They have destroyed their faith‑facility.  They will never be saved.

No More Sacrifice

In Hebrews the tenth chapter, we read that, “if we go on sinning willfully, there remaineth no more sacrifice for sins, but a certain fearful looking for of judgment and fiery indignation which shall devour God's adversaries.  Brother, when you don't have any Sacrifice, you are lost!  God is not taking anybody into Heaven without a Sacrifice!  And when you sin away the Sacrifice of the Cross, you'll never come in!

Believed Not

One of the most terrible passages in the Bible is in John, the twelfth chapter, where we read that, “though He did so many miracles among them, YET BELIEVED THEY NOT ON HIM.”  Some of you are just the same way.  You believe in Christ in your head, and it has never reached your heart, reached your life, never has changed you at all!

Impossible To Believe

Then this terrible passage: "THEY COULD NOT BELIEVE.”  It was impossible for them to believe.  There are people all around who NEVER WILL believe on the Lord Jesus Christ for salvation.  I tell you right now, that WITHOUT HIM, we never will see Heaven.  “He that hath the SON hath life, and he that hath not the Son hath NOT life, but the WRATH of God abideth on Him.”  I tell you, there is an UNPARDONABLE sin, and when the Spirit calls, you had better rush into the arms of the Saviour, BEFORE IT IS TOO LATE.

I heard Billy Sunday, the great evangelist, one night and there ran down the aisle (literally RAN down) a man who reached up and grabbed the evangelist's hand, and received Christ as his Saviour and confessed Him openly and publicly.  Mr. Sunday asked him to give his testimony, and the man turned around and said, "Twenty‑five years ago I was in a northern city where D. L. Moody was preaching.  I was an unsaved traveling man.  I went to the church and it was packed, but I managed to squeeze in the back door, and Moody preached that night and cut me all to pieces.  I knew I needed the Saviour!  God spoke to me.  I wanted to go forward and accept Jesus, but a friend of mine said, 'You'll have to make a train now, so you had better leave.  You can accept Christ any time, but you've got to make your train now.  Better go on about your business.  You can take Christ later.  So I left and I know that the Spirit of God left me.  For 25 years I haven't had a call from God!  I have been crying to Him and saying, 'God, if you'll give me another chance, I'll literally run down the aisle and receive Jesus as my Saviour!’  " And this man looked up into the great evangelist's face and said, "Mr. Sunday, tonight for the first time in 25 years God has spoken to my soul, and I couldn't help but RUN down and take the Lord!"

Brother, when GOD SPEAKS TO YOUR SOUL it is a solemn time!  There may come a time when He will not speak again!  When God gives you up, you're GONE!  When God gives you up, what will you do?  Your husband, your wife, your children, your doctor cannot help you.  Judgment is coming on!  Death is coming, and Hell!  When God gives you up and you have committed the UNPARDONABLE SIN, what are you gong to do?

Look at Genesis 6:3: "My Spirit shall not always strive with man.”  God means what He says.  This text means that God's Spirit DOES strive with men.  God's Spirit does come and warns men, pleads with men to be saved.  It means that men can resist the Spirit of God.  God doesn't drag people to Heaven.  He doesn't take people by the hair of the head and force them to come to heaven.  God is not bringing reluctant slaves to heaven!  We have to CHOOSE God!  We have got to WANT God!  We have got to LOVE God!  We have got to be willing to choose Him openly and publicly.  Men can RESIST the Spirit of God.

How You May Know

You say, "When can I know when God's Spirit is striving with me?"

First, when you realize your SIN, you know His Spirit is striving with you.  Terrible sinners go on from day to day and don't realize their sin, but when the Spirit of God throws the Searchlight into your heart and you see your SIN and the wicked deeds and thoughts and words, you know the Spirit of God is speaking to you.

He will make you realize your GUILT before God!  You will realize that you have done things God told you not to do, and you have refused to do things God has told you to do.  That is Guilt!

