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· Dodsworth’s Brass Band School (musical collection) include: “Yankee Doodle,” “Hail to the Chief,” “Auld Lang Syne,” “Home Sweet Home”

· Variety of music played by Brass Bands = classical composers, instrumental marches, quicksteps, waltzes, polkas

· BB concerts = some of above genres + vocal/instrument solos (“timbral contrast”)

· Most popular BB music = quickstep (duple meter, men dance rapidly in either military or ceremonial procession)

· Printed band music = RARE; bandleaders compose original & familiar songs for own ensemble; get more by borrowing/exchanging w/ other bands

· Experienced musicians read from bandleader’s handwritten music; amateurs learned by ear (more simple melodies)

· TRACK 3: “Washington Greys March” - Dodworth Saxhorn Band (modern imitation of Dodworth Band); uses saxhorns, pop. by Dodworth Band
· Composer = Claudio Grafulla, leader 7th NY Reg. Band; written for 8th NY reg. (today’s 42nd Infantry Div. Of Army Nat. Guard) to honor GW’s return to NYC after British Evacuation 1783- wore gray uniforms, US standard pre- civil War
· Marches = strong, repetitive rhythm; accomp. military mvmnt & show band’s association w/ military; duple meter w/ diff. sections/strains
· March stanza = 8 bars long w/ regular phrases showing diff. melodic ideas; also w/ contrasting section “trio” = lyrical mldy in subdominant key or related major key if march begins in minor key; “trio” also = softer dynamics & less instrmnts
· “WGM” = no introduction (unlike traditional march); composed for VERY SKILLED virtuoso players in Grafulla’s band

· Feb 1843- NYC’s Bowery Theater = first minstrel show; Virginia Minstrels = 4 white men: William Whitlock, Daniel Emmett, Frank Brower, Richard Pelham

· Performers = blacken faces w/ paste from burnt cork; made fun of southern slave songs/dances

· BUT B4 ’43 blackface by white performers = big in U.S. culture (“Negro songs” = plays, comic operas; traveling circus clowns blackened faces- 3 VA Minstrels were clowns B4 forming VA Minstrels)

· Diff. Between VA Minstrels & prev. performers = VA Min. were main attraction, NOT “part” of show

· New York Herald called it “Ethiopian business” (“Ethiopian” common term in 19th cen. For all blacks)
· <1 year- other groups imitate Virginia Minstrels; dominate popular entertainment for next 50 years
· Antebellum whites enthralled by minstrels to activities of South. Slaves
