Topic: Rebuilding War-Ravaged Nations

The Social Humanitarian and Cultural Committee, 

Conscious of the fact that certain situations need special consideration such as the problems with Afghanistan, 

Welcoming any Non-Governmental Organizations (NGO’s) or donor nations to contribute to the relief for war torn countries, 

Bearing in mind the problems that face all war torn nations,

Noting that a for a country to receive aid, they must have been affected by a hot war:

1. Resolves to create regional organzations to assist in the rebuilding of war-

ravaged nations; the regional organization to be created by a special committee; 

a. The regions would be created based on pre-existing geographical, political, and cultural boundaries, 

b. The regional organizations would be funded by the United Nations finance committee and any nation-state or NGO’s to contribute to the relief effort for war-torn countries, 

c. The organizations would be governed by elected representatives from each country within the region

2. Participation in this organization would be strictly optional; 

3. Calls upon the organization to rebuild roads, irrigation ditches, and other infrastructures; 

a. The rebuilding of this infrastructure would create jobs for the populace of the war torn nation and therefore give the economy a needed boost, 

b. The newly built infrastructure could be built using modern techniques and methods to make them cheaper and better constructed, 

4. Understanding that after the infrastructure is built, the organization could focus on rebuilding schools, establishing civilian law enforcement agencies, and permanent medical facilities.
