When:

Sunday Evenings, 6:00 – 10:00 pm.  There will also be byes.  



New seasons begin every three months or so.

Level:
One open division.  New teams may be required to scrimmage for evaluation.  

Who:
Open to any church sponsored team.  Captain/manager must be a Christian representing his church, and remainder of the team is open.  There is no age or gender requirement.  All participants must sign waivers and have medical insurance.  An initial roster must be submitted with a signature from a responsible church leader, but you may request to add players any time.  Please do not invite players/fans who might potentially fight.  Management reserves the right to ban teams or players at any time.  

Costs:
$300.00 (nonrefundable) for a 9-10 game regular season plus 2-3 game post season.  May be required $20.00 refundable forfeit bond.  This covers all fees, so there are no weekly ref fees.   To keep the fees down, each team is requested to help keep score for five games, but a team may pay us to do that duty for an additional $60.00.  Any new teams must pay fees in advance.  Checks should be written out to Peter Gin, not the church.

Refs:
We use CIF certified referees, two per game.  Very rarely, they might not come for whatever reason, so management will ref the games, with no refunds.  All ref decisions are final.  Arguing with refs is not allowed.

Games:
Two twenty minute halves.  Stop clock last two minutes of second half if margin of 9 or less.  Shot clock last 5 minutes of second half always.  Each team will open in prayer every other game or so.  Please shake hands with opposing team in a Christian manner after every game. Further regulations may be found on our rule form.  

Jerseys:
Every team must have numbered uniforms of the same color.  

Cleanup:
The last two teams of the night must spend 5-7 minutes cleaning up the gym which consists of putting away the chairs and mopping the floor.  We will take turns during the course of the season.  Fans and players may eat and drink during the games, just don’t leave a mess.  No smoking!!  Our fees are low because the church lets us play rent free (a $250.00 value) so we need to be good.

Purpose:
Exercise, enjoy the game, make new friends, friendship evangelism.

Playoffs:
Top eight teams enter a post season tournament.  Remaining teams play for fun.

Awards:
Playoff champions receive team T shirts.
