No one wants a forfeit, that’s why we have open roster during regular season.   We can sometimes arrange byes if given one week notice (one per season).  The league is sympathetic toward team managers who find themselves suddenly short players for a game, when those players had previously promised to show up.  However, a forfeit policy is necessary to help insure that the league continues to be a satisfying experience for all participants.  
Grace Period
If you have at least five players, games must start on time.  However, if you only have four or less, there is a five minute grace period.  If the other team gives the ok, we can allow you to pick up a player that is chosen by the other team, who can play until your normal players show up.  

Forfeit Policy   
Teams will forfeit games if they do not have five of their normal players by the beginning of the second half.  You can not pick up players from other teams to escape the forfeit.  However, the forfeited game may be played for fun by picking up any players.  Please do not let the refs know because they will either refuse to ref or do a poor job.  
Forfeit Fees

If you give me at least 24 hours email notice and I give the ok, the forfeit fee is $20.00.

Less than 24 hours or at the game, the forfeit fee is $50.00.

These fees must be paid before the team will be allowed to play another game.  

If the team you are playing forfeits, the league will do its best to find a substitute team for you to play.  All stats will be counted, and you will receive a W in the win/lost column.  If we cannot find a substitute team, then you will be refunded the fee of $20.00 for the game.
