CONSTITUTION OF KOA
Adopted at 1st General Body Meeting

on 30-08-1981 at Chalissery Hall, Trichur and amended 
upto 14th January 2001

NAME:

The name of the Association shall be Kerala Orthopaedic Association. Hereafter it is referred to as the “Association”

OFFICE:

The Registered Office and headquarters of the Association shall be in any place as may be decided by the executive committee, the present address being.

AIMS AND OBJECTIVES:

The association shall be non-party, non-political, non-sectarian and non-profit making body and shall have the following aims and objectives.

(1)  To encourage and advance the study and practice of the science and art of Orthopaedic Surgery.

(2) To promote professional fellowship, co-operation and exchange of views among Orthopaedic Surgeons of       Kerala and neighboring states.

(3) To encourage scientific research and experimental work on Orthopedic problems.

(4)  To hold scientific discussions and arrange presentation of Orthopaedic papers and maintain a reference library.

(5) To provide for delivery and holding of lectures, meetings and classes for advancing the cause of  Orthopaedics 

(6) To publish a bulletin of the activities of the association.

(7) To hold movable and immovable properties that may be necessary or advantageous for the aforesaid objects, to purchase and sell rent, lease and to mortgage the same for the purpose of the association.

(8) To construct, alter or maintain any building and or property necessary to finance the Association.

(9) To receive donation for the development of the Association and subscription from members. Donations for instituting awards and orations and prizes of the Association will only be accepted after prior permission of the Executive committee of the Association.

(10) To Co-operate with other Medical Professional organizations of the State.

(11) To make bye-laws, rules and regulations of the Association and to delete change or add to the same as and when necessary after prior approval of the  Executive Committee of the Association.

(12) To do all such other things as may be incidental to (or) conducive to the attainment of all (or) any of the above objects.

RULES AND REGULATIONS:

1.
JURISDICTION:


Kerala Orthopaedic Association  consists of orthopaedic surgeons belonging to (or) practicing in Kerala. The financial year of the   Association shall be from 1st February to 31st  January of  the ensuing year. 

2. 
MEMBERSHIP


The membership of the Association shall be open to Orthopaedic Surgeons and post graduate students in Orthopaedic surgery.  Associate life membership can be given to doctors having basic qualifications allied specialities, but they will have no voting rights.

Membership shall cease if a member has not paid his/her subscription to the Association for two years after his/her subscription has become due and payable.


 4. 
Any member who defaults dues and who subsequently desires to renew his/her membership shall apply to the Executive Committee accompanied by full payment of all arrears. Readmission of such a member shall be decided by the Executive Committee on the merits of each case.

5. 
SUBSCRIPTION


The subscription for life membership shall be Rs.1000/- payable as a single installment. The annual subscription shall be RS. 150/- and shall be paid before 31st January every year. 

6. 
EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE


The affairs of the Association shall be managed by the Executive Committee.


The Executive Committee shall have full power of control and management of the affairs of the property of the Association to engage officials, servants and otherpersons as may be found necessary for the proper conduct and management of the affairs of the Association in carrying out its objects.

       The Executive Committee shall have the power to purchase, construct or acquire on lease or exchange or on hire or by gift or otherwise any real or personal property and any rights or privileges necessary or convenience for the purpose of the Association and to improve, develop, manage, sell, lease, mortgage, dispose off or otherwise deal with all(or)any part of the property of the  Association. The office bearers shall be elected at the time of the annual general body meeting.

7. 
The term of office of each bearer shall be one year. The term of office of convenor - long term planning committee shall be 3 years.

8.
 Each member can offer himself for re-election, but no member shall hold office for more than three consecutive years in the same post. An Executive Committee member who does not attend at least 50% of the Executive committee meetings of the current year will not be eligible to be elected to any other official post of  Kerala Orthopaedic Association for the next 2 years

9. 
The immediate past president, past secretary & past treasurer will be ex-officio members of the executive with full voting powers.

10. QUORUM

Quorum for the executive meeting shall be four members. Quorum for the General Body  meeting shall be 20 members or 20%  of the total members on rolls which ever is less.

11.
a. The Executive Committee shall meet at least twice a year and the General Body shall meet at least once a year.


b. Minimum of 10 days notice shall be given for a meeting of the Executive Committee.


c. A minimum of 20 days notice shall be given for a General Body meeting and the agenda must be circulated along with the notice of the General Body.

12. 
SPECIAL MEETING

A special meeting of the executive shall be convened by the Secretary (or) President on written request by at least three members of the Executive Committee.

