GOLD INTERVIEW PREPARATION

As you prepare for your Gold Award Interview you need to be aware of the following areas in order to answer questions form the committee concerning your Gold Award Project. Please note that this is only a helpful guideline and there may be additional questions not covered here – so be fully prepared with knowledge of your project ideas BEFORE you go to your Interview.

As always be well dressed, clean and presentable when you go. Be on-time and be prepared to use your best communication skills to get your points across clearly and concisely.

1. Explain your Gold Project in your OWN words.

2. Explain how your Interest Projects relate to your Gold Project.

3. How will this project challenge you?

4. What is the Leadership component of your Gold Project?

5. How will you measure the success of your Gold Project?

6. Where will you get your funding?

7. How will your project benefit the community?

8. Do you have a “Fallback” plan in case of unforeseen complications within the structure of the Gold Project?

Please note that No-one is allowed to accompany you to the Interview itself, although a parent, friend or leader may take you to the location, but they are not allowed in the Interview.

You will be assigned a Gold Committee Liason in order to make sure you are completing tasks in a timely manner and for any help with problems that arise.

The Committee is looking to help you SUCCEED – so be sure to use their help when you need to change or update areas of your Gold Project!!!!
