Parade participants with vehicles, floats, trailers and flatbeds
should arrive early to ensure convenient access to their assigned
positions.

If your lineup position is on Concord, Harmony or Peace Roads, we
recommend you travel to your position by tuming into Dogwood Trail from
Randolph Avenue. Follow Dogwood to Ridge Road, make a right turn on
Ridge which will lead you to Concord, Harmony and Peace Roads. Make a
right turn onto your road location and take your assigned position. Using
this approach will avoid the need to turn around on these narrow streets.
