Goofs for 
"MacGyver" (1985)
· Factual errors: The title of Episode 2.11 - "Phoenix Under Siege" - was misspelled in the opening credits as "Phoenix Under Seige".

· Factual errors: In episode 2.15, "Pirates", Commander Nelson (Gagnon, Stephen M.) states that the bad guys' ketch can only reach "nine knots per hour". A navy commander would know that a knot is a measure of speed, one nautical mile (1.15 land miles) per hour and would quote the speed as "nine knots" and never refer to "knots per hour".

· Revealing mistakes: In "Nightmares" (episode #1.10) one of the bad guys picks up a banded packet of $100 bills and starts counting it; it's obvious that the bills are props because they're only printed on the obverse side.

· Crew or equipment visible: In the episode #1.05, "The Heist", in the scene where Macgyver pushes a car with parachutes out the airplane you see the cameraman jump out after the car.

· Continuity: Episode 1.05 "The Heist" - The plane is shown taking off with its rear cargo ramp closed. Neither MacGyver nor his companion open the ramp before they push the car out during the ending sequence.
