Report Cards

Report cards will go home on Thursday.  Please sign your child’s report card and return it to school.

I also want to make you aware that our expectations in reading, writing, and math are much higher this 9 weeks than they were last 9 weeks.  For example, the children were only required to estimate to 50 for Data Analysis and Probability last semester.  Now they have to be able to estimate up to 75 and understand how to make a line plot. In reading, the children are required to read an 11-12 level book, which is a huge jump from last time’s 7-8 books.  In writing, the children are required to write several sentences related to topic and use “sparkle” words on their own.  These are just a few examples of how their requirements are higher this semester.  We only have 9 more weeks to prepare for 2nd grade.

Writing

The children are encouraged to write several sentences about a topic, use “sparkle” words (adjectives), put a capital letter at the beginning of a sentence and try to sound out words in order to spell them.  Students are stressed not to forget their punctuation at the end of a sentence.  However, most of the students don’t understand what the end of a sentence is so this week we are working on putting punctuation at the right place.

Reading
