CFHS advocates that pet stores restrict their sale of live animals to domestically raised birds, fish and small mammals. In order to discourage impulse buying and to eliminate outlets for animals bred in puppy mills, CFHS disapproves of the sale of dogs and cats.
CFHS urges adoption of pets from humane societies and pounds by responsible individuals which helps to reduce the number euthanized.
It seems like an obvious choice – you should buy a puppy at a pet store.  A puppy is a pet, right?  You buy your groceries at the grocery store, and you get your gas at the gas station, so you should go get you pet at the pet store.  Well that is very wrong and here’s why.  90% of all puppies at pet stores come from puppy mills. What’s a puppy mill?  That doesn’t sound very cute and cuddly does it?  That sounds sort of scary, maybe you’ve even heard something about them on the news.  Well 90% of all the puppies you’ve seen in pet stores come from puppy mills – so the dog that you are going to love and care for and bond with and love more than just about anything else in this whole world was born onto this earth in the most horrific conditions that you could imagine – and his Mom and Dad are currently living in that world and still suffering and maybe have a new litter just waiting to come to that same pet store to start the cycle all over again.
