	Implementation of a health & Safety Committee (or as part of the role of the Committee) to consider health and safety issues within the Club.



	
	2.2
	To appoint Health And Safety Committee to take responsibility on a day to day basis to develop, for the committee’s consideration, ratification and implementation, procedures to ensure where reasonably practicable the health and safety of Club Members and visitors during Club activities.


	
	2.3
	To ensure that, where reasonably practicable any action required to ensure the health and safety of Members is taken in a timely and appropriate manner.



	3.0
	Health & Safety Committee


	 
	3.1
	The Health & Safety Committee which will be made of up to 6 fully paid-up adult members  , has responsibility for development of appropriate health and safety procedures subject to the approval of the Committee.



	
	3.2
	To highlight to the Committee any health and safety issues related to Club activities or activities under consideration.



	
	3.3
	To undertake in conjunction with relevant Committee/Club Members, risk assessments of club activities as required.



	
	3.4
	Review risk assessments on a yearly basis or as required. Completed Risk Assessments will be made available for access by members at every Club session and will be located at the sign in desk.


	
	3.5
	Develop and review Policies and Procedures in relation to health and safety on a regular basis (2 yearly) or as required.


	
	3.6
	Implement and monitor procedures for reporting of accidents/incidents during Club activities.



	4.0
	Coaches



	
	4.1
	Coaches will take reasonable care that participants in coached activities are expected to undertake such instruction relative to their current abilities in a safe and appropriate environment.



	5.0
	Club Members



	
	5.1
	Club Members have a responsibility to behave in such a manner as to ensure their action or omissions do not put themselves or other Club Members at risk.



	
	5.2
	Members should highlight to any Member of the Committee concerns they may have in relation to health and safety issues within the Club whether of an immediate or strategic nature.



	
	5.3
	Members must ensure they report any accidents/incidents which occur during Club activities in line with the Club incident reporting procedure.



	
	5.4
	Members are directed to the declaration on the Membership Form prior to signing.



	
	5.5
	Members should be aware that a record will be kept of all reported accidents/incidents.
