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Dear Prayer Partners,
Praise the Lord!  God has blessed me tremendously as I have been 
living and working as a missionary in Peru for the past three months.

My fellow members of the Xtreme Team and I have been at the Xtreme 
training camp, preparing ourselves for two years of ministry among the 
indigenous peoples of South America.  We have been learning 
Spanish, memorizing Bible stories, training in church planting, and 
training physically for our upcoming work.

Ministry in the Mountains
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Our training has not been without ministry opportunities.  
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Every weekend we travel by pairs into the foothills of the Andes Mountains, where we work in three small mountain farming communities.  These “pueblos” are home to Quechua descendants who make a living by raising animals and crops year-round.  My partner Greg and I have been working in Ichoca, which is a pueblo with 11 families.  Over three months we have had the joy of sharing God’s story with a family that tends to cows and sells milk and cheese.   This Christmas we will have arrived chronologically to the story of Jesus’ birth.  
Xtreme Xploration
When training ends, our group will be split up into various teams for the duration of our mission terms.  My team will be the new Exploration Team, which will travel to new areas, do some initial evangelism and church planting, and prepare the way for other Xtreme Teams to work in those communities.  Joining me on this team will be Eric and Matthew (pictured above right).  The rest of the guys from training will join the Amarakaeri Jungle Team in Peru and the Apollo Quechua Team in Bolivia.  The Exploration Team’s first assignment will be in the jungles of Bolivia, where we believe some indigenous people groups have had very little or no exposure to the Gospel.
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How can I help?
There are several things you can do to support my ministry:
1.  Pray – Regularly pray through the requests mentioned in my quarterly newsletter, in e-mail updates, and on my web site.

2.  Be an advocate – Share about my ministry with friends, family, and churches, and encourage them to pray for my team.  Contact me about sending you prayer cards to hand out to others.  Consider having your church or ministry group “adopt” my team.
3.  Give – My ministry and the IMB is fully supported by the Southern Baptist Convention’s Cooperative Program and the Lottie Moon Christmas Offering (LMCO).  A portion of regular offering to any Southern Baptist church goes toward the Cooperative Program, and 100% of the annual LMCO goes toward the ministry of the IMB.
Thank you so much for your prayers!  I know that as we labor alongside each other for the sake of the Gospel, God will accomplish His work among the lost.  May the Lord bless you as you serve Him.
