Training Complete

After almost five months of intensive training in Peru, my group of Xtreme Team trainees "graduated" and got sent off to our various teams.  During our last month of training we took a second experiential jungle trip, this time to the Ashaninka people of Peru.  The Lord allowed us to experience amazing things on our trip – in small communities bordering winding jungle rivers we witnessed the baptisms of 10 people and were able to encourage and instruct groups of Ashaninka believers. That final trip really got us geared up to join our teams when training was over.

Xploration in Bolivia
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I write to you from Rurrenabaque, Bolivia, the location of the first base camp for the Xtreme Xploration Team. Along with my teammates, Eric and Matthew, I moved from Peru to Bolivia in mid-February.  After a week or so of settling in to this touristy jungle town, the three of us headed out on our first month-long trip to investigate and work with the Tacana, an indigenous group that we had little information on.

Praise the Lord that we found He’s already at work among the Tacana! Our team spent an entire month living in a Tacana village called "San Silvestre".  We harvested in rice fields, built friendships with the members of the community, and we storied through the Word with those who wanted to listen.  With what we know from that trip and from another short trip to a larger Tacana town, we are confident that local evangelical churches and believers will continue spreading the gospel in that area without the presence of the Xtreme Team.  Our team is now preparing to work with other indigenous groups in the area for the next few months.

An Awesome Adventure
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The Lord has been growing me so much in Him as I’ve served as an IMB Journeyman on the Xtreme Team. Each new day is filled with so much joy and peace because I know I am living out His will for my life. I am proud to be an ambassador for Christ among the unreached in South America, and I pray that I do nothing but glorify God with everything I do. For more insight into what I am learning daily, read my journal entries that I post on my website, mentioned below.
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How can I help?
There are several things you can do to support my ministry:
1.  Pray – Regularly pray through the requests mentioned in my quarterly newsletter, in e-mail updates, and on my web site.
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2.  Be an advocate – Share about my ministry with friends, family, and churches, and encourage them to pray for my team.  Contact me about sending you prayer cards to hand out to others.  Consider having your church or ministry group “adopt” my team.
3.  Give – My ministry and the IMB is fully supported by the Southern Baptist Convention’s Cooperative Program and the Lottie Moon Christmas Offering (LMCO).  A portion of regular offering to any Southern Baptist church goes toward the Cooperative Program, and 100% of the annual LMCO goes toward the ministry of the IMB.
I am extremely grateful for your partnership in this ministry!     I pray often that the Lord places peace and joy in your hearts, and that He rewards you abundantly for struggling alongside me in prayer for the salvation of the unreached peoples of the world.
