Village Life
For four weeks in April and May, my two teammates (Eric and Matthew) and I lived in Asunción, a community of the Mosetén people group. Located on the Rio Quiquibey in the Beni department of Bolivia, Asunción  is  home  to  twenty or so families  and has no active body of 
believers.  Throughout our stay there we worked alongside community members during the day (clearing fields with machetes and constructing roofs for huts), played soccer in the afternoon, and most nights we told Bible stories to a faithful group of listeners.  A small group of young men heard stories from the Word of God from creation in Genesis until the early church in Acts.  For the majority of them it was the first time they had ever heard the stories.  Even though our Mosetén friends paid close attention and seemed to enjoy the storying sessions, nobody made a decision to follow Christ while we were there.  Yet we have absolute faith that the Lord will bring a spiritual harvest in His perfect time.  

Eat Moré Fish
On my latest exploration trip, Matthew and I traveled to research a small community – Monte Azul – of the Moré (pronounced “moe-RAY”) people group, near the Bolivia/Brazil border.  We traveled for two weeks before reaching the community, utilizing almost every mode of transportation imaginable, including: bus, motorcycle, Cessna airplane, motorboat, cargo boat, canoe, horse (my favorite!), foot, and bicycle.  It was truly an extreme adventure!  We spent a couple days in the community, and we ate what they ate – fish from the river – for breakfast, lunch, and dinner.  (They are apparently very skilled fishermen.)  We were able to determine that Monte Azul would be a great place for the Xtreme Team to work in the future.  And from recent talks with other team members, a couple of guys might start ministering there within a few months!  
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How can I help?
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There are several things you can do to support my ministry:
1.  Pray – Regularly pray through the requests mentioned in my quarterly newsletter, in email updates, and on my web site.
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2.  Be an advocate – Share about my ministry with friends, family, and churches, and encourage them to pray for my team.  Contact me about sending you prayer cards to hand out to others.  Consider having your church or ministry group “adopt” my team.
3.  Give – My ministry and the IMB is fully supported by the Southern Baptist Convention’s Cooperative Program and the Lottie Moon Christmas Offering (LMCO).  A portion of regular offering to any Southern Baptist church goes toward the Cooperative Program, and 100% of the annual LMCO goes toward the ministry of the IMB.
I feel incredibly blessed every time I think of you all who constantly pray for me.  I consider it a privilege to work alongside you in spreading the gospel in South America.  I have every confidence that our Father will work out His perfect will in our lives and in the lives of those we minister to.
