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Whereas the lag time from when a delegate to a United Council (UC) event authors a piece of legislation that UC will vote on to the time that legislation is on the agenda of a United Council General Assembly (GA) can be up to several months, and
Whereas lag time of even one month can mandate the delay of UC legislation review until a future General Assembly, and

Whereas although Article II (Duties), Section (Vice President), Clause e of the SA Executive Bylaws states, “The Vice President shall be the liaison between Student Association and United Council, and shall serve as the United Council delegation leader,” the Vice President of the Student Association currently has sole discretion and authority in selecting delegates to attend United Council General Assemblies, and

Whereas this monopoly of delegation selection can and has precluded authors of legislation the UC plans to have one or more of its committees address at its next GA from representing themselves and their legislation at the subsequent GA, therefore
Be it resolved that Article II (Duties), Section (Vice President), Clause e of the SA Executive Bylaws be amended to read as follows:

(e)(1) “Up to two authors of legislation that United Council expressly states it will have on the agenda of at least one of its committees at a particular General Assembly will be voting delegates at the General Assembly at which at least one UC committee will review the legislation.
(e)(2) ‘Expressly states’ requires only a written, signed note from any UC staff member or an e-mail message from the e-mail account of any UC staff member, with either of those containing a statement that legislation about a particular topic was authored by a particular UWM student and will be on the agenda of at least one specified UC committee.
(e)(3) If more than two students have authored legislation that UC expressly states will be on the agenda of at least one of its committees at the next GA, then the Senate will have a run-off vote of which authors of UC legislation get to be voting delegates at that GA, with no more than one author of each particular legislation eligible to be voted into a voting delegate position.
(e)(4) The Senate shall decide via simple majority vote, in the case there is one non-voting author, or via run-off vote, in the case there are two or more non-voting authors, as to whether any authors who were not voted to be voting delegates at the GA in question will be non-voting delegates to that GA.
(e)(5) Anyone obtaining a position as a voting delegate to a UC GA may have his or her position denied only via a simple majority vote of the Senate.
(e)(f) The Vice President will present to the Senate no later than seven days before the beginning of a particular General Assembly a report of why he or she chose the specific individuals that he or she did to be delegates to that General Assembly, including justifications of why certain delegates were chosen as voting delegates and why others were chosen as non-voting delegates. The explanation for each selection must go beyond ‘the talents of this individual fit the needs of the position’. This report may be sent out via e-mail and/or via hardcopy placed in the Senate mailboxes in the SA Office.”
