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Whereas the Student Association (SA) Senate passed legislation in the Spring 2005 semester of the Belden Administration directing SA to hold at least one open “town hall” style forum at which students could express their concerns and otherwise give their input and feedback to SA officials, and

Whereas one SA forum was held in the Spring 2005 semester but none have been held since, and

Whereas a live, walk-in forum has potential to attract students who might not bother to go to SA’s website or know about SA, and

Whereas SA has the funds to hold one forum per semester, therefore

Be it resolved that Article VI (SA Budget), Section 5 (Restrictions) of the SA Senate Bylaws be amended to include,
“i.1. The Senate shall allocate $300 annually for the purpose of holding one student forum per semester, with each forum being held within the first four weeks of class each semester.
i. 2. Each forum shall be held on campus in a room meeting ADA accessibility requirements.” 
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
