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Supporters:
Whereas the students of UW-Milwaukee have expressed a great demand for an on-campus textbook exchange program, and
Whereas the buyback prices of textbooks at the end of a semester are usually no more than 50% of their purchase value from the beginning of that semester, and

Whereas navigating and arranging exchanges through a national textbook exchange site is cumbersome for many students and involves shipping and handling charges, and

Whereas the Union has always had at least one room available during weekdays at the end of each semester for textbook exchange by virtue that collective student organization demand for room reservations has never exceeded available rooms and times during the last two weeks of each semester, and
Whereas implementing a textbook exchange in one of those rooms in the Union is a cost-effective method of granting students access to a textbook exchange service that does not require shipping and handling fees to exchange textbooks, and

Whereas the processing requirements for such a program would be less than the processing requirements of a larger-scale textbook exchange program and reduce the amount of overall processing required for textbook buybacks, and

Whereas the Union can store temporarily unmatched textbooks designated as targets for exchange in the aforementioned exchange room during the last two weeks of each semester, and
Whereas having an exchange room available from 8:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. Monday through Friday during the first two weeks of the semester would enable students taking classes during any of the offered class times to exchange their textbooks with students who are taking classes held at any time those days, and 

Whereas Union 345 is a spacious room with multiple tables, allowing for easy accessibility for all students, and
Whereas the staffing of the exchange room requires only supervision of the exchange processes (to ensure no theft occurs) and tabulation of any textbooks left from unresolved or partially resolved exchanges that the students no longer want, and
Whereas the current system of Student Association governing documents makes it almost impossible to institute programs that last longer than a single administration without amending bylaws, therefore

Be it resolved that the Student Association Chief of Staff reserve Union 345 from 8:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. Monday through Friday during the first two weeks of each fall and spring semester, a period hereby referred to as the “Textbook Exchange Period” (TEP), and
Be it resolved that the Student Association Chief of Staff requests enough staffers from the UWM Bookstore to supervise transactions in Union 345 such that there are two staffers for each hour of the TEP for each weekday of the first two weeks of each semester, and

Be it resolved that those staffers check to make sure that both parties in each textbook exchange occurring inside Union 345 during the TEP have agreed to mutual terms of exchange and that the staffers collect and tabulate any textbooks leftover after each day of the TEP, and
Be it resolved that those staffers secure the leftover textbooks in Union 345 such that the textbooks will remain in the locked Union 345 until the end of the two-week TEP, at which point any and all remaining textbooks will become property of the UWM Bookstore without further compensation to the previous owners of the textbooks, and

Be it resolved that in the event that the UWM Bookstore cannot or will not furnish adequate staffers for the TEP, the Student Association executive staff will recruit and train volunteers, who may or may not be officers of the Student Association, and
Be it resolved that the Student Association Communications Director and designees lead the efforts in promoting the on-campus textbook exchange throughout the university, and

Be it resolved that all Student Association officials be encouraged to promote the on-campus textbook exchange, and

Be it resolved that all Student Association efforts to promote the on-campus textbook exchange program include mention during the last two weeks of each fall and spring semester that students may exchange their textbooks on campus with other students pending the demand for their particular course books, and
Be it resolved that Article II (Duties) of the SA Executive Bylaws be amended to include the following sections:

“Section 5 – Chief of Staff

a. The Chief of Staff shall serve and post 5 office hours per week.

b. The Chief of Staff shall oversee the office hours and accomplishments of all Cabinet members and executive staff.

c. i. The Chief of Staff shall request workers from the UWM Bookstore no later than 8 weeks into each fall and spring semester to supervise transactions at the on-campus textbook exchange program that occurs during the last two weeks of each fall and spring semester.
   ii. The Chief of Staff shall direct executive staff to recruit and train volunteers to supervise the on-campus textbook exchange program that occurs during the last two weeks of each fall and spring semester if the UWM Bookstore is unwilling or unable to furnish workers for that purpose.

Section 6 – Communications Director
a. The Communications Director shall post and serve 5 office hours per week.

b. The Communications Director shall disseminate information on the Student Association’s activities to pertinent university departments and to appropriate press contacts.

c. i. The Communications Director shall promote the on-campus textbook exchange program and ensure that the Student Association obtains advertisements in the Union and in at least one campus newspaper promoting the following semester’s on-campus textbook exchange program with mention that students can save their books for the on-campus textbook exchange program that will occur the first two weeks of the next semester.

   ii. If no Communications Director is appointed, then the Deputy Communications Director is responsible for promotion of the on-campus textbook exchange program.

  iii. If there is no Communications Director or Deputy Communications Director within the Student Association, then the Chief of Staff is responsible for promotion of the on-campus textbook exchange program.” and
Be it resolved that the section outlining the appointment and duties of executive staff shall remain unchanged except for its numerical designation, which will now be “Section 7 – Executive Staff”.
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
