
   

     In March’s newsletter I referred you to a book by Bruce Wilkinson, Secret of the Vine.  The theme of this book is based on the 15th chapter of John in which Jesus speaks of himself as the vine and we are the branches.  As long as we stay in relationship with him we will be fruitful.

     As the caretaker of the vineyard, God is actively working in our lives.  And in order for us to bear much fruit, the Lord through discipline removes the sin that has control over us.

     Bruce Wilkinson shares with us that the Lord will take steps to bring about discipline just as parents discipline their child.

     The first step is by the way of a rebuke.  Hebrews 12:5 tells us, “My son, do not be discouraged when you are rebuked by Him”.  Just as a parent who loves their child and disciplines them God too, who loves us, disciplines us.

     A rebuke is a verbal warning. This rebuke comes by way of a prick of our conscience, a timely word from another person, and reading the scriptures.  The Holy Spirit brings through these means conviction.  Through this God wants our attention to point out our sin in order for us to confess it to Him and repent.

     If we heed this initial step in the Lord’s discipline He does not have to take further steps.  If however we fail to heed his rebuke and follow His lead, the discipline of the Lord intensifies.

     Hebrews 12:5 again tells us, “For whom the Lord loves He chastens”.  The chastening of the Lord is something you feel as emotional anxiety, frustration or distress.  When I disobeyed my parents and would not heed their warning, depending upon the situation, I was sent to my room to think about what I had done.  The Lord, because He loves us, has to turn up the heat in order to purify our lives. He chastens us to bring us to repentance.

     If this fails, and we remain stubborn Hebrews 12:6 says, “And scourges every son whom He receives”.  Bruce Wilkinson says, “At this level of discipline you are living in open sin”.  This sin has become ingrained in your daily life.  You have not heeded God’s rebukes, note His chastening.  His attempts to rescue you have failed to this point.  Because of this the Lord has to intensify the pain in order to bring you to your senses.  It’s like being spanked by God.

     There is much more to the Lord’s discipline then what I’ve shared in these few paragraphs.  Just remember it is God’s deepest desire that you come to Him and allow Him to provide fruit in your lives.  He can only produce fruit as we are obedient.

See you in the vineyard.

ALLERGIES ARE NOTHING TO SNEEZE AT!

     It’s allergy season!  An estimated 40-50 million people in the U.S. are suffering from nonstop sneezing, itchy, watery eyes and runny noses.

     Allergies are caused by your body’s immune system!  It is a specific reaction to a normally harmless item.  When you come in contact with an allergen like pollen, animal dander, dust or mold, your body, recognizes it as a “foreign invader” and reacts by calling out the antibodies. These antibodies go to work; watery eyes, a running nose and sneezes are an effort to literally expel the foreign object from your body!

     Allergies are one of the six leading causes of chronic disease in the U.S.  They are responsible for 3.4 million lost work days each year and an estimated two million school days.

     Allergies can occur regardless of age, gender, race or income!  No one is sure why allergens affect some people and not others, but it does tend to run in families.  If one parent has allergies, each child has a one-in-three chance of having them also.  If both parents have allergies, chances go up to seven in ten!

     The first rule of thumb when treating allergies is to avoid the allergens that causes your reaction…once you’ve figured it out!  If you cannot avoid an allergen like grass or dust, you might need medication.

     Medications can ease the symptoms of allergies.  Mild symptoms can be controlled with an over-the-counter medication.  Your doctor should treat serious symptoms.  There are many resources available to make your life easier!

A SYMBOL OF SHARING

The Symbol

      United Methodist Women frequently ask:  “What happens to my Pledge-to-Mission dollar?”  The pages of Response answer this question by describing many programs and projects which are recipients of Pledge-to-Mission and other undesignated giving of United Methodist Women.

     United Methodist Women are committed to mission expressed through the programs of the Women’s Division and other units of the General Board of Global Ministries.  In 1989 income to the General Fund, which is all undesignated giving, totaled $20,352,689. Undesignated giving channels include Pledge-to-Mission, Gift to Mission, Special Mission Recognition, Gift in Memory, and World Thank Offering.

     The undesignated giving of United Methodist Women touches the lives of many persons around the world.  The total program of United Methodist Women is mission, including mission education, spiritual growth, outreach and action.  Starting with this issue of Response, all programs and projects that receive undesignated funds will be identified with the symbol shown on this page.  Look for this symbol to see the variety of programs that are funded through your undesignated giving.  The symbol will always be placed at the end of any article in which a project or program is described that is the recipient of undesignated funding.

A Word about the symbol Design

     The interlocked circles of the symbol design represent interdependence and mutual sharing of people in different communities in the United States and around the world.  Statements by Women’s Division leaders express the intent of such a symbol.  Carolyn M. Marshall, former Women’s Division president, asserts:  “As Christian women we are called to use what we have as a way of sharing the reality of our oneness.”  Theressa Hoover, former deputy general secretary of the Division, calls mission a two-way exposure.  “The traditional giver receives far more than she could ever give.”

     Ruth A. Daugherty, Division president in 1984, comments:  “Our vision for the future calls us to interaction and in interdependence.”  Mai H. Gray, Division president in 1980, urges:  “We must somehow have the spirit that we are concerned for each other or else we will perish.”

     While we look with interest to all the places and programs where our money goes, we must realize these gifts are just one part of God’s mission, and our sisters here and around the world share in God’s mission in many ways.

Divide that amount by 60 for the one-minute amount.  Divide that amount by 60 for the one-second amount.  Multiply the one-minute amount by 5 for the five minutes amount.
