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     Well once again a book has crossed my path.  It is the sequel to Bruce Wilkinson’s Prayer of Jabez, it is the book Secrets of the Vine.  It was given to me by a very special lady in our congregation.

     With us in the midst of the Lenten season and the celebration of Jesus’ last week coming upon us once again, I want to share some insights from the Secrets of the Vine that are appropriate for these days.

     As you read in the Gospel of John Chapters 13-17 Jesus is preparing his followers for his departure.  In the 15th chapter John records for us Jesus’ words about the vine and its fruit.  Jesus tells us that all believers are to bear much fruit for God.  In other words all that we do, say or think is to bring God honor.  If we are not bearing fruit then we must ask God why.  Now you have to remember that the amount of fruit we bear in our lives is up to us.  Perhaps you are like the barren branch that Jesus refers to, “Every branch in Me that does not bear fruit He takes away.”  What Jesus is saying here is that as the one who cares for the branches (you and me) he lifts up out of sin and begins to clean in order that we might produce fruit.  Thus the first secret in his book is that “If your life consistently bears no fruit, God will intervene to discipline you.”

     This is painful news, but good news.  For we know that whom God loves he disciplines in order that our lives will be pleasing to Him.

     Thus during this season of Lent, let us first examine our lives in the light of the cross and ask God to show us those sins that are keeping us from bearing much fruit for Him.  And at the same time let us not withdraw from His discipline because His discipline will only make us more fruitful for His glory.

PARISH NURSE NEWS

KEEPING YOUR LOVED ONES CLOSE WHEN THEY LIVE FAR AWAY

     If you’ve recently lost a spouse, your children, grandchildren, nieces, nephews and siblings may provide a great source of comfort for you during this time of bereavement.  Perhaps they’ve made a special effort to help bridge any miles that separate you.  But as time goes on and children grow into adults it sometimes becomes more difficult to keep in touch.  Regular telephone calls can become expensive.  That’s where a little creativity can go a long way in helping you keep in contact with your family.

    My grandmother received a tape recorder as a gift from one of her brothers many years ago. Uncle Tony would then tape-record “letters” to my grandmother.  Likewise, she’d send cassettes to him.  A higher-tech and more modern version of this idea is a video camera.  If you have a VCR, ask your loved ones to make videotapes and send them to you.  This way you may not have to miss any ballet recitals or baseball games even if you live across the country.

     For those of you who believe in the power of the pen, write letters.  And, if you’re feeling particularly adventuresome, you can experiment with E-mail.  E-mail combines the immediacy of a telephone call with the economy of mail.   You’ll need a computer and modem as well as a few technical skills to use E-mail.  Don’t automatically rule out computers even if you’ve never touched one in your life.  Today’s computers are simple to us.  And your child or grandchild would probably be happy to teach you. 
     Family reunions are a great way to bring your loved ones together.  If you don’t feel up to hosting the first one yourself, perhaps another relative would be willing to do so.  Keep a family album or scrapbook.  Ask your grandchildren to send you copies of their report cards and school play programs so that you can keep up with their lives.  Create a special savings fund just for family visits.  And make your visits with your family count.  Enjoy the time you spend with those who are most dear to your heart.
YOUR FAMILY’S MEDICAL HISTORY

     Charting your family’s medical history can be a valuable source of information for your doctor.  Heredity is thought to play a role in many medical conditions including breast cancer, diabetes, amyotrophic lateral sclerosis (ALS or Lou Gehrig’s disease), colon cancer, asthma, melanoma, obesity, ovarian cancer, high blood pressure and cardiovascular disease.  You also can be of service to family members by making your health history available to them.  An easy way to present a family medical history is through constructing a family tree.

     Make a list of family members for whom you need information.  Parents, siblings, children, grandchildren, grandparents, aunts, uncles and cousins should be included to the extent possible.  The best way to get information is to ask family members personally. Find out what medical conditions each person has or had.  Ask where the person was born and, if necessary, where and when he or she died.  Find out when the condition was first diagnosed.  And, finally, ask about the person’s lifestyle.  Is he or she a smoker, exerciser, drinker?
     Once you’ve gathered your information, you can construct your family tree. Put yourself in the middle and then branch out.  Assign each medical condition a letter and then write this letter next to the person’s name or figure on your family tree.  Remember to keep track of what the letters mean.  It’s also useful to note the person’s age at the time the condition occurred and when he or she may have died.  
     Knowing your family’s history may help alert you and your physician to possible medical problems.  However, your family medical tree does not have to be a cause for alarm.  If you know your possible medical vulnerabilities, your physician may be able to suggest preventive measures for certain conditions.  And making this family medical information available to your children and grandchildren may help them make healthy lifestyle adjustments early in their lives.
