
   

     I return to Bruce Wilkinson’s Secret of the Vine that I shared with you in last month’s newsletter.  The issue is being productive for the Lord.  In John 15:2 we read “Every branch that bears fruit He prunes, that it may bear more fruit.”  Thus for the Lord less eventually means more in the long run.

     The Second Secret of being in the vine, having a relationship with Jesus Christ, is that if your life bears some fruit, God will intervene to prune you.  The Lord will risk it all in order for us to be more productive.  He desires for us to remove immature commitments and lesser priorities to make room for a greater abundance for His glory.

     A vine dresser will tell you that because grape vines grow so vigorously a lot of wood must be cut away so that sunlight can reach into the areas where grapes should grow.  Left to itself a grape plant will always favor new growth over more grapes. Without cutting it back you will always have an under whelming harvest.

     For the grower of grapes, grapes are more important than more vines.  As a follower of Christ this excessive growth in our lives is the preoccupation and priorities that while they are not wrong, they keep us from being really effective for God.

     In the book The Prayer of Jabez the author focuses on us asking God to bless us and use us.  If we truly pray this then we can except God to take his shears to our lives.  Pruning is how God answers your prayers that your life will please Him more and have a greater impact for eternity.  In God pruning us He must cut away parts of our lives that drain precious time and encourage from what’s truly important.  The wonderful thing about His way of pruning is that the works in each life uniquely.  For what He judges as wasteful for me right now might be necessary for you.

     Thus pruning for God is how He changes the picture of your life from a basket that is almost empty to a basket that’s starting to fill.  If you desire to be abundantly fruitful for the Lord than you can expect for God to prune you back, cutting away unnecessary things from your life.

PARISH NURSE NEWS

When is the last time you had your Cholesterol checked?

     High cholesterol can cause heart attacks and strokes, but there are no outward symptoms to diagnose! Your liver manufactures about 1000 milligrams of cholesterol every day.  This cholesterol is used to form certain hormones, and assist tissue development.  Since your body produces all of the cholesterol you need – additional saturated fat and cholesterol in your diet increases your blood cholesterol level needlessly.  Cholesterol that cannot be removed from the blood will build up in the arteries and may cause coronary heart disease.

     The cholesterol in a person’s blood is affected by the amount the body produces along with the 

     following:

*  Diet has the largest effect on a person’s blood cholesterol level.

*  Being overweight may increase the blood cholesterol level.

*  Regular exercise may help you control weight, lower blood pressure and increase the level of HDL 

    cholesterol (the “good” type of blood cholesterol) in your body.

*  Genetic factors can play a major role in blood cholesterol levels, and a person’s ability to lower that 

    level.  It anyone in your family has high cholesterol, you should be tested.

*  Your sex and age may determine your risk of heart disease and associated high cholesterol levels.  Men 

    have three times the risk of developing heart disease as women before the age of 60.  After 60, the risk

    for men and women are similar.

*  Alcohol and its affect on blood cholesterol levels are controversial. Some say alcohol, in moderation,   

    can increase the HDL-cholesterol of “good” cholesterol in your body.  However, because of all of the

    other adverse affects of alcohol, it is not recommended as a preventive for coronary heart disease.

*  Stress is often a factor causing increased blood cholesterol levels either by itself, or with the change in  

    diet that often accompanies stressful situation.

See your doctor – have your cholesterol level checked today!

APPROPRIATIONS TO OTHER UNITS OF 

THE GENERAL BOARD OF GLOBAL MINISTRIES

        Every spring, the Women’s Division begins work on the following year’s budget.  The first step is to determine the dollar figure for the total budget, which is set by Women’s Division Policy.  The Policy states that the Board shall not appropriate for any one year more than was received for that purpose during the preceding year.  Therefore, the 200 budget figure for the Women’s Division is based on the amount of undesignated income actually received – and spent – 1998.

     The Women’s Division then determines how much of that amount will be needed for the administrative and program expenses of the Division.  This includes general expenses; joint Board operating expenses; program expenses of the sections of Christian Social Responsibility, Finance, and Membership and Organizational Development; expense of homes of retired workers; and the budgets of Response magazine and the Service Center.

     Before 1964, the program of the Women’s Division included direct responsibility for producing many mission education materials and direct administration of many mission programs in the United States and other countries.  The 1964 General Conference restructured the then-Board of Missions, and placed these particular functions of the Women’s Division under the auspices of other units of the Board. Therefore, the annual appropriations of the Women’s Division still includes amounts for these functions, to insure that the mission work transferred over 30 years ago continues.

     The Joint Board Operation Expenses includes the production of videos, packets, posters, multilingual materials, and the other program books and resources that members of United Methodist Women obtain from the Service Center.  National Ministries funds support many community-based institutions, such as community centers, women’s residences, and child care agencies, which were established in the United States by “women organized for mission” over the years.  International Ministries funds support women’s work, scholarships, child care, and other direct ministries with women, children and youth outside the United States.

     In order to be more accountable to all members of United Methodist Women, the appropriations to national mission and to international mission are broadly designated.  The following formula is for budget expenditures through Women’s Division committees:

National Ministries:  National Ministries with Women, Children and Youth Committee

70% National Mission Institutions

8% Programs with Women and Children

7% Support for Deaconesses, Church and Community Workers and US2s

5% Miscellaneous Community Ministries Programs

10% Administrative Funds for Community and Institutional Ministries Unit

International Ministries:  International Ministries with Women, Children and Youth Committee

40% Programs/Ministries

35% Mission Personnel

5% Persons in Mission in Their Own Countries

5% Administrative Funds for Context and Relationships Unit

5% Administrative Funds for Mission Personnel Unit

10% Ecumenical

The Women’s Division portion of each category is to be no more than 90% of the total amount budgeted for that category.

Note:  the January Issue of Response magazine carries an article and chart of the year’s budget.

GIVING ON BEHALF OF PERSONS IN MISSION

United Methodist Women and Missionary Support

Undesignated Mission Giving is the channel by which members of United Methodist Women share in the support of all persons in mission.  For overseas missionaries, support (which includes salary, benefits, training, travel, health and education expenses) is provided from the budget of the Mission Personnel Program Area.  For missionaries in the United States, salaries are paid by the local agency for which the missionary works, which received a portion of its budget from the Community & Institutional Ministries Program Area.  Church and Community Workers’ salaries are paid directly from this budget.

As members of local churches, we participate through World Service and possibly by the Advance Special for Missionary Support.  As members of United Methodist Women, we provided missionary support through our undesignated giving.  If a local unit wishes to increase its support of a missionary, it does so by increasing its Pledge to Mission and other undesignated giving.  The only channel through which the organization of United Methodist Women may participate in the support of persons in mission is undesignated giving.

It is possible for a local unit to “personalize” its undesignated giving on behalf of particular persons in mission related to the General Board of Global Ministries. The unit does this by sending the special Gift to Mission card, “In the Service of Christ”, to the mission worker, thus letting the worker know that additional undesignated funds have been sent in his or her name.  The unit might also choose to honor him or her with a Special Mission Recognition certificate and pin.  In either case, the unit is responsible for letting the mission worker know about the honor(s) given; the Women’s Division does not do the notification.  Local units thus have an opportunity to learn more about a missionary’s work through communication with him or her.

UNITED METHODIST WOMEN PARTICIPATES IN MISSIONARY SUPPORT THROUGH UNDESIGNATED GIVING.    However, this does not prevent a local unit from also giving a Supplementary Gift to the mission program in which the missionary serves.  Such a gift will be sent in full to the designated program or 

project.
