1. Describe the consistency of the candy bar layers (compare and contrast)

2. Using the candy bar as a model of the earth, what does each layer represent?

3. What did you observe when the candy bar was pulled apart?  What might you expect to see at a point on Earth where two plates are moving apart?

4. What happened when the candy bar was pushed together?  What might you expect to see on Earth where two plates collide?

5. From your study of plate tectonics, explain the frequent occurrence of earthquakes along the boundary between plates.

6. One limitation of this model is that human effort and not natural geologic processes cause the movement of the plates.  What might cause the motion of Earth’s plates?
