This is the Back from Norway Diary.  (All photos borrowed)

The visit to Norway and Sweden was very enjoyable, and Jenny was excellent company.  The train to Oslo via Gottenberg crossed the new Oresund bridge linking Denmark and Sweden.  The scenery in Sweden was good with small farms and rolling hills.  Approach to Oslo was impressive with sea and small fjords and islands on one side, one spot I liked had white cast iron bridge to a steep island with houses.

In Oslo I met up with Jenny and we took a short ferry to the Viking Ship museum. The Oresund viking ship was very impressive and was the Queens barge, as was the Gokstadt warship.  Also displays of ceremonial carts and ice sledges, and Eric the Red's journey to America.  I also liked the large wooded houses around the ship museum, this was quite a good suburb to live in.  
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We also went to Vigeland Park which has some impressive sculptures.
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We took the rail towards Bergen and stopped to change to the Flam railway..
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We stayed overnight at a small hotel in Flam and then took the ferry through the fjord to Gudvangen.  
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Then took a bus up the steep sides of the fjord connect with the train at Voss to Bergen.

In Bergen visited and Bryggen the old town, and the composer Grieg's house, which is an old style wooden building above the islands and sea.  Went up the Mount Floyen fanicular railway with a very good view over Bergen, and walked down to the city.
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From Bergen we wnt on the Hurtigruten coastal steamer MS Nordlyss to Alesund and then Geiranger fjord.
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We did walks 2 under the waterfall, and 7 to a cairn viewpoint, in Geiranger.
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Took the bus from Gerainger to Andalsnes, this is the Troll road through Troll mountains. Met up again with hikers from Gerainger waterfall here.
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We then took the rail from Aandalsnes to Dombas on the Rauma River line over some spectacular bridges.   Good giant troll in Dombass.
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Then on the main railway to Trondheim.
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Trondheim has Norway's state cathedral.  Recommend Peppe's Pizza in Trondheim, and I replaced the camera lens here.

From Bodo we took the ferry to moskenes in the Lofoten islands, and stayed at a hostel in the fishing village Å (pronounced O)  nearby. We had baked trout in a very nice restaurant on a pier over the sea.
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Stayed in Henninsvaer in the Lofoten Islands, which is a village divided by the sea.
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Then a bus trip over the islands and some long narrow bridges to Narvick.

Train from Narvick to Stockholm.  We saw the Wasa museum and nationa gallery in Stockholm.  
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I liked the way the town is laid out over several islands, quite different feel to Copenhagen.
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We took a ferry to Grinda island in the archipalaego about 2 hours out of Stockholm and had an excellent swim in the sea.  Then back to Copenhagen!
