Please Help Me!

My ex-wife has a history of attempting to deny my visitation and she has sometimes been successful.  She has used many tactics to achieve this end.  I have serious concerns about exercising my visitation with my son, Andrew age 4, this weekend.

1. My ex-wife had me arrested for trespassing and harassment last year.  I did nothing wrong and it is a long story, the important part is the harassment charge was thrown out and I was fined $1.00 for trespassing because I did not leave the instant she told me to.  I was further warned that the book would be thrown at me if I stepped onto her property other than to exercise my court appointed visitation. 

2. What do I do if no one is at home when I arrive to get my son? (I have my son every Wednesday, this past Wednesday when I picked up Andrew, I had to wait in her yard for over fifteen minutes.  When she finally decided to come to the door, she said that they were busy discussing something.  I believe that she only came to the door because a police officer stopped to see why I was parked in front of her house and she thought that I had called him.) What if my ex-wife claims that she was late getting back home and I should have waited longer? How long should I wait?

3. Can I get a court order and/or a police escort that will protect me?  How can I have her charged with contempt in an effort to have her understand that I have a right to spend my appointed time with my son?
