Lesson Type & Subject: Vocabulary (fruit & veg words) and grammar (count/non-count)
Materials Needed: realia (apples, rice, oranges, onions), flashcards, worksheet, pictionary game with word cards of fruit & veg.
Lesson Objective: Students identify fruit and vegetables from realia, flash cards, worksheet, and drawings. Identification is verbal and non-verbal (pointing, drawing, and matching).
Assumptions: Students know a few related words (apple) but not all the vocabulary (onions, lettuce).
Anticipated Problems & Solutions: 
Problem 1 – Resistance to drawing in game. 
Solution 1 – Model game well; use stronger students.
Problem 2 – Pronunciation of orange.
Solution 2 – Pronunciation drill.

	Purpose of Procedure: To interest students; to connect word with picture and object for clearer meaning; to practice new vocabulary with guidance.


Presentation
1) Pass out a few vegetables and fruit. Elicit the names. Model some basic sentences. “Apples are good.” “Rice is good.” Ss repeat and agree or disagree.
2) 2) Introduce flashcards with pictures of other fruits and veg. Elicit the names. Model some basic sentences. “Apples are red.” “Rice is white.” Ss repeat.

Practice
1) In pairs, Ss complete worksheet by matching picture to word.

	Purpose of Procedure: To produce vocabulary independently and reinforce previous learning.


Production/Discussion & Game
1) Ask Ss to talk about the food. What fruit do you eat for breakfast? “I eat oranges for breakfast.” What vegetable is green? “Lettuce is green.” What fruits are red? “Apples are red.” Note the count/non-count structures as needed. Ss asks other Ss questions.
2) T elicits &/or explains rules for pictionary. (Teams draw word cards. Take turns drawing. First team to guess word from drawing gets point.) First round is played together for model.
3) Ss play pictionary with word cards from lesson.
