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HOLLAND: A couple who had sex on the bonnet of a police car were arrested – by officers sitting inside. The 25-year-old man and his lover, 33, claimed not to have noticed the vehicle was occupied. But they refused to leave when an officer got out to tell them to stop what they were doing. The couple, from Groningen, were arrested, for insulting the man. ‘The law doesn’t say you can’t make love on the bonnet of a police car. But policemen have to be available for duty,’ a police spokesman said.

STREET cleaners in Sterling began handing out more than 1,000 portable ashtrays yesterday – to stop fag ends littering the city’s streets. The ashtrays are air-tight to keep tobacco smells inside and can clip on to a belt or slip into a pocket. They can hold up to ten cigarette butts and will last about six months. Smokers who fail to comply with a ban on dropping cigarette butts will face 50-pound on-the-spot fines. Sterling Council claims it currently spends more than 400,000 pounds a year on cleaning up dropping cigarettes.

New ads warn OF tube checks A Poster campaign-warning commuters of random police checks at stations has been launched on the London Underground. Passengers are also being told to expect more police patrols and search teams with dogs on trains and platforms. Contrary to a report in Friday’s Metro, police do not have to give a reason for stopping and searching rail travelers as the network is now under Section 44 of the Terrorism Act 2000. We are sorry for any inconvenience this mistake has caused police.

Soldier is erased from memorial The name of a soldier who was found alive and well 22 years after being reported dead is to be erased from a village war memorial. World War 1 veteran Pte Percy Bush Cox will be the first soldier to be struck from a British war memorial after the decision in Wimblington, Cambridgeshire. He vanished in 1918 but in 1940 he was found to be living near his family home. He committed suicide in the 1950’s

Overtakers right, undertakers left A YOUNG man failed his driving test – because he would not overtake a funeral procession. Quintin Hills said: ‘I was amazed when the examiner told me to over” but I didn’t obey adding “It just wasn’t the way I was brought up”.

LACK of CCTV hinders inquiry The investigation into the 21/7 attacks has been hampered by the fact that fewer than 30 Tube trains had working CCTV. A lack of cameras meant detectives were not able to trace all the would-be bombers’ actions on the day of the Tube and bus attacks, a newspaper claimed. Transport for London would not say how many trains had cameras “for security reasons’, but said there were about 6,000 cameras on the tube network ‘which will be doubled to 12,000 in the next five years’.
