TECHNICIAN TYPES

Installation Technician

Primarily prepares the installation site (including removal of existing HVAC equipment), fabricates connections and assembles
systems as specified in the installation instructions. Must be able to properly power up and set control positions to cycle
equipment through primary heating, cooling and blower operation under on-site or off-site supervision of a service technician



of applicable specialty. Installation technician takes HVAC specialized readings, such as temperatures, refrigerant circuit
pressure and basic VOM electrical readings, with both operating and non-operating equipment, as required by others.

Service technician

Must be able to accomplish same tasks as an Installation technician, as well as be able to independently power up and adjust
control settings to cycle equipment through all designed-for sequences. Must be able to acquire, evaluate and interpret such
readings as may be necessary to determine the adequacy of, and qualify as acceptable, system operation to meet specifications.
Service technician must be able to perform sufficient field diagnostic procedures as necessary to determine causes of
inadequate performance and identify corrective actions as needed.

EDUCATION & EXPERIENCE REQUIREMENTS

There are no education or experience requirements to become certified, but at least one years’ experience is recommended for
Installation certification. If you have less experience, you should have taken and passed the Industry Competency Exam. We
recommend at least two years' experience for Service certification. If you become certified as a Service Technician, you are
automatically certified as an Installation Technician without additional testing.

Covers three areas: Safety, Tools, and Soft Skills; Principles of Heat Transfer and Total Comfort; and Electrical

Specialty Exam — 100 Questions

Directions to Johnstone Supply of Philadelphia:

Johnstone Supply of Philadelphia faces Northbound US Rt-1 (Roosevelt Expressway),
in the Wissahickon Industrial Center, just south of Wissahickon Ave.

From 1-95 (North or South) or Center City Philadelphia: Take 1-676 (Vine Street Expressway) to 1-76
West. Once on I-76, stay in right lane and merge on to US-1 North (Roosevelt Expressway) for 1 mile.
Take the FIRST EXIT at crest of hill, titled “Wissahickon Ave South, Hunting Park.” Johnstone is
located ALONG THIS EXIT RAMP - just 150 ft. past merge ramp to get back onto US 1 North, and
BEFORE you reach Wissahickon Ave.

From 1-76: Take US-Rt 1 North (Roosevelt Expressway. Follow above instructions.

From NE Philadelphia: Take US Rt-1 SOUTH to Fox Street Exit. Turn LEFT at end of ramp. Make
another immediate left turn after crossing Rt 1. Johnstone is located ALONG THIS ROAD (Abbotsford
Ave), - just 150 ft. past the entrance ramp to US 1 North.
