How Does that Pop You?

Using the excel sheet, determine the best answer for the question.  If you do not have enough data to determine an answer, use the internet for your search.  The spreadsheet has been copied from the U.S. Census site as a document.  If you edit the sheet, do not save the changes if you want to maintain its original format.  You may manipulate the sheet to determine the answers below.
1. Which county had the highest population?
2. Which county had the lowest percentage of people under 18 years old?

3. Does a county have the median age of 40?  If so, name it.  If not, what county is closest?
4. How many counties have a population over 100,000?

5. What is the range of median ages?
6. What percentage of counties has more males than females, of all ages?

7. Given the data in the population column, does the total of all of the counties equal the population of the state?  Should it?  If not, what might account for the differences?
8. Does the sum of the Percent of Total Population for each of the age groups total 100%?  Should it?  If not, what might account for the differences?

9. Based on the data given, determine the exact number of people, ages 18-24, in the smallest populated county.
10. Using appropriate visualization tools compare the males per 100 females of all ages with the males per 100 females, 18 and older, of five random counties.  What does the data determine about the number of males per 100 females under 18 years old?
