1.
Weeks 1 – 2:

Planning and Organizational Work
· Students select a teaching project from their studies in business

· Outline how web based material could be used to teach and how it would fit into the curriculum

· Do background work on the web quest concept and do critical evaluations of web quests

· Class Discussion: Can we use web quests to teach and assess student learning?

Weeks 3 – 9:

Advanced Computer Studies in Developing and Using Web Design Technology
· Student teachers learn web design technology and programming in XHTML and CSS

· Student teachers study and apply the steps for building web pages

· Student teachers continue reviewing the steps to teaching using the ASSURE model

Weeks 6 – 12:

Developing a Business Web Quest to be used as a teaching and learning tool
· Student teachers discuss target student population planned for

· Student teachers present findings and evaluations on web quests they reviewed

· Students review the ASSURE model and prepare a plan that incorporates its use in teaching the proposed web quest

4.
Weeks 12 – 13:

Publication and Use of the Created Web Quest
· Editorial work to finesse the web quest

· Find a hosting ISP to launch the web quests

· Defend the web quest at a presentation to the staff and guests of the college

Homework: Homework is the key to understanding any subject. Students are encouraged to discuss homework with each other, but the final write-up should be in the student’s words and based on the student’s understanding. Homework will be turned in at the end of class on the date due or by 5:00 PM at the Lecturer’s office. Homework turned in after the due date will be counted as half credit. If all homework is completed and no more than three homework assignments are counted late, then the two homework assignments with the lowest scores will be dropped.
