Objectives

The objective of this course is to provide students with a combination of knowledge, hands-on experience and application of theory to information technology issues. The course keeps pace with changing technology and related business practices by offering courses in areas such as systems analysis, Web applications, several programming languages, graphical user interfaces and e-commerce. The curriculum emphasizes quantitative and communications skills as well as providing a foundation in business environment. This course combines required concepts and practices that are utilized by information technology professionals business.

Short Course Description 
This Information Technology course will expose the student to foundation courses in computer science, financial and managerial accounting using an accounting software package, organizational behavior, finance, business, and operations. In addition, you will focus on a number of conceptual and practical information technology topics. The objective of the program is to build a strong foundation in business and business technologies easily applied in a work setting.

2. The Central Processor Unit and Memory: The CPU; Memory; Inside the System Unit; The Processing Sequence; Processor Speed

COURSE DELIVERY

The course should be taught over a period of one semester (13 teaching weeks).

Lectures - 2 hours per week.  
Laboratory sessions — 1 hour per week. These should be a combination of instructor led and practice assignments.

Homework: Homework is the key to understanding any subject. Students are encouraged to discuss homework with each other, but the final write-up should be in the student’s words and based on the student’s understanding. Homework will be turned in at the end of class on the date due or by 5:00 PM at the Lecturer’s office. Homework turned in after the due date will be counted as half credit. Homework turned in one week after the due date will receive no points. If all homework is completed and no more than three homework assignments are counted late, then the two homework assignments with the lowest scores will be dropped.
Quizzes: There will be a number of unannounced quizzes during the semester. Students are expected to be ready to take a quiz any time they have a class. There are no make-up quizzes.

Exams: There will be a variety of tests, and a final exam. As a student enrolled in this College, you are required to be available for the entire examination period; so there will be no make-up exams without a valid excuse. Any student who cannot make it to an exam may elect to take the exam up to two days before the exam is scheduled.
Make-up Policy: In the event that an exam is missed for a valid medical excuse or for other college-sanctioned reasons, the student should contact me as soon as possible (by phone or email) to document the absence. In order for a make-up exam to be given the student should make arrangement with me within one week of the original exam date.
