Physics Department trip to CERN, Geneva. 8th -11th February 2009.





Thank you for handing in the payment of £265.





The travel and accommodation for the above trip have (of course) now been booked. We will be flying with EasyJet leaving on 8/2/09 and returning on 11/2/09.


The details of the flights are as follows:





London Gatwick (North) To Geneva flight 8570; dep. Sun 08 Feb 08:10 arr. Sun 08 Feb 10:45�Geneva To London Gatwick (North) flight 8575; dep. Wed 11Feb 18:50 arr. Wed 11 Feb 19:25





We are meeting at the check in desk at Gatwick North at 0615 on the Sunday morning. Gatwick Express trains run from 5am on Sunday mornings so there should be no problem once you get to Victoria!  My telephone number on the day of departure (and before) will be 07092290510 and if there are problems, do please get in touch.  It will be the responsibility of members of the group to make it to the terminal building on time and, unfortunately, if there is a failure to get there punctually, we will have to leave latecomers behind!  (There’ll be no reimbursement either, due to our ticket conditions, but I did enclose a copy of our insurance cover with a previous letter.)  Please note that the trip will both begin and end at Gatwick North Terminal.





CERN is on the French, Swiss border so it is advisable for the students to bring 3 currencies: £ (GBP), SFr (CHF) and ((EUR), perhaps £15, CHF140 and (10 as a minimum. This is a total of approximately £110. Any extra money should be in CHF (and I recommend an extra CHF80 since we shall spend some time in Geneva town).  Meals in the CERN canteen will need to be paid for, and the most sensible currency to use there is CHF.  (GBPs are not accepted in the canteen.) The approximate cost of a full 2-course meal in the canteen is CHF13.





The plan is that Sunday 8th will be a day to travel, and to get into Geneva town.  We may try to get up Saleve, a hill to the south east of Geneva. On arrival at CERN in the evening, there will be a brief introduction, and we should arrive in time for an evening meal.  On Monday morning we will begin the more formal briefing, check the tasks which students have to perform over the time of the stay, and visit an exhibition.  On Monday afternoon we will be taken to see some of the sites (or are they sights) of CERN, and finding out what progress is being made on the repair of the LHC (Large Hadron Collider). Hopefully we will also be looking into, among other things, the work done on neutrinos and the research into anti-matter. (Please read the safety notice at the end of this letter.)
