Everyone asked to take a note of these numbers. Stuff given out is about fundamental particle physics and people should look at these. Need volunteers to act as photographers to take pictures: (Amy and Mustafa selected). When we arrive we will not go to CERN until about 6pm. So stuff needed until then (to go up hill) is required (walking up hill stuff); also passport needed at all times!! i.e. do not leave passport at airport as frequent border crossing. Take care when crossing roads as people drive on right side of road unlike the UK. Valuables:- take care of them or even better try to do without them. Electricity sockets – don’t mess around with them to try and force UK or Euro plugs in – use the correct adapters. Passports need to be valid up till 3 months after Swiss departure. European health cards (blue cards), Dr Khand should take them in from everyone to look after. Purchase of alcohol is forbidden – the rule is: people can have beer and wine with a meal in front of HRSJ – but need a letter from parent given to HRSJ before trip.

VERY IMPORTANT: Courtesy of other users of CERN since it is people’s workplace, after 11pm there must be no noise and by midnight everyone must be in their own rooms and asleep, as any noise will disturb people working early next day.  This has caused major problems in past.
