Thank you for returning the form and your cheque for £265 indicating your son’s interest in joining the trip to CERN, Geneva in February 2009.  I am pleased to inform you that we have sufficient interest for the trip to take place; indeed we are oversubscribed from both CLS and CLSG.





I enclose a parental consent form and a request for passport details/European Health Insurance Card which you should complete, sign and return to me by Monday 24th November. There is also a ‘Code of Conduct’ Declaration which your son will have to return by the same date.  Please arrange to give me a photocopy of the ‘all important’ page of your son’s passport.





We plan to fly to Geneva on Sunday 8/2 and then stay at the CERN hostel on campus for 3 nights, returning in the late afternoon/evening of Wednesday 11/2.  Meals will be taken in the canteen on the CERN campus.  The total cost of these will be about 120CHF (£75) and they need to be paid for in cash (CHF) by each individual. One of the afternoons will be spent investigating Geneva town, and participants will be able (for 4 hours or so) to visit a few places, shops etc. by themselves.  Another day may be spent walking in the hills above Geneva, getting a good view of the Mt. Blanc range.  Full details will follow in January 2009.





A briefing will take place at CLS re. this trip, and I will require the boys to attend this in January, after school one day.  (Parents are of course very welcome to attend this, and when the date is finalised I shall let you know.)  You can always contact me at CLS if you have any questions.  The members of staff accompanying the students will be Dr. Khand and myself from CLS.  (There will also be a member of staff from CLSG.)

N.B. 1.  Passport holders who are NOT British Nationals will need to check their visa requirements for Switzerland and the EU.  Any visas should be for MULTIPLE ENTRY.
