	After a 1 day delay due to the late arrival of the tour aircraft (I ordered it just before and the postman wasn’t quick enough basically), leg 1 finally got underway on Thursday 16th.

Take-off from runway 05 at Glasgow was uneventful, in typical Glasgow weather (heavy rain), but the light weight of the aircraft due to the short flight duration meant that 4,000 feet came very quickly and we burst through the cloud cover into a clear sky.

The climb to the cruise altitude of FL300 was also very rapid, taking just 12 minutes to climb and level out.

The ride down to London proved to be a bit choppy as we progressed south down the country, with a lot of throttle adjustment to maintain our cruising airspeed and avoid over-speeding. The one disadvantage of the Legacy, and the whole ERJ series for that matter, is the lack of an auto throttle, meaning that in times of turbulence it can be quite a hands-on experience to keep the airspeed steady. Despite the chop though, an airspeed of around mach .79 was maintained in the cruise. A steady descent into Gatwick lined us up nicely on the ILS for runway 26L. The landing took place during a bit of rain shower, resulting in quite a hard re-union with the tarmac, but safe enough. We exited the runway around ¾ of the way up and taxied to gate 98 to complete the flight. A strong tailwind on the way down meant a duration of only 54 minutes in-flight, so arrival was 8 minutes ahead of schedule, arriving at the gate at 13.57 GMT (14.57 local).
