	Leg 2 was already suffering a one day delay due to the late arrival of the aircraft to begin leg 1, and was hit by a further day’s delay when technical problems arose whilst parked at Gatwick (ok, it was my rubbish PC deciding to give up hope). The problems were finally solved on Friday morning though, allowing the flight to proceed ahead at its scheduled departure time, two days later than planned.
Heavy traffic resulted in a 20 minute wait at the hold point for crossing runway 08R to head down to the departure end of the runway. A gap eventually cleared in the runway traffic though and we were able to quickly proceed to the start of the runway where the only traffic was an easyJet 737-700 lining itself up for departure. We were therefore quickly able to enter the runway and get airborne 24 minutes behind schedule.
The climb was similar to leg 1, with the aircraft carrying basically the same amount of fuel and therefore quickly reaching cruise altitude. The majority of the cruise was uneventful with a nice display of complete cloud cover below the aircraft. As we approached the DUB waypoint, the cloud level rose to just below the aircraft, providing some nice ‘cloud-skimming’ conditions. Shortly after this we were given clearance to begin descent for an ILS approach to runway 27. Conditions during the descent were turbulent with some moderate rain appearing as we descended through around 14,000 feet but the turbulence gradually eased as we approached the airport, thought the rain persisted through the landing. Touchdown was again a little rough. After landing we made a turn-off into the turn around area and then proceeded to back-track the runway and taxi to parking.
