WILLY: o.k. Lets bring in the first contestant of the evening shall we?

(BIFF enters the stage)

WILLY: tell us your name son.

BIFF: my name is Biff sir.

LINDA: Biff, what a lovely name you have dear.

BIFF: thank you Mam.

HAPPY: what do you do for a living Biff?

BIFF: I am a farm hand; usually work the lands in the west though.

WILLY: what are you doing here then?

BIFF: well I grew up here and now I’m coming back, maybe tryin to work a little bit more.

WILLY: what are you going to sing for us son?

BIFF: umm. I am going to sing Blowin in the wind, by Bob Dylan.

HAPPY: very well, begin.

(BIFF SINGS UP A STORM)

HAPPY: well, that was quite nice.

LINDA: so where did you say you were from?

BIFF: well I’m originally from around here, but I’ve been working as a farm hand out in the west.

WILLY: and you learned how to sing, was that when you were on the farm?

BIFF: now what are you trying to say here?

LINDA: you mustn’t talk to him that way

BIFF: but he’s always here trying to instigate something, now this is between just me and him.

HAPPY: c’mon pal, you cant be serious, you sing alright, don’t worry about it.

BIFF: thanks.

HAPPY: so you’ve been working the lands for a career eh?

BIFF: yes sir.

HAPPY: you look pretty built, play sports when you were a kid?

BIFF: yeah you know it.

HAPPY: as did I Biff, as did I, you probably were quite the lady killer eh?

BIFF: oh you got that right, you?

HAPPY: naw.
