The Constitution of The United States of America (abridged)

Article I (legislative Branch)

Section 1. Legislative Powers.

Congress is what organizes the power, in which the Legislative branch makes laws.  

Section 2. House of Representatives.

Every state has the power to vote for those in the state legislature, and every state has the power to allow those who have voted for state legislature to vote for those who represent their state in the House of Representatives.  

To even be elected, a member of the House of Representatives must be at least 25 years old, and must have been a Us citizen for a minimum of seven years or more, and must be a resident of the state in which he or she is elected.  

Each state is only allowed to be represented by a number of representatives fitting to the amount or population of the state, to maintain regulation amounts of representation, each state is given a population count by census, the number established since the early century has been 435 members.  

Section 3. The Senate.

Every sate is to appoint two senators which of whom will serve a term of six years each, and have one vote in the upper chamber of elections.  Each state is to elect two senators during regular elections.  

Every two years, one third of those appointed will have their seats re elected.

To even be elected, a senator but be at least 35 years old, a citizen of the US for a minimum of nine years or more, and must be a resident of the state in which he or she is elected.  

In the event of an absent vice president, a senator is appointed to proceed; this person is usually called the president pro tempore.  

Section 4. Congressional Elections: time, manners, places.

Congress establishes congressional elections on the Tuesday after the first Monday of November of every even numbered year.

Congress must meet at least once a year; the usually regular congressional meetings normally take place on January 3rd of every year.  

Section 5. Powers of the House.

In the procession of meetings it is required to have at least 218 members of the House and 51 members of the senate to be present in order to do business.  

The senate and the House may adopt their own rules in which their meetings run by.  Each may also discipline a member for misconduct during the procession of a meeting, however no member may be expelled unless made in effect through a two-thirds majority vote.  

Each house keeps a journal of what goes on through these meetings, each of these journals are published after every meeting.  

Congress can decide when and where to meet, however in the same city, none of the houses can recess or excess of three days without the permission of the other house.  

Section 6. Rights of Members.

The US Treasury pays Congress members, rather than being paid by their own respective states.  The current standing for salary for Congress members is $125,100.00 a year.  

Members con not be arrested for the things they say in these meetings of congress.  

Section 7. Legislative Powers: Bills and Resolutions.

When Congress writes up a bill they send it to the president in which if the president signs the bill it becomes a law.

In the event where the president sends the bill back to congress without signing it, it is then voted on in congress, and must pass a two-thirds majority vote to become a law. The president must sign or veto a bill or law.

Section 8. The Powers of Congress.

Taxes for foreign items; Duties are taxes on imports and exports.

Impost is a generic term for all taxes, and excises are taxes on the respective manufacturer, sale or use of goods.  

Congress can barrow money, which is usually through the sale of US Treasury bonds.  The constitution places no limit as to how much the government barrows.

Only congress can decide how foreigners can or even if they can become citizens of the US.  

Section 9. The Powers Denied to Congress.

There is no Habeas Corpus under federal law, mo person or persons maybe held in jail without first the proceedings in federal court.  

Congress cannot tax trade from state to other states, nor can they tax from state to foreign countries, but they can tax on foreign countries into the US.  

Congress may not treat various ports for trade differently than they do with other ports, all ports shall be handled in the same manner.  

Federal funds may not be spent without the official consent of the Congress.

There can be no noble status granted to US citizens, for example; Dukes or Duchess.

Only Congress can tax imports and further more states cannot tax exports.  

A duty is a tax placed on ships in accordance to the size and capacity of the ship in which is being taxed, in addition states may not keep troops or warships during peacetime.  

Article II (Executive Branch)

Section 1. The Nature and Scope of Presidential Power.  

The President has the power to sign or veto any various law submitted by Congress.  In the event in which he or she veto the bill, the bill then is sent back to congress where it must pass a majority of a two-thirds vote to be passed as a law.  

The President will serve in office, a term of four years after the election, and the government does have a hold on the limit of how many times a person maybe elected.  In addition the president in office is only allowed to serve a maximum of two terms.  

The “Electors” or rather the Electoral College is those who vote for the people, rather than the people voting directly.  

Congress set the date of the Tuesday after the first Monday of November ever fourth year to chose Electors.  The Electors then cast their respective votes on the Monday after the second Tuesday in December.  

The president upon election must be at least 35 years old, and must have been a born citizen of the US.  He or she must also have been a US citizen for at least 14 years prior to the election.  

