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1. The device in photograph number one is a cooling fan.  This is used to cool the Central Processing Unit (CPU).  This is a vital device in the configuration of a working Personal Computer (PC).  The CPU emits extremely high temperatures, therefore, a fan is placed inside the frame of the PC in order to cool the system.  

2. The component pictured in photo number two is a Central Processing Unit, or CPU.  This is the very brain of the entire computer system.  This chip is alluded to as the brain due to the fact that it runs the entire PC.  

3. Depicted in the photograph numbered three is the cache memory.  One could think of this component as a cooler that they set next to them so that they need not get up to go to the refrigerator every time they need a drink of soda.  The cooler (cache) is there to provide information (soda [and anything else in the computer system at use]) so that one does not have to get up and go to the refrigerator (hard drive) in order to retrieve it.  

4. The photograph labeled number three is the hard dive.  The hard drive is where everything on the computer is stored.  This device is where everything from the Operating System to saved files and formats is kept.  

5. This is a picture of a Random Access Memory (RAM) chip.  RAM is where applications and other files are stored so that one does not have to access the hard drive every time they wish to retrieve something that they wish to use on their PC.
