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	Rhombus - A Diamond Equilateral Parallelogram  

The official emblem of the First Christian Fellowship Assembly Inc. is a diamond shaped plane with four equal sides called a Rhombus. It is a twelve element form that includes the diamond plane and 11 internal elements whose symbols directly relate to significant concepts of christian faith and the constitution to which this organization is committed.  The emblem is designed to present Holiness as the standard under which the church operates. As a flawless diamond it represents the invisable church as a perfect gem that is precious and priceless, into which all can enter  regardless of their past, race, creed, or color. 
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	Cross - Symbolizes the Instrument and Principle of Death.   The cross is the traditional  instrument on which  Jesus died for  the sins of the world.  In fact, the scripture indicates that our old nature was crucified with him.  However, the cross represents more than just an  instru-ment of death, it also represents a principle of death.   The past reality of Christ's death on the cross is his finished  "work," for the salvation of our souls.   The present reality of the cross upon us is Christ's on-going  "way"  to conform us to his likeness. The First Christian Fellowship Assembly believes that the finished "work" of Christ is essential for our new birth in him and the "way" of the cross is essential to perfect our daily walk with him.  
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	Triangle - Symbolizes  God as the "Divine Trinity"  

This element is the most popular indicator of God as a triune being.  The three equal sides represent the Father, The Son, and The Holy Ghost.  The doctrine of the Trinity essentially says that God is all three persons, distinctively different, yet the same.  Moreover, there are not three Gods just one and one is all three.  Obviously, this characterization of God defies world logic and human rationalism.  The First Christian Fellowship Assembly believes that the doctrine of the Trinity cannot be explained, but must be believed by children of faith.

If you look closely, you can see 8 configured triangles in the Rhombus emblem.  Each triangle is a representation of God in his triune nature, with a direct correlation to one of his primary attributes,   namely:

1.) Omnipotence  (All Powerful),   2.) Omniscience (All knowing), 

3.) Omni-sapience (All wise). 4.) Omnipresence (Everywhere at the

 same time) 5.) Immutable ( unchanging),  6.) Love (Unconditionally) 

7.) Holy (Perfect), and  8.) Eternal (The beginning and the ending).
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	Circle - Symbolizes Full Gospel Ministry 

The First Christian Fellowship Assembly believes in the five-fold Gospel ministry visually expressed by the 5 circles in the Rhombus. Each circle represent one of the following disciplines:  Apostles, Prophets, Evangelists, Pastors, and Teachers.  According to Ephesians 4:12 they are intended "for the perfection of the saints, the work of the ministry, and for the edification of the body of Christ.
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	Candleabrum - Symbolizes the visable Church  Revelation 1:12,13 & 20 tells us that the seven golden candlesticks are the seven churches in Asia. Since there were more than 7 churches in Asia, the characteristics of the ones mentioned obviously typified the character of the church  from the end of the first century down to the time of Christ's return for His Church, Theologians also tells us that the word translated candlestick should be lampstand. Whether that is true or not, the First Christian Fellowship Assembly believes that the 6 branched candleabrum that holds 7 candles is an appropriate symbol.  The important issue is that 7 symbolizes completion, therefore, the seven candlesticks or lampstands represent the entire church era which covers 7 distinctive periods of church history.  The use of the figures "candlesticks" and "stars," which are only for service in the night, indicates that we are living in the "Night" of this age, which relates to the Laodecean church.
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	Seven Stars - Symbolizes Messengers of Christ 

