Definitions

Devil (diabolos) – Accuser, slanderer,

Demom (daimon) – An inferior deity among the Greeks whether good or bad.  It denotes and evil spirit. It is mistrnslated “devils” in Matt. 8:31

Demons are spiritual agents acting in all idolatry.  Every idol has a “demon” with its worship and sacrifices. I Cor. 10:20-21; Rev. 9:20; Deut. 32:17; Isa. 13:21; 34:14; 65:3, 11.

· As seducing spirits they deceive men into the supposition that through mediums (“familiar spirits”) they can converse with deceased human beings. Lev. 20:6,27, hence the destructive deception of spiritism, forbidden in Scripture, Lev. 19:31 Deut. 18:11; Isa. 8:19.  Demons tremble before god. James 2:19

· Acting under Satan “demons” are permitted to afflict with bodily disease (Luke 13:16).  Being unclean they tempt human beings with unclean thoughts, (Matt. 10:1; Mark 5:2 7:25; Luke 8:27-29; Rev. 16:13; 18:2; 

· Those who are afflicted expresses the mind and consciousness of the demon or demons indwelling them

· They can cause/impart :

Dumbness (Matt.9:32:33)   Blindness (Matt. 12:22)  Insanity (Luke8:26-35)

Suicidal Mania (Mark 9:22)  Personal Injuries (Mark (:18)

Supernatural Strength (Luke8:29)  Physical Defects and Deformities (Luke13:11-17)

· They can come and go at will once they have got control over a human body (Luke11:24-26)

· They use their victims as instruments of  unrighteousness(Rom.6:13) for the proclamation of the” Doctrines of Devils,”(Itim.4:1), and the teaching od Damnable Heresies.”(2 Peter 2:1)

· We are not to have fellowship with Devils(Demons) 1Cor. 10:20-21)
