Greens Fees, Carts and League Dues (Based on 32 player league)          

Greens Fees are $315 consisting of $17.50 for 18 weeks DUE MARCH 28th; carts are due to the course day of play.  League Fees and prize money is $120 DUE JUNE 1st.  Week 1 is April 28th being head to head play beginning Week 1. Remember USGA Rules apply except for Local Rules located at the end of this document.  PLEASE AT ALL TIMES, KEEP UP WITH THE GROUP AHEAD YOU AND BE READY TO PLAY YOUR BALL AS SOON AS THE GROUP AHEAD OF YOU CLEARS. PROCEED IMMEDIATELY TO YOUR BALL AFTER TEE AND SECOND SHOTS.
Tee Times
The first tee time is at 5:00 pm and all subsequent tee times are 8 minutes apart for a total of 8 tee times through 5:56 pm.  Please plan to be on time and call the course (734) 854-1101 if delayed so we can keep the pace of play going.  
Handicaps

Handicaps are calculated in similar format to USGA taking an increasing number of low rounds, up to 10, scored against the course slope and course rating adjusted for our 18-week schedule (see below).  Equitable Stroke Control (ESC) scoring will be applied to all scores when entered into the computer, which results in no handicap calculated score higher than a triple bogey. Please be aware of your foursomes’ scores on each hole.

Scoring

Weekly points will be awarded in both an A and B flight on a handicapped match play basis. Each hole is worth one point and the Match is worth one additional point to total 10 points per flight and 20 points per team match weekly. Stroke holes will be calculated within each match flight with the low player’s handicap being zero and the difference applied to the higher handicap player.  Point calculation will begin after completion of week #3 play to accommodate the handicap calculation that is required.  It is conceivable that over the course of the year that the A and B players switch flights based on scoring average after weeks 6 and 12.  Standings will be for both team and individual points by flight. Hand in all dated scorecards to Jack Hoffman after each week of golf, if pre-playing provides cards to the Legacy Pro Shop in our League older.

$120 member fees are due in full by June 1st to the League President.
Skins and Closest to the Pin

Each week an optional skins (gross score) and closest to the pin shot game is available for $5.00 with 60% per week going to the skin pool and 40% per week going to the closest to the pin pool.  If all skins are tied or no closest to the pins are awarded that money will rollover to the following week’s total kitty.  A par or better (gross score) must be made to make a claim (sign the marker) for a closest to the pin shot.  

League Rules Committee 

Any dispute involving on the course, rules or how to score a hole will be decided by the vote of the committeemen of the league.  Should a committeeman bring or be involved in a dispute he will abstain from voting on that ruling.  Should you be in question as to the rules, (i.e.: within hazards, where to take relief, is relief available) play the first ball as it lies (if possible) and also play a second ball from the uncertain area (relief) and finish both balls on the hole.  After the round is complete see the committeemen with you opponent to resolve the uncertainty and award the proper score.

Subs/ Sub Listing – Mandatory $10.00 sub fee

Each player is responsible for supplying their own sub in the event they are unable to play or pre-play.  In the event a week is missed completely a forfeit is given for that flight match with 6.5 points going to the unopposed player and 3.5 pts to the missing golfer. Mandatory sub fee $10.00 into daily skins/pins game. 

Local Rules (other than USGA rules)

Maximum score via Stroke Equity Control score is triple bogie for handicap purposes. If you are falling behind your foursome members AND out of the hole, please pick up your ball at the double par level to maintain the pace of play.  All players should avoid and discourage slow play.


No Gimmees – Putt out each hole, unless you are already out of the hole or delaying play.


No Rolling – Play the ball down.  Should wet weather require us to lift clean and place the committeemen will decide it.


Ground Under Repair – Balls coming to rest on bare spots out of the fairway and not in a hazard are entitled to a free drop, take complete relief and drop within 1 club length not nearer to the hole.  Recently sodden areas also yield a free drop, take complete relief and drop within 1 club length not nearer to the hole.


Water Hazards – All are lateral water hazards as stated by the Legacy.  If in a water hazard drop within 2 club lengths from the point where the ball last crossed the hazard and assesses a 1-stroke penalty.  Drop areas on #5 & #17 are on the Yellow Tee box from the tee markers WITHOUT use of tees.


Out of Bound – OB is located on the perimeter of the course as defined by white stakes. To speed up play a player has the option of dropping within 2 club lengths from the opponents agreed upon point at which the ball entered the OB, and assessing a 2-stroke penalty for stroke and distance.

· Lost Ball – For a witnessed lost ball, which is lost on the course and is not OB, a lateral drop is available within a reasonable vicinity to the suspected lost location as defined by the opposing team after assessing a 1-stroke penalty.
· Lost Ball in Ditch on 5, Tall grass interior of course or wood right on 15 play as lateral water hazard.

Embedded Ball Rule – Is in effect through the green as stated by the Legacy.


Sand Traps – Any ball coming to rest against an exposed face in a sand trap is entitled to a free drop within 1 club length in the sand trap.
