Passages showing the Fulfillment of Messianic Prophesies  From the Old Testament

When we read passages from Scripture  like  Matthew 27:46  “My God, My God, why hast Thou forsaken me?”  One might first get the impression that Jesus felt forsaken by His Father ,  but for a Jew who knew the Scriptures well, it was a clear reference to the beginning of Psalm 22 which actually concludes in chants of praise and glory to God the Father for His deliverance.  Or  on reading passages like isaish 42, Isaish 53 among others, we see how the Messainic  prophesies came to pass. Here below are some of the Old Testament Messianic Prophesies that were fulfilled in the New Testament. I will be updating this on a regular basis so check back for future updates.

Born of Woman

Gn:3:15:

15  I will put enmities between thee and the woman, and thy seed and her seed: she shall crush thy head, and thou shalt lie in wait for her heel. (DRV)

Gal:4:4:

4  But when the fulness of the time was come, God sent his Son, made of a woman, made under the law: (DRV)

A Virgin Shall Conceive

Is:7:14:

14  Therefore the Lord himself shall give you a sign. Behold a virgin shall conceive, and bear a son and his name shall be called Emmanuel. (DRV)

Mt:1:18:

18 ¶ Now the generation of Christ was in this wise. When as his mother Mary was espoused to Joseph, before they came together, she was found with child, of the Holy Ghost. (DRV)

Mt:1:23:

23  Behold a virgin shall be with child, and bring forth a son, and they shall call his name Emmanuel, which being interpreted is, God with us. (DRV)

Lk:1:34:

34  And Mary said to the angel: How shall this be done, because I know not man? (DRV)

From Judah

Gn:49:10:

10  The sceptre shall not be taken away from Juda, nor a ruler from his thigh, till he come that is to be sent, and he shall be the expectation of nations. (DRV)

Gifts will be brought to Him

Is:60:6:

6  The multitude of camels shall cover thee, the dromedaries of Madian and Epha: all they from Saba shall come, bringing gold and frankincense: and shewing forth praise to the Lord. (DRV)

Mt:2:11:

11  And entering into the house, they found the child with Mary his mother, and falling down they adored him: and opening their treasures, they offered him gifts; gold, frankincense, and myrrh. (DRV)

Massacre of Children

Jer:31:15:

15  Thus saith the Lord: A voice was heard on high of lamentation, of mourning, and weeping, of Rachel weeping for her children and refusing to be comforted for them, because they are not. (DRV)

Mt:22:43:

1 ¶ Behold I send my angel, and he shall prepare the way before my face. And presently the Lord, whom you seek, and the angel of the testament, whom you desire, shall come to his temple. Behold, he cometh, saith the Lord of hosts. (DRV)

Mt:3:1:

1 ¶ And in those days cometh John the Baptist preaching in the desert of Judea. (DRV)

Mt:11:10:

10  For this is he of whom it is written: Behold I send my angel before my face, who shall prepare thy way before thee. (DRV)

12 ¶ And when Jesus had heard that John was delivered up, he retired into Galilee :13: And leaving the city Nazareth, he came and dwelt in Capharnaum on the sea coast, in the borders of Zabulon and of Nephthalim; (DRV)

Miracles

Is:35:5:

5 ¶ Then shall the eyes of the blind be opened, and the ears of the deaf shall be unstopped. (DRV)

Mt:9:33:

33  And after the devil was cast out, the dumb man spoke, and the multitudes wondered, saying, Never was the like seen in Israel. (DRV)

Mt:11:4:

4  And Jesus making answer said to them: Go and relate to John what you have heard and seen. (DRV)

Mk:7:37:

37  And so much the more did they wonder, saying: He hath done all things well. He hath made both the deaf to hear and the dumb to speak. (DRV)

Lk:7:21:

21  (And in that same hour, he cured many of their diseases and hurts and evil spirits: and to many that were blind he gave sight.) (DRV)

Shall teach in Parables

Ps:78:2:

2  (77-2) I will open my mouth in parables: I will utter propositions from the beginning. (DRV)

Mt:13:34:

34  All these things Jesus spoke in parables to the multitudes: and without parables he did not speak to them. (DRV)

Mk:4:2:

2  And he taught them many things in parables, and said unto them in his doctrine: (DRV)

Jn:16:25:

25  These things I have spoken to you in proverbs. The hour cometh when I will no longer speak to you in proverbs, but will shew you plainly of the Father. (DRV)