You will realize your UNBELIEF.  You will know that you don't actually believe the Word of God.  Listen, if you believed that you would be IN HELL the minute your heart stopped beating (which the Bible teaches,) you would crawl over beaches and mountains and swim oceans to COME TO JESUS CHRIST TO BE SAVED!  The unsaved man doesn't BELIEVE the Word of God.  One man said that he ought to go to Hell if he didn't believe every word in this Blessed Book.  That's right.  That's where people are going if they don't believe it.  We have got to believe it and ACT on it.

The Spirit will make you afraid to go to bed at night lest you die in your sins.  He will make you afraid.  I was preaching one time in a little school building and among those who came was a man in a most wretched condition.  A friend asked me to come and kneel beside him and I did.  The man looked into my face and said, "Preacher, I can't be saved.”  I said, "Why?”  He said, "I have committed the Unpardonable Sin.”  I said, "When and where?”  He said, "When you were preaching in Rome, Georgia, in 1938 under the old Gospel tent.  I went up one night and the Spirit of God spoke to me and said I ought to come and accept Jesus.  But I didn't do it and since then I cannot be saved.  It is impossible.  I worked with him, I laughed at him, I reasoned with him, I read him the Scriptures and did everything I knew to do (and over the years I have had the privilege of leading many a soul to Jesus) but in this case, nothing I could do or say got through the man's mind at all.  He was pitiful.  Finally he said, "It won't do any good, preacher.  I am lost.  I have committed the Unpardonable Sin.  I can't be saved.”  He looked at me and tears were rolling down his face.  He said, "Preacher I am afraid to go to sleep at night lest I awaken in Hell‑--die in my bed and wake up in HELL!"

Brother, this is a solemn thing.  When the Spirit of God comes he makes you realize that DEATH IS SOLEMN BUSINESS.  TO DIE WITHOUT CHRIST IS THE MOST HORRIBLE TRAGEDY THIS WORLD KNOWS ANYTHING ABOUT!  The Spirit of God will make you feel that you are receiving YOUR LAST CHANCE--‑that for you it is now or never, before the gates clang together; that it is your last chance and you must RUSH to get in.

The Spirit will make you realize your BLINDNESS.  You say, "Preacher, I cannot understand the Bible.”  That's right.  Nobody can until they are born of the Spirit of God.  God wrote the Book and you can't understand it till you are spiritually enlightened to understand it!

You say, "Preacher, I am so far from God.”  One preacher knelt beside a woman trying to lead her to the Lord and said, "Lady, give your heart to God.”  But she wailed out, "But my heart won't go, my heart won't go!”  Let me tell you something: it is a tragic hour when you cannot give your heart to God!  Alienated from God!  Cannot get through to God!

The Spirit of God will make you realize that you are ASHAMED OF CHRIST, Listen, Jesus wasn't ashamed to come down to this old world of muck and spittle and shame and die on an old Cross and give His own Blood to save your soul!  Unwilling to take your stand openly for this Saviour!  One thing Jesus demands, and that is loyalty and love for Him that will enable you to stand up before the whole world, and confess Him as your Saviour and Lord!  Without love for Jesus, there is no salvation.

You say, "I am a secret believer; I believe in my heart.”  Brother, sister, if you are not willing to take your stand openly and publicly, He is not willing to save you!  You don't have the real thing.

He will make you realize your WORLDLINESS‑--which you are more interested in THIS world, than in the world to come, more interested in TIME than in Eternity.  Isn't that FOLLY!  Here we are, poor, dying creatures, living down here as though we will live here forever!  But we are all going out yonder into Eternity.  It is more important to prepare for the NEXT world than for this world, friend.  The Spirit of God will make you realize this.
Another thing that He will make you realize is that if you are MERELY A CHURCH MEMBER, your religion will do you no good at all.  You pick up your Bible and read that being justified you say, "I must not be a Christian, for I haven't any peace with God.”  There is the Spirit of God speaking to your heart.