13. Matters needing urgent decision by the executive body can be decided upon by circulation of correspondence amongst the members.

14. VACANCY

Post of the office bearers falling vacant during the year shall be filled in by the President in consultation with the Executive Committee. The members so nominated shall hold office for the unexpired term of office.

15
 DUTIES AND POWERS OF OFFICE BEARERS 


(a) PRESIDENT 

Shall co-ordinate supervise and direct the activities of the Association. He shall preside over the meeting of the Association. In the absence of the President, President Elect or vice-president or, if unavoidable, any other member of the Executive Committee shall be elected adhoc to preside over the meeting.


(b) PRESIDENT ELECT

He shall officiate for the President in his absence. He will be the returning officer for the annual election of the office bearers.


(c) VICE- PRESIDENT

If the president ceases to hold the office during the term, the Vice-President will become the President for the remaining term


(d) SECRETARY
  


Shall executive the decisions of the Executive and the General Body. He shall keep the members informed through the press, letter, circulars etc. about the decisions, proposals and information regarding the various activities of the Association. He shall organize various academic activities of the Association. He shall organize various academic activities of the Association. He can depute any member of the executive or General Body as convener for a teaching or academic course. He shall be responsible for safe keep of properties and records of the Association. The Secretary is accountable to the executive and General Body.


Secretary will present the annual report to the Executive Committee and General Body.


(e) JOINT   SECRETARIES  


Shall assist the Secretary in all activities and in the absence of the Secretary one of them shall take over all functions and duties of the Secretary as directed by the president.


(f) Editor  shall be responsible for publishing the bulletin of  the Association as well as newsletters.


(g) To meet the expenditure  connected  with  holding of a conference, teaching course,  symposia and other activities, the Secretary, organisers, conveners etc. are empowered to collect money towards      delegate fees or registration, or donation or advertisements. The allocation of  the above funds shall be decided by the Executive. Such amounts collected shall be in the name of the Association and property accounted for.


(h) TREASUER 

He shall keep accounts of the Association and will be responsible for safe keep of money and its records. The treasurer is accountable to the Executive and the General Body. He shall present the accounts to the Executive Committee and the General body.


(i) IMPREST CASH

The treasurer shall keep with him an amount not exceeding Rs.1000  for contingent expenditure. The rest of the funds shall be deposited in a bank in the name of the Association. He shall be empowered to draw further amounts as and when required from  the bank.


(j) CONVENOR- LONG TERM PLANNING COMMITTEE:-


He shall be in-charge of all the academic and scientific activities of the association. With the ratification of the executive committee he can co-opt a committee to assist in the activities of the long term planning committee.


(k) CHAIRMAN- TRAVELLING FELLOWSHIP COMMITEE



He shall be responsible for the selection of candidates from the registered members of the association for fellowships that will be disbursed by the association. The existing fellowships and those that may be added on in future will be included in his responsibilities.

16. All accounts relating to conferences, symposia, teaching seminars etc. connected with the Association and organized by various sections and persons for the association shall be submitted by the respective organisers to the executive. Accounts shall be submitted with in three months and the balance money if any to be transferred to the association account as early as possible in any case not later than six months.

17. Amendments or addition to the rules framed to this constitution shall be voted in the General Body Meeting and carried by 2/3 majorities. No amendments of the provisions here of shall be made with out the prior approval of the commissioner of the income Tax, Cochin.

18. The income and property of the association howsoever derived shall be applied solely towards promotion of the objects of the association as set forth in this memorandum and no portion there of shall be paid or transferred directly or by way of dividend bonus or otherwise howsoever by way of profit, to any of the members of the society provided that nothing herein contained shall prevent the payment in good faith as remuneration to an officer or servant of the association who may also be member thereof in return for any work done or services actually rendered to the association, nor prevent the payment of interest at a rate of not exceeding 12% per annum on money borrowed from any member of the association  .

19. Separate sub-committees like benevolent fund committee, fellowship committee etc. may be appointed by the General Body and rules and regulations for such committees shall be framed by the General Body.

20. DISSOLUTION OF THE ASSOCIATION

If in the event of winding or dissolution of the trust at any time, there remain any excess of assets, after satisfaction of all its depts and liabilities, such excess of assets shall be transferred to any institution or Trust having objects of a charitable nature and as similar to the objects herein as possible or vest with the Government.

APPOINTMENTS OF THE AUDITORS

Auditors shall be appointed at the annual general body meeting of the association.