The president is insured a constant salary through out his four year term.  The current salary is 200,000 dollars per year in service; in addition the president is given a 50,000-dollar taxable expense account.  

The presidency of the latest elected president does not come into effect until January 20th of the year following the November election.  When the president is “Sworn in” he then takes the oath of office, which is presented by the chief justice of the United States Supreme Court.  

Section 2. Powers of the President.

The US military is under civilian control, because although the president is the commander and chief, the president is still considered a civilian.  In any event the president may call upon the cabinet for help.  The Cabinet is a group of people chosen by the President but allowed by the consent of the Senate.  These members of the Cabinet maybe be removed without the consent of the Senate however.  

The president can make a peace treaty with foreign powers, but only with the consent of the Senate, which must pass in effect by a two-thirds vote.  

Section 3. Vacancies. 

In any event where the congress is not in session, the president can fill any vacant position in office, without the consent of the Senate.  

Every year the president is to address the state of the union to the congress, where he or she will report the status of the entire country, recommend Legislative measures, and propose a federal budget.  

Section 4.  Impeachment.  

In any event where the president or the vice president is accused for treason or giving information to foreign powers or various misdemeanors, this accusation is called an impeachment.  Am impeachment is essentially the accusation and conviction of a president by the Senate. In an event where the president is fully charged with high treason or high crime, he is removed from office.  

Article III. (Judicial Branch)

Section 1. Judicial Powers, Courts, and Judges.
The supreme court is granted Judicial power, as well as all the lower precessions of federal courts created by congress. 

Federal judges serve in their respective positions as judges for life unless they are removed by impeachment or further convicted by Congress.  Federal judges have a steady salary and their pay may not be reduced.  

Section 2. Jurisdiction. 

The federal courts are allowed to take any case brought forth in all federal laws.  They can also take one any cases involving citizens of different states and citizens of foreign nations.  

On a few occasions the Supreme Court may choose to act as a trial court, and has original jurisdiction.  These cases usually involve a representative of another country or another state.  In all other circumstances the case brought before federal law, must first proceed in the lower courts.  

Any person is allowed to request a trial in federal court in the state in which he is convicted of the crime committed.  

Section 3. Treason.

Treason is the act of instigating war upon the United States, or giving aid to it’s enemies.  

Congress has established the punishments for traitors, which may range from up to five years in jail and/or a fine of 10,000 dollars, or death.  However Congress may not punish the heir of the traitor.  

Article IV. (Relations Among the States)

Section 1. Full Faith and Credit. 

All states are to have respect for one another and one another’s laws and law making decisions.  However one state does not have to enforce another states criminal code.  

Section 2. Treatment of Citizens.

A citizen of one state has the same equal privileges of those in other state, or which ever state he or she happens to be in.  

Section 3. Admission of States.

Only Congress may submit and admit a new state to the union, no state may be created or formed through the existence of territory belonging to a current state, unless given the consent of the Legislature.  

Section 4. Republican Form of Government.

Each state is granted and assured a government where the citizens can vote on who represents their state.  

Article V. (Methods of amendment)

Admission of Amendments.

Constitutional Amendments may be proposed in either two ways or forms.  

One: a majority vote in favor of a two-thirds vote by the house (congress).  

Two: A majority vote in a convention called by congress, in which case they call upon a two-thirds vote amongst the States.  

Ratification of Amendments.

Ratification of Amendments may be carried out one of either two ways.  

One: The legislature carries a two-thirds majority vote on which of the amendments being ratified.  

Two: A three-fourths majority vote amongst the Sates.  

In any event, no state may be denied or exempt  of equal representation.  

Article VI. (National Supremacy)

Federal Financial Obligations.

In any even that The United States barrows and large number of sums for what ever aid is required, The Federal Government is to assume all Federal financial obligations.  

Federal over state.

All states and state laws fall subject to the supremacy of Federal law.  No state government is allowed to oppose the rulings that of the US constitution.  In addition no  state may enforce laws that conflict with the rule of the president or of his or her subordinates in any executive branch of the Federal Government.  

Requirement of Office.

Every federal and state official must swear an oath of office, promising to support the US constitution, there are no exceptions, religion may not be used as an excuse to be exempt from swearing this oath.  

Article VII. (Ratification)

To ratify the constitution or any of its articles it is required nine states.  Delaware was the first, and New Hampshire was the ninth.