The 7 angels of the 7 churches in Asia, recorded in Revelation, chapters 2 and 3, represent the  messengers or pastors of the 7 churches mentioned  under the candleabrum symbol above.  Again, since the number 7 symbolizes completion, these 7 angels or pastors represent the typical leadership  of the church  during the entire era of its earthly existence.  The Lord's displeasure with some of the activities and attitudes of  the 7 Churches (candlesticks), and pastors (Angels), serves as a warning to the leadership of the body of Christ today, regardless of the name of the denomination or organization. Therefore, we, the pastor and leadership of the first Christian Fellowship Assembly, are committed to the standard of Holiness in leading and guiding this organization, and not be guilty of inappropriate behavior and conduct, mentioned in  any of those Asian churches.
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	Dove - Symbolizes The Holy Spirit of God.   
The sign of God's approval of his son Jesus was manifested in the form of a dove descending from heaven upon him while being baptized by John in the Jordan river.  The first Christian Fellowship Assembly believes that among other things the Holy Spirit comes to approve and verify his own.  According to Ephesians 1:13, He is the seal or evidence of , and proof of purchase by, Christ, until he comes to take ownership of his purchased possession.
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	Bible - Symbolizes The Word of God.  

According to 2 Timothy 3:16. "All scripture is given by the inspiration of God and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness."  It is the only book whose author predates time and exists beyond infinity.   The First Christian Fellowship Assembly believes that the Holy Scripture is the inspired word of God, and is the highest authority in determining man's right behavior with God, himself, and his fellowman. We are therefore committed to its tenet of truth and proper application
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	Communion Cup - Symbolizes the Blood of Jesus,  shed for the Remission of our sins.  The communion cup  is part of the holy sacrement that memorializes the death and suffering of Christ. This horrific act, born out of  unconditional love and grace, provides the church with a new and living covenant that forgives our past, mediates the present, and  certifies the  future of those that follow Christ.  The First Christian Fellowship Assembly believes that without the shedding of blood there is no remission of sins, and that we must obey the scripture in the administration of the Holy sacrement as a reminder of Christ's suffering until he returns.

	

	Flame of Fire - Symbolizes the Baptism of the Holy Ghost and Fire.  In Matthew 3:11, John the Baptist declared that "there is one coming after me, who is mightier than I, he shall baptize you with the holy Ghost and fire." Acts 2:1-4 tells us that "When the day of Pentecost was fully come those present in the upper room were filled with the Holy Ghost and spake in different languages as the spirit uttered through them. The First Christian Fellowship Assembly believes that (1) the Holy Ghost don't come to save but it comes because we are saved, and (2) being filled with the Holy Ghost  is absolutely necessary to sustain a holy life, and a consistant walk with Christ. 
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	Water-Symbolizes Water Baptism unto Repentance for  the Remission of Sins.   The  Apostle Peter tells us that "baptism doth not  put away  the filth of the flesh, but it clears our good conscience toward God, because it identifies us with Christ in his death and resurrection," (1 Peter 3:21 paraphrased).  We see then that water baptism is not essential for salvation, but is approved by God to depict an outward show of death to our sins and a resurrection to a new life in and with Christ.  The First Christian Fellowship Assembly believes that those who can, should be baptized as a testimony of this new relationship.  However, we also believe if there haven't been a real inward change, then an outward show of baptism only proves that you went  in the water a dry sinner and came out a wet one. 

	

	Sun of Righteousness - Symbolizes Spiritual/Physical Healing:  According to the interpretation of Malachi 4:2, Jesus is the "Sun of Righteousness" that shall arise with healing in his wings to those who fear (reverence) the Lord's name.   His spiritual "sun rays" provide physical and spiritual healing for  his saints.  Healing in his  "wings" suggest swiftness and immediate response to the effectual fervent  prayers of the righteous.

In the broad view of his healing power, we believe that Jesus, heals through Divine, medical, and natural means.  The first is usually referred to as Divine Healing by the" laying on of hands," the second, is through the use of medical technology, and the third is the power of the body, and mind to heal. The bible says that we are fearfully and wonderfully made, which means that God has supplied the body with an immune system that has the capability to fight deseases, and  infections and heal itself in many instances if given time.  However, the greatest healing effect occurs when a sin sick soul is made whole. 

Regardless of whether your healing need is physical or spiritual, or whether it comes through medical technology, nature, or a Divine touch, the First Christian Fellowship Assembly believes that the primary subject and object of your praise and thanks must be Jesus Christ,  who is the "Sun of Righteous-ness."