Come into Jerusalem on an ass

Zec:9:9:

9 ¶ Rejoice greatly, O daughter of Sion, shout for joy, O daughter of Jerusalem: BEHOLD THY KING will come to thee, the just and saviour: he is poor, and riding upon an ass, and upon a colt, the foal of an ass. (DRV)

Mt:21:7:

7  And they brought the ass and the colt and laid their garments upon them and made him sit thereon. (DRV)

Lk:19:35:

35  And they brought him to Jesus. And casting their garments on the colt, they set Jesus thereon. (DRV)

Stumbling stone to Israel

Ps:118:22:

22  (117-22) The stone which the builders rejected; the same is become the head of the corner. (DRV)

Is:8:14:

14  And he shall be a sanctification to you. But for a stone of stumbling, and for a rock of offence to the two houses of Israel, for a snare and a ruin to the inhabitants of Jerusalem. (DRV)

Is:28:16:

16  Therefore thus saith the Lord God: Behold I will lay a stone in the foundations of Sion, a tried stone, a corner stone, a precious stone, founded in the foundation. He that believeth, let him not hasten. (DRV)

Mt:21:42:

42  Jesus saith to them: Have you never read in the Scriptures: The stone which the builders rejected, the same is become the head of the corner? By the Lord this has been done; and it is wonderful in our eyes. (DRV)

12 ¶ Again therefore, Jesus spoke to: them, saying: I am the light of the world. He that followeth me walketh not in darkness, but shall have the light of life. (DRV)

5  As long as I am in the world, I am the light of the world. (DRV)

A Friend shall Betray Him

Ps:41:9:

9  (40-10) For even the man of my peace, in whom I trusted, who ate my bread, hath greatly supplanted me. (DRV)

Ps:55:12:

12  (54-13) For if my enemy had reviled me, I would verily have borne with it. And if he that hated me had spoken great things against me, I would perhaps have hidden my self from him. (DRV)

Mt:10:4:

4  Simon the Cananean, and Judas Iscariot, who also betrayed him. (DRV)

Mt:26:47:

47 ¶ As he yet spoke, behold Judas, one of the twelve, came, and with him a great multitude with swords and clubs, sent from the chief priests and the ancients of the people. (DRV)

Jn:13:21:

21  When Jesus had said these things, he was troubled in spirit; and he testified, and said: Amen, amen, I say to you, one of you shall betray me. (DRV)

Thirty Pieces Of Silver

Zec:11:12:

12  And I said to them: If it be good in your eyes, bring hither my wages: and if not, be quiet. And they weighed for my wages thirty pieces of silver. (DRV)

Mt:26:15:

15  And said to them: What will you give me, and I will deliver him unto you? But they appointed him thirty pieces of silver. (DRV)

Mt:27:3:

3  Then Judas, who betrayed him, seeing that he was condemned, repenting himself, brought back the thirty pieces of silver to the chief priests and ancients, (DRV)

Money will be thrown into Temple Treasury

Zec:11:13:

13  And the Lord said to me: Cast it to the statuary, a handsome price, that I was prized at by them. And I took the thirty pieces of silver, and I cast them into the house of the Lord to the statuary. (DRV)

Mt:27:5:

5  And casting down the pieces of silver in the temple, he departed and went and hanged himself with an halter. (DRV)

The Money shall be used to buy the Field of the Potter

Zec:11:13:

13  And the Lord said to me: Cast it to the statuary, a handsome price, that I was prized at by them. And I took the thirty pieces of silver, and I cast them into the house of the Lord to the statuary. (DRV)

Mt:27:7:

7  And after they had consulted together, they bought with them the potter's field, to be a burying place for strangers. (DRV)

Acts:1:16:

16  Men, brethren, the scripture must needs be fulfilled, which the Holy Ghost spoke before by the mouth of David concerning Judas, who was the leader of them that apprehended Jesus: (DRV)

His Disciples shall forsake/flee

Zec:13:7:

7 ¶ Awake, O sword, against my shepherd, and against the man that cleaveth to me, saith the Lord of hosts: strike the shepherd, and the sheep shall be scattered: and I will turn my hand to the little ones. (DRV)

Mt:26:31:

31 ¶ Then Jesus saith to them: All you shall be scandalized in me this night. For it is written: I will strike the shepherd: and the sheep of the flock shall be dispersed. (DRV)