Brother, when the Spirit comes in, He will let us know we are saved, and IF YOU ARE IN DOUBT, you are IN DANGER.

Why The Spirit Ceases

You say, "Brother Hendley, why does the Spirit cease to strive?”  I'll tell you why.  You have said unto God, "Depart from us, for we desire not the knowledge of your ways.”  You say, "I never told God that in my life!”  That's right, not with your lips, but you have said it everyday of your life that you REFUSED JESUS.  With God actions speak louder than words.  If you don't positively ACCEPT Him, then you are REJECTING Him, no matter what words you say with your lips.  Your life says, "I don't want Him.  God, leave me alone and I'll go my way and You go Yours.”  Someday God will say, "All right, we'll fix it that way.  It's the way of your choice, but your way leads to Hell."

Results of This Sin

You ask, "What happens to a soul when he has committed the Unpardonable Sin?  First, there will be DARKNESS OF MIND.  "Their foolish mind was darkened.”  Dark, in their mind, toward God and Christ and salvation and the Bible and the things of God.

Then there will be COLDNESS OF SOUL.  God says, "Quench not the Spirit.”  That word for "quench" indicates that the Spirit of God is a fire in the soul.  A Spirit‑filled person is burning for God!  The very opposite takes place when a man grieves the Spirit away from his heart: he grows frigid and cold, like the arctic circle toward the things of God, God's people, God's house, God's Word, God's Day, God's Heaven, God's Salvation.  He becomes cold and LOST.  Tragic thing!

"What else happens?”  The PRAYERS OF LOVED ONES WILL NOT AVAIL for him.  It is a wonderful thing to have someone who is a Christian to pray for you, but don't lean too heavily on it, brother!  Don't depend on THEIR prayers to save you!  They can never do it!  A friend of ours, a godly woman, prayed about 20 years for a drunken husband.  She would pray all night some nights, a half‑day, and so on.  How she prayed and cried to God for his soul; One day I met this dear woman on the street and she said, "Something funny has happened to me.  I have lost my burden for my husband.  I can't pray the way I used to pray for my husband.”  Funny?  There's nothing funny about it: that man committed the Unpardonable Sin and God was not troubling her about it.  Why should she be worried when he is over the deadline already?  Her prayers will never avail.  I'll tell you right now you can say all you please, but when God gives up a soul, all the prayers of loved ones and friends and preachers in the world can't pray that soul to salvation!  When God gives up, it's Goodbye Forever!  No means under the sun can avail to save the soul that has committed the Unpardonable Sin.  If the angels of heaven came down, with all their heavenly language, they could not avail for the lost souls!  If D. L. Moody (who, I believe, was the greatest evangelist we have ever had) were to preach with all his sweet tenderness and Spirit‑filled words, that soul still could not be saved, having committed the Unpardonable Sin.  That soul has been LEFT by God, to fill up the measure of its iniquity, and wrath will come upon it to the uttermost!  There is no means to save the man or woman that God has given up.  God says He called you to repentance, and you would not answer, now you will call upon Him and He will not answer, but laugh at your calamity and mock when your fear cometh.  You have committed the Unpardonable Sin and it cannot be forgiven now, or on your deathbed, or out yonder ten million years from now.  NO SALVATION!

Dr. George W. Truitt, now in Heaven, one of the greatest preachers the world ever had, ​one night was preaching on the Unpardonable Sin and a man stood right up in front of Him and interrupted the great preacher and said, "Dr. Truitt, you are talking about me.”  He said, "Man, I never saw you before in my life.”  He said, "Nevertheless, you are describing my condition.  A year or so ago I was in a revival meeting the Spirit of God urged me to go and accept Jesus and I knew it was my last call.  I didn't do it.  I just sat down and refused and sinned against the Spirit of God.  Sir, that day my soul died.  That day my day of grace ended.  That day I committed the Unpardonable Sin!”  And he sat down abruptly.  You can imagine the consternation of the audience.  Dr. Truitt gathered his thoughts together and went on with his message.  When he got through, he went to the back and took the man to one side (he was a lover of souls) and he prayed with him and read the Scriptures and tried his best to lead that man to Christ--‑BUT TO NO AVAIL!  And all that man would cry was, "It's no use, Dr. Truitt.  That day my day of grace was over, that day my soul died, that day I committed the Unpardonable Sin.”  And he left in that awful condition.