Mk:14:27:

27  And Jesus saith to them: You will all be scandalized in my regard this night. For it is written: I will strike the shepherd, and the sheep shall be dispersed. (DRV)

Mk:14:50:

50  Then his disciples, leaving him, all fled away. (DRV)

False witnesses will testify against him

Ps:35:11:

11 ¶ (34-11) Unjust witnesses rising up have asked me things I knew not. (DRV)

Mt:26:59:

59  And the chief priests and the whole council sought false witness against Jesus, that they might put him to death. (DRV)

Mk:14:57:

57  And some rising up, bore false witness against him, saying: (DRV)

Harshly treated but will not open His mouth

Is:53:7:

7  He was offered because it was his own will, and he opened not his mouth: he shall be led as a sheep to the slaughter, and shall be dumb as a lamb before his shearer, and he shall not open his mouth. (DRV)

Mt:27:12:

12  And when he was accused by the chief priests and ancients, he answered nothing. (DRV)

He was wounded for our offences, crushed for our Sin

Is:53:5:

5  But he was wounded for our iniquities, he was bruised for our sins: the chastisement of our peace was upon him, and by his bruises we are healed. (DRV)

Zec:13:6:

6  And they shall say to him: What are these wounds in the midst of thy hands? And he shall say: With these I was wounded in the house of them that loved me. (DRV)

Mt:27:26:

26 ¶ Then he released to them Barabbas: and having scourged Jesus, delivered him unto them to be crucified. (DRV)

Jn:20:27:

27  Then he said to Thomas: Put in thy finger hither and see the 'wounds' in my hands. And bring hither the hand and put it into my side. And be not faithless, but believing. (DRV)

They shall spit on his face and mock Him

Is:50:6:

6  I have given my body to the strikers, and my cheeks to them that plucked them: I have not turned away my face from them that rebuked me, and spit upon me. (DRV)

Mi:5:1:

1 ¶ Now shalt thou be laid waste, O daughter of the robber: they have laid siege against us, with a rod shall they strike the cheek of the judge of Israel. (DRV)

Mt:26:67:

67  Then did they spit in his face and buffeted him. And others struck his face with the palms of their hands, (DRV)

Mt:27:30:

30  And spitting upon him, they took the reed and struck his head. (DRV)

Lk:22:63:

63 ¶ And the men that held him mocked him and struck him. (DRV)

Jn:18:22:

22  And when he had said these things, one of the servants standing by gave Jesus a blow, saying: Answerest thou the high priest so? (DRV)

They shall mock Him

Ps:22:7:

7  (21-8) All they that saw me have laughed me to scorn: they have spoken with the lips, and wagged the head. (DRV)

Mt:27:31:

31  And after they had mocked him, they took off the cloak from him and put on him his own garments and led him away to crucify him. (DRV)

Mt:27:43:

43  He trusted in God: let him now deliver him if he will have him. For he said: I am the Son of God. (DRV)

They shall pierce His hands and feet

Ps:22:16:

16  (21-17) For many dogs have encompassed me: the council of the malignant hath besieged me. They have dug my hands and feet. (DRV)

Zec:13:6:

6  And they shall say to him: What are these wounds in the midst of thy hands? And he shall say: With these I was wounded in the house of them that loved me. (DRV)

Jn:20:25:

25  The other disciples therefore said to him: We have seen the Lord. But he said to them: Except I shall see in his hands the print of the nails and put my finger into the place of the nails and put my hand into his side, I will not believe. (DRV)

He was amongst the wicked and prayed for His transgressors 

Is:53:12:

12  Therefore will I distribute to him very many, and he shall divide the spoils of the strong, because he hath delivered his soul unto death, and was reputed with the wicked: and he hath borne the sins of many, and hath prayed for the transgressors. (DRV)

Mt:27:38:

38  Then were crucified with him two thieves: one on the right hand and one on the left. (DRV)

Mk:15:27:

27  And with him they crucify two thieves: the one on his right hand, and the other on his left. (DRV)

Father, forgive them;for they know not what they do 

Is:53:12:

12  Therefore will I distribute to him very many, and he shall divide the spoils of the strong, because he hath delivered his soul unto death, and was reputed with the wicked: and he hath borne the sins of many, and hath prayed for the transgressors. (DRV)

Ps:109:4:

4  (108-4) Instead of making me a return of love, they detracted me: but I gave myself to prayer. (DRV)