One time Moody had preached three weeks and a man had been sitting over to his right and that man would cry and weep.  Mr. Moody would go back and kneel and plead with him to come (he loved souls so much) and he would plead with the man to come to the Saviour.  This man wouldn't come.  For three solid weeks, Moody went to him personally.  The man would cry, but he wouldn't yield.  CRYING is not salvation, friends, we must YIELD to the Saviour.  We must do what GOD SAYS to DO.  After the meeting closed, that man walked out, unsaved.  Others were saved and started on their way to Heaven, but that man was still unsaved.  Several days after the meeting, Mr. Moody met the wife on the street and she started crying and he said, "What's the matter, lady?”  She said, "My husband is dying and I can't stand to see him dying in such a frame of mind.  Won't you come?”  Moody went to see the man, and the man only said, "I didn't call for you.”  Moody said, "But your wife asked me to come and pray with you," The man said, "Pray for HER; she'll soon be without a husband, and these children will soon be fatherless.  No use to pray for ME!  My damnation is SEALED!  I'll be in Hell in a little while!”  Moody pulled out his Bible and read Scriptures and got down on his knees to pray, but Moody said he was conscious that his prayers weren't getting out of that room.  He said, "As I arose to shake hands with that dying man, I felt like I was shaking hands with a man who would soon be in the flames of Hell.  Several days later Moody met the wife on the street again, and she began to weep.  Moody said, "How is it with your husband?”  She said, "He is dead, Mr. Moody.  While the sun was setting, that day you visited him, he died and I bent over him at the last and heard him whisper, ‘The harvest is passed, the summer is ended, and I AM NOT SAVED!’ and he went out to meet God, an UNSAVED SOUL!" 

Brother, listen to me!  It is happen​ing every day!  Let me tell you an experience of mine at Grant Park.  In that meeting, sitting back in the back, there was a man greatly moved.  On one side sat his wife; on the other side sat his mother.  When I made the appeal, their hands went up for prayer.  The mother and the wife accepted Jesus as their Saviour and they turned to me and said, "Beg our loved one to come to Jesus to​ night!  Beg him to come!”  I went to him and I begged, and pleaded, and I begged and I pleaded.  We sang verse after verse.  That man stood there, grasped the back of the seat till his knuckles were white.  You could almost see the Spirit of God lift him out of his seat and hurl him forward.  His mother went to him in tears, but he resisted the call of the Spirit.  His wife begged him to come, but he refused.  Workers and friends went to him in tears and begged him to come to Christ, and he wouldn't come.  Finally he walked out into the night unsaved.  The next morning at nine o'clock came an agonizing voice over the telephone, the voice of that man's wife, saying, "My husband was electrocuted on the job just a few moments ago!”  I said to myself, "Last night, God called him to salvation and eternal life, and he turned down the CALL of the SPIRIT OF GOD, and now he is in Eternity, forever, an UNSAVED SOUL!”  LOST FOREVER!  LOST FOREVER!

Receive Jesus Now

You don't want to be an unsaved soul for all Eternity.  You don't want to wait too late, and get beyond the point where prayer will not avail and the Spirit of God is forever gone from your heart.  IT'S UP TO YOU; if you are not a Christian, get out of danger!  I have told you earnestly; warning your soul of your desperate condition.  Nothing matters but to be right with God!  Don't delay and commit the Unpardonable Sin!  Take Jesus Christ as your Saviour right NOW.