Lk:23:34:

34  And Jesus said: Father, forgive them, for they know not what they do. But they, dividing his garments, cast lots. (DRV)

Spurned and avoided by His own nation

Is:53:3:

3  Despised, and the most abject of men, a man of sorrows, and acquainted with infirmity: and his look was as it were hidden and despised, whereupon we esteemed him not. (DRV)

Ps:69:8:

8  (68-9) I am become a stranger to my brethren, and an alien to the sons of my mother. (DRV)

Jn:1:11:

11  He came unto his own: and his own received him not. (DRV)

Jn:7:5:

5  For neither did his brethren believe in him. (DRV)

Mt:21:42:

42  Jesus saith to them: Have you never read in the Scriptures: The stone which the builders rejected, the same is become the head of the corner? By the Lord this has been done; and it is wonderful in our eyes. (DRV)

People mock and wagg their heads

Ps:109:25:

25  (108-25) And I am become a reproach to them: they saw me and they shaked their heads. (DRV)

Ps:22:7:

7  (21-8) All they that saw me have laughed me to scorn: they have spoken with the lips, and wagged the head. (DRV)

Mt:27:39:

39  And they that passed by blasphemed him, wagging their heads, (DRV)

Mk:15:29:

29  And they that passed by blasphemed him, wagging their heads and saying: Vah, thou that destroyest the temple of God and in three days buildest it up again: (DRV)

Parted his garments

Ps:22:18:

18  (21-19) They parted my garments amongst them; and upon my vesture they cast lots. (DRV)

Mt:27:35:

35  And after they had crucified him, they divided his garments, casting lots; that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the prophet, saying: They divided my garments among them; and upon my vesture they cast lots. (DRV)

Mk:15:24:

24  And crucifying him, they divided his garments, casting lots upon them, what every man should take. (DRV)

Lk:23:34:

34  And Jesus said: Father, forgive them, for they know not what they do. But they, dividing his garments, cast lots. (DRV)

Jn:19:23:

23  The soldiers therefore, when they had crucified him, took his garments, (and they made four parts, to every soldier a part) and also his coat. Now the coat was without seam, woven from the top throughout. (DRV)

In My thirst they gave Him Vinegar to drink

Ps:69:21:

21  (68-22) And they gave me gall for my food, and in my thirst they gave me vinegar to drink. (DRV)

Mt:27:34:

34  And they gave him wine to drink mingled with gall. And when he had tasted, he would not drink. (DRV)

Mk:15:23:

23  And they gave him to drink wine mingled with myrrh. But he took it not. (DRV)

Jn:19:28:

28  Afterwards, Jesus knowing that all things were now accomplished, that the scripture might be fulfilled, said: I thirst. (DRV)

My God, my God, why hast thou forsaken me? 

Ps:22:1:

1 ¶ (21-1) <<Unto the end, for the morning protection, a psalm for David.>> (21-2) O God my God, look upon me: why hast thou forsaken me? Far from my salvation are the words of my sins. (DRV)

Mt:27:46:

46  And about the ninth hour, Jesus cried with a loud voice, saying: Eli, Eli, lamma sabacthani? That is, My God, My God, why hast thou forsaken me? (DRV)

Mk:15:34:

34  And at the ninth hour, Jesus cried out with a loud voice, saying: Eloi, Eloi, lamma sabacthani? Which is, being interpreted: My God, My God, Why hast thou forsaken me? (DRV)

Into thy hands I commend my spirit 

Ps:31:5:

5  (30-6) Into thy hands I commend my spirit: thou hast redeemed me, O Lord, the God of truth. (DRV)

Not one of his bones shall be broken 

Ps:34:20:

20  (33-21) The Lord is nigh unto them that are of a contrite heart: and he will save the humble of spirit. (DRV)

Jn:19:33:

33  But after they were come to Jesus, when they saw that he was already dead, they did not break his legs. (DRV)

His pierced side 

Zec:12:10:

10  And I will pour out upon the house of David, and upon the inhabitants of Jerusalem, the spirit of grace, and of prayers: and they shall look upon me, whom they have pierced: and they shall mourn for him as one mourneth for an only son, and they shall grieve over him, as the manner is to grieve for the death of the firstborn. (DRV)

Jn:19:34:

34  But one of the soldiers with a spear opened his side: and immediately there came out blood and water. (DRV)
